     "Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, they are dead.  I am the bread that has come down from heaven, that one can eat thereof and not die.  I am the living bread come down from heaven.  If any one shall eat of this bread that I give for the life of the world, they shall live forever."
     The Jews strove amongst themselves, saying, "How can this man give us flesh to eat?"  Jesus answered them, "I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son and you drink his blood, you have no life in you."

     "Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood have eternal Life and I will raise them up in their last day.  For my flesh is meat indeed and my blood is drink indeed.  Those that eat my meat and drink my blood, dwell in me and I in them."

     "This is the bread that came down from heaven; not as your fathers did eat manna and are dead, for those that eat of this bread will live forever."

     These things Jesus said while in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum.  Many of his disciples, when they had heard this, said, "This is a hard saying, who can hear it?"

     When Jesus knew in himself, that his disciples murmured at it, he said to them, "Does this offend you?  What if you should see the Son of Love ascend up to where he was before?"

     "It is the Spirit of Love that quickens, the flesh profits nothing.  The words that I speak to you are that Spirit of Love, they are life.  Still there are some of you that do not believe."

     Jesus knew from the beginning who they were that did not believe and those that would betray him.
     Jesus said, "Therefore I said to you, that no one can come to me, unless it is given to them of Love."  From that time many of his disciples went back and walked no more with him.  Then Jesus spoke to his twelve disciples, "Will you also go away?"

     Simon Peter answered him, "Lord, to whom we shall go?  You have cast words of eternal Life.  We believe and are sure that you are the Christ; the Son of Love."  Jesus answered, "I have chosen you twelve and yet one of you has betrayal in your heart?"  Jesus spoke of Judas Iscariot, for it was he that would betray him, being one of the twelve.    

JOHN CHAPTER 7

"IS THIS CHRIST?"

After these things Jesus walked in Galilee for he would not walk in Jewry, because the Jews sought to kill him.  Now the Jews' feast of the tabernacles was at hand.  Jesus' family therefore said to him, "Depart now and go into Judea that your disciples also may see the work that you do.  For there is no man that does anything in secret, when he is seeking recognition.  If you do these things, show yourself to the world."  For neither did Jesus' family believe in him.

     Jesus said to his family, "My time is not yet come, but your time is always ready.  The world cannot hate you, but it hates me because I testify of it, that the works thereof are evil.  You go up to the feast, for my time is not yet fully come."

     When Jesus had said these words to them, he lived in Galilee still.  When his family had gone up, then Jesus went up to the feast; not openly, but in secret.  The Jews sought Jesus at the feast and said, "Where is he?"

     There was much murmuring among the people concerning Jesus.  For some felt Jesus to be a good man; others said "No, he deceives the people."  No one spoke of Jesus openly because they feared the High Priest of the Jews would cast them out of the synagogue.

     In the midst of the feast Jesus went up into the temple and taught.  The Jews marveled, saying, "How does this man know letters, having never learned?"  Jesus answered them and said, "My doctrine is not mine, but the Love that sent me.  If any one shall do Love's will, they shall know of the doctrine      whether it is of Love, or whether I speak of myself."

     "Those that speak of themselves seek their own glory. 

Those who seek the glory of the Love that sent them, the same is true and only loving things are in them."

     "Moses gave you the law and yet none of you keep the law.  Why do you go about seeking to kill me?"

     The Jews answered and said, "Your works are of contempt; this is why we go about to kill you."  Jesus answered, "I have done work and you all marveled.  Moses therefore gave to you circumcision, not because it is of Moses but of your fathers.  Now you on the Sabbath day circumcise a man.  If a man on the Sabbath day receives a circumcision, for the law of Moses; why are you angry at me, because I have healed someone on the Sabbath day?  Judge not according to appearance, but judge loving judgments."

     Then some of those from Jerusalem said, "Is this not Jesus, who the Jews seek to kill?  Here, he speaks boldly and they say nothing to him.  Do the rulers know indeed that this is the Christ?  How is it we know this man, who he is and where he is from; when Christ comes, no one knows who he is or where he is from."

     Then cried Jesus in the temple as he taught, saying

"You both know me and know who I am, for I have not come as myself.  The Love that sent me is true, whom you know not; but I know Love, for Love has sent me."

     Then they sought to take Jesus but no one laid hands on him, because his hour had not yet come.  Many of the people believed in Jesus and said, "When Christ comes, will he do more miracles than this man has done?"

     The Pharisees heard that the people murmured such things concerning Jesus so the Pharisees and the Chief Priests sent officers to take Jesus.

     Then said Jesus to the Jews, "Only a little while am I with you and then I go to the Love that sent me.  You shall seek me and shall not find me.  Where I am, there you shall not come."

     Then said the Jews among themselves, "Where will Jesus go, that we shall not find him?  Will he go and disperse among the gentiles?  What manner of saying is this that he said, 'You shall seek me and not find me' and 'Where I am you cannot come?'"

     In the last day, the great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, "If anyone thirst, let them come to me and if they believe as the scriptures have said, out of their belly shall flow rivers of living water."  What Jesus spoke of was the Spirit of Love, which those that believe would receive.  For the Spirit of Love was not yet given, because Jesus had not yet accomplished the resurrection.

     Many of the people therefore, when they heard this saying, said, "Of truth this is a prophet."  Others said, "This is Christ."  Some said, "Shall Christ come out of Galilee?  Has not the scripture said that Christ shall come out the seed of David and out of the town of Bethlehem, where David was?"  So there was a division among the people because of Jesus.  Some of them would have taken him, but no one laid their hands on him.

    The officers came to the Chief Priests and Pharisees and they queried them, "Why have you not brought him?"  The officers answered, "Never has one spoken like this one."

     The Pharisees answered the officers, "Are you also deceived?  Have any of the rulers of the Pharisees believed in Jesus?  These people who do not know the laws are cursed."  

     Nicodemus addressed the Pharisees, "Does our law judge any one before it hears them and knows what they do?" (Because he was a Pharisee Nicodemus came to Jesus by night.)  They answered and said to him, "Aren't you also of Galilee?  Search and look; for out of Galilee arises no prophet."  Then every one went into their own home.

JOHN CHAPTER 8

"THE PHARISEES TEMPT CHRIST"

Jesus went to the Mount of Olives early in the morning and came again to the temple.  All the people came to him, he sat down and taught them.

     The Scribes and Pharisees brought to Jesus a woman taken in adultery and when they had set her in his midst, said to him, "Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act.  Moses in the law commands us, that such should be stoned.  What do you say?"  This they said, tempting Jesus that they might be able to accuse him.  Jesus stooped down and with his finger wrote on the ground as though he heard them not.  So when they continued asking him he lifted up himself and said to them, "Those that are without sin among you, let them cast the first stone at her."  Again he stooped down and wrote on the ground.

     Those hearing this and being convicted of their conscience went out of the temple one by one, beginning at the eldest right down to the last.  Finally Jesus and the woman stood alone in the midst of the temple.  Jesus lifted himself up and seeing no one but the woman, he said to her, "Woman, where are your accusers?  Has no one condemned you?"  She answered, "No one, Lord."  Jesus said to her, "Neither do I condemn you.  Go and sin no more."

     Outside the temple Jesus spoke to the Pharisees again. "I am the Love of the world.  Those that follow me shall not walk in hate, but shall have Love in life."

     The Pharisee therefore said to Jesus, "You bare record of yourself; your record is not true."

     Jesus answered the Jews, "Though I bare record of myself, my record is true.  For I know from where I come and I know where I go; but you cannot tell from where I come, or where I go."

     "You judge after the flesh, I judge no one.  Yet if I judge my judgment is true; for I am not alone, because the Love that sent me is with me.  It is your law the testimony of two is true.  I am one that bares witness of me and the Love that sent me bares witness of me."

     Then the Jews said to Jesus, "Where is your father?"  Jesus answered, "You neither know me, nor my Love.  If you had known me, you would know my Love as well."

     These words Jesus spoke in the treasury, as he taught in the temple.  Yet no one laid their hands on him, for his time had not yet come.

    Again Jesus spoke to the Jews, "I go my way and you shall seek me, yet die in your sins.  For where I go you cannot come."

     Then said the Jews, "Will Jesus kill himself?  Because he said, 'Where I go, you cannot come.'"  Jesus said to them "You are from beneath, I am from above.  You are of this world, I am not of this world.  I said to you that you shall die in your sin, because you do not believe I am Love."

    Then the Jews asked Jesus, "Who are you?"  Jesus said, "I am the same that I have been saying to you from the beginning.  I have many things to say and judge of you.  The Love that sent me is true.  I speak to the world those things I have heard from Love."  They did not understand what Jesus had said to them concerning Love.

     Again Jesus spoke to the Jews saying, "When you have lifted up the Son, then you shall know I am Christ and that I do nothing of myself; but as Love has taught me, I speak these things."

     "The Love that sent me is with me.  Love has not left me alone, for I always do that which pleases Love."  As Jesus spoke these words many people had faith in him.

     The Jews answered Jesus, "We are Abraham's seed and we are never in bondage to any one.  How do you say you shall be free?"  Jesus answered them, "I say to you whosoever commits sin is the servant of hate." 

    "The servants do not abide in the house forever, but the children abide forever.  If the children therefore make you free you shall become free indeed."

     "I know you are Abraham's seed, but you seek to kill me because my word has no place in you."

     "I speak that which I have seen of Love.  You do that which you have seen of your fathers."

     The Jews said to Jesus, "Abraham is our father."  Jesus replied, "If you were Abraham's children, you would do the works of Abraham."

     "You seek to kill me, a man that has told you the truth.  This truth I have heard of Love.  Abraham did not do this.  You do not do the deeds of your father."

     The Jews protested to Jesus saying, "We are not born of fornication.  We have one father, even Love."

     Jesus said to them, "If Love were your father, you would Love me, for I come forth from Love.  I did not come of myself, but Love sent me."  

     "You are of your father's hate and the lusts of hate you will do.  Hate has been a murderer since the beginning and does not live in the truth, because there is no truth in hate."  

     "When hate speaks of a lie, it speaks of its own; for hate is a liar and the father of it."

     "Because I tell you the truth and you believe me not     which of you convinces me a sinner?  If I say the truth, why do you not believe me?  Those that are of Love hear Love's words.  You therefore hear not, because you are not of Love."

     Then answered the Jews, "Are we not saying well, when we say that you are a Samaritan and are full of hate?"  Jesus answered, "I am not in hate, but I honor Love and you dishonor me."

     "I do not seek my own glory.  There is one that seeks and judges.  Surely I say to you, if a person keeps my sayings, they shall never see death."

     Then the Jews said to Jesus, "Now we know you are full of hate.  Abraham is dead and the prophets and you say if a person keeps my sayings, they shall never taste death.  Are you greater than our father Abraham that is dead?  The prophets are dead.  Who do you make yourself?" 

     Jesus answered, "If I honor myself, my honor is nothing.  It is Love that honors me.  You say you honor your Love, yet you have not known Love.  I know Love and if I should say I know Love not, I would be a liar like you.  I know Love and I keep Love's sayings."

     "Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day.  He saw it and was glad."

     Then the Jews said to Jesus, "You are not fifty years old and you have seen Abraham?"  Jesus answered, "Surely I say to you, before Abraham was, I was."

     Then they took up stones to cast at him, but Jesus hid himself.  Going out of the temple through the midst of them he passed by.  

JOHN CHAPTER 9

"THE BLIND SEES"

As Jesus passed by, he saw a man that was blind from birth.  Jesus' disciples asked him, "Master, who did sin, he or his parents, that this man was born blind?"

     Jesus answered, "Neither has this man sinned, nor his parents.  He waits, that the works of Love may be made manifest in him.  I must accomplish the works of the Love that sent me while it is day.  The night comes when no man can work.  As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world."

     When Jesus had spoken this, he spat on the ground and made clay of the spittle.  Then he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay and said to him, "Go, wash in the pool of Siloam."  The man went his way therefore and washed and came out seeing.

     The neighbors and those which before had seen the blind man said, "Is not this he that sat and begged?"  Some said "This is he."  Therefore said they to him "How were your eyes opened?"

     He answered and said, "A man that is called Jesus made clay and anointed my eyes.  Then he said to me, 'Go to the pool of Siloam and wash.'  I went and washed, receiving sight."  Then said they to him, "Where is Jesus?"  He said "I know not."  So they brought the man who for a time was blind to the Pharisees.

     It was the Sabbath day when Jesus made the clay and opened his eyes.  The Pharisees then also asked the man how he received his sight.

     He said to them, "Jesus put clay upon my eyes, I washed and do see."

     The Pharisees accused Jesus, saying, "This man is not of Love, because he does not keep the Sabbath day."  Others said, "How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles?"  There was a division among them.  

     The Pharisees spoke to the blind man again, "What do you say of Jesus, that he has opened your eyes?"  He replied "Jesus is a prophet."  The Jews did not believe the man concerning his eyes, that he had been blind and received his sight, until they called upon his parents.  They asked his parents, "Is this your son whom you say was born blind?  How is it that he now sees?"

     His parents answered them and said, "We know that this is our son and that he was born blind.  By what means he now sees, we do not know; or who has opened his eyes, we know not.  He is of age ask him; he shall speak for himself."  These words spoke his parents, because they feared the Jews. They knew the Jews had agreed already to put out of the synagogue, anyone confessing Jesus as Christ.

     Therefore said his parents, 'He is of age question him.'  Then again they called the man that was blind, saying to him, "Give Love the praise, we know that this man is a sinner."

     He answered and said, "Whether he be a sinner or not I do not know.  One thing I do know is that I was blind and now I see."  Then said they to him again, "What did Jesus do to you, how did he open your eyes?"

     He answered them, "I have told you already and you did not hear.  Wherefore would you hear again?  Will you also be his disciples?"  They reviled him and said, "You are not his disciple; but we are Moses' disciples."

     "We know that Love spoke to Moses.  As for this fellow, we know not from where he is."  The healed man answered and said to them, "Why is such a marvelous thing done and yet you say, 'You know not where he is from?'  Jesus has opened my eyes."

     "Now we know Love does not hear sinners, but if anyone be a worshipper of Love and does Love's will, Love hears them.  Since the world began is it not said that any one who opens the eyes of one who is born blind, if they are not of Love, they can do nothing?"

     They answered and said to him, "You were altogether born in sin and you think you can teach us?"  Then they cast him out.

    Jesus heard that they cast him out; when Jesus had found him, Jesus said to him, "Do you believe in the Son of Love?"

     He who had his eyes opened said, "Who is the Son of Love, Lord that I might believe in him?"  Jesus said to him "You have both seen him and it is he that talks with you now."  He said, "Lord, I believe" and he worshipped him.  Jesus said, "For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see and that they which see might be blind."

     Some of the Pharisees heard these words and said to Jesus, "Are we blind also?"  Jesus said to them, "If you were blind, you should have no sin; but now you say, 'We see.' Therefore your sin remains."

JOHN CHAPTER 10

"JESUS SPARKS Controversy"

"Surely I say to you, those that do not enter into the sheepfold by Love, the same is a thief and a robber.  Those that enter in by Love are the shepherd of the sheep.  To those the porter opens and the sheep hear Love's voice.  Love calls Love's own by name and leads them out.  When Love puts forth its own sheep, Love goes before them and the sheep follow Love, for they know Love's voice."

     "A stranger they will not follow, but will flee from them for they do not know the voice of strangers."

     This parable spoke Jesus to the Pharisees but they did not understand the things that Jesus said to them.  Again Jesus spoke, "I say to you, I am the door for the sheep.  All that came before me are thieves and robbers; but the sheep did not hear them."

     "I am the door.  By me if any one enters, they are safe and shall go into Love and find pasture.  The thief does not come but to steal, to kill, to destroy.  I have come that they who want life, might have life and that they may have it abundantly."

     "When the hirelings, whose own sheep they are not, see the wolves coming, leave the sheep and flee; so the wolf catches and scatters the sheep.  The hirelings, because they are a hireling, care not for the sheep."

     "As Love knows me, even so I know Love.  Therefore I lay down my life for the sheep."

     "Others I have, that are not of this fold.  Them I also must bring and they shall hear my voice.  There shall be one fold and one shepherd."

     "Therefore does Love, love me, because I lay down my life that I might take it again.  No one takes it from me, but I lay it down myself.  I have the power to lay it down and I have the power to take it up again.  This commandment I have received of Love."

     There was a division therefore again among the Jews for these sayings.  Many of them said, “Jesus is evil and is mad.  Why do you hear him?"  Others said, "These are not the words of one that is evil.  Could such open the eyes of the blind?"

     It was winter in Jerusalem, during the feast of the dedication when Jesus walked in the temple in Solomon's porch. The Jews came round about him and said to Jesus, "How long do you make us doubt?  If you are Christ tell us plainly."  Jesus answered them, "I told you and you believed not.  The works I do in Love, they bare witness of me."

     "You believe not, because you are not of my sheep, as I said to you.  My sheep hear my voice and I know them and they follow me.  I give them eternal life.  They shall never perish; neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand."

     "Love, which gave them to me, is greater than all and nothing is able to pluck them out of Love's hand.  I and Love are one."

     Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him.  Jesus answered them, "Many good works I have shown you from Love; for which of those works do you stone me?"

    The Jews answered Jesus, saying, "For good works we stone you not; but for blasphemy and because you being a man make yourself Love."  Jesus answered them, "Is it not written in your law, 'I said you are Love?'  If Moses, to whom the word of Love came, called you Love, then scripture cannot be broken."

     "Say you of Moses, who Love has sanctified and sent into the world, you blasphemes, because you said, 'I am the Son of Love.'"  

     "If I do not the works of Love, believe me not.  If I do though you believe me not, believe the works that you may know and believe, that Love is in me and I in it."

    Therefore they sought again to take Jesus; but he escaped out of their hands and went away again beyond Jordan into the place where John at first baptized; there Jesus lived.

     Many resorted to Jesus and said, "John did no miracles but all things John spoke of this man are true."  Many believed in Jesus there.

JOHN CHAPTER 11

 "JESUS RAISES LAZARUS"

A certain man was sick whose name is Lazarus of Bethany, the town of Mary and her sister Martha.  The same Mary who anointed Jesus with the ointment and wiped his feet with her hair.  It was her brother, Lazarus, who was sick.  Therefore, his sisters sent for Jesus, saying, "Lord, he who you love is sick."

     When Jesus received word of Lazarus, he said, "This sickness is not to death, but for the glory of Love; that the Son of Love might be glorified thereby."  For Jesus did love Mary, Martha and Lazarus dearly.

     Still Jesus waited for two days after he heard the news from Mary concerning Lazarus before he said to his disciples 

     "Let us go back to Judea again."  Jesus' disciples answered him, saying, "Master, the Jews of late have sought to stone you and you want to go there again?"  Jesus answered. "Are there twelve hours in a day?  If anyone walks in the day, they stumble not, because they see the Love of the world.  If anyone walks in the night, they stumble, because there is no Love in them." 

     After Jesus had said these things, he said to his disciples, "Our friend, Lazarus sleeps, but I go that I may awake him out of sleep."  Then said Jesus' disciples, "Lord, if he sleeps, he shall do well."  However, Jesus spoke of Lazarus' death; but they thought that he meant he was taking a rest, as in sleep.  Then Jesus said to them plainly, "Lazarus is dead."  Jesus said, "I am glad for your sakes that I was not there, to the intent you may believe; nevertheless let us go to him."

     Then said Thomas, whose nickname is Didymus, to his fellow disciples, "Let us go also and that we may die with our Lord."

     When Jesus had come he found that Lazarus had lain in the grave four days already.  Now Bethany was on the way to Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off.  Many of the Jews came to Martha and Mary to comfort them concerning their brother.

     Martha, as soon as she heard Jesus was coming, went and met him, but Mary sat still in the house.  Finding Jesus Martha said, "Lord, if you had been here my brother would not have died.  I know that even now, whatsoever you will ask of Love, Love will give it to you."  Jesus said to her, "Your brother shall live again."

     Martha said to Jesus, "I know that Lazarus shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day."  Jesus said to her 

     "I am the resurrection and the life.  Those that believe in me as though they are dead, yet they live and whosoever lives and believes in me shall never die.  Do you believe this?"

     Martha said to Jesus, "I believe that you are the Christ, the Son of Love, that has come into the world."  When Martha had said these things, she went her way and called Mary her sister, secretly, saying, "The Master has come and calls for you."  As soon as Mary heard this, she rose quickly and came to Jesus.

     Now Jesus had not yet gotten to town, but was in that place where Martha had met him.  The Jews that were with Mary in the house comforting her, when they saw that she rose up hastily and went out, followed her, saying, "She goes to the grave to weep there."

     When Mary had come to where Jesus was and saw him she fell down at his feet, saying, "Lord, if you would have been here, my brother would not have died."  Jesus therefore seeing her weep and seeing the Jews also weep that came with her, groaned in his spirit.  Jesus then said, "Where have you laid Lazarus?"  They said, "Come and see."  Jesus also wept. 

     Then the Jews said, "Behold how Jesus loves Lazarus!"  Some of them said, "Could this man, that opened the eyes of the blind, have caused this man not to die?"

     Jesus again groaned in himself as he came to the grave.  A cave, where there lay a stone upon it.  Jesus said, "Take away the stone."  Martha, the sister of him that was dead said to Jesus, "Lord, by this time he smells; for he has been dead four days."  Jesus said to her, "Did I not say to you that if you would believe, you would see the glory of Love?"

     Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead Lazarus lay.

     Jesus lifted up his eyes and said, "Love, I thank you that you have heard me.  I know that you hear me always; but for the sake of the people that stand by, I have said it, that they may believe that Love has sent me."

     When Jesus had spoken, he cried with a loud voice "Lazarus, come forth."

     Lazarus that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot in grave clothes.  His face bound about with a napkin.  Jesus said to them, "Loosen him and let him go."

     Then many of the Jews who had come to Mary's and witnessed the things that Jesus did, believed in him.  Yet some of them went to the Pharisees and told of the miracle Jesus had done. 

     After this the Chief Priests and the Pharisees gathered a council saying, "What do we do?  For the man does many miracles.  If we let Jesus alone, all will believe in him and the Romans shall come and take away both our place and our nation."

     One of them, named Caiaphas, being the High Priest that year, advised the council that one man should die for the people that the whole nation should not perish.  Caiaphas prophesied that "Jesus should die for the nation and not for that nation only, but also that his death would gather together in one, the children of Love scattered abroad."

     From that day forth the council agreed together to put Jesus to death.

JOHN CHAPTER 12

Six days before the Passover Jesus came to Bethany where he had raised Lazarus from the dead.  There he attended a supper in his honor, at which Martha served.  Lazarus was among those who sat at the table dining with Jesus.

     Mary brought a pound of very costly ointment of spikenard, anointing the feet of Jesus, then wiping his feet with her hair.  The odor of the ointment filled the house.

     Jesus' disciple, Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, being the one who would betray Jesus objected, saying, "Why was this ointment not sold for three hundred pence and given to the poor?"  This Judas said, not because he cared for the poor but because he was a thief and held the bag and bore the money that was therein.  

     Jesus answered, saying, "Let her alone, against the day of my burial has she kept this.  For the poor you will always have with you; but you will not always have me with you."

     Many of the Jews knew Jesus was there and they came not for Jesus' sake only, but that they might also see Lazarus whom Jesus had risen from the dead.  

     Therefore the Chief Priests plotted also to put Lazarus to death; because of him many of the Jews had come to believe and have faith in Jesus.

     The next day many people came to the feast, hearing that Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, they took branches of palm trees and went forth to meet Jesus, crying, "Hosanna; blessed is the king of Israel that comes in the name of Love."

     Jesus had his disciples bring him a young ass and he sat thereon.  This he did so that the saying, "Fear not, daughter of Zion; behold the King comes, sitting on an ass' colt," could be manifest.

     These things the disciples did not understand at first; but when Jesus glorified Love, they remembered that these things were written of him and that they had done these things for him.

     The crowd of people that were with Jesus when he called Lazarus out of his grave and raised him from the dead continued to bear witness and for this cause the people also met Jesus, for they heard he had done this miracle.

     The Pharisees rallied among themselves saying, "Perceive you nothing?  Behold, the world has gone after Jesus." 

     There were certain Greeks among those come up to worship at the feast.  The same came before Philip, who was of Bethsaida of Galilee.  The Greeks desired Jesus, saying "Sir, we would like to see Jesus."  So Philip went and told Andrew, Andrew and Philip told Jesus.

     Jesus answered them, saying, "The hour has come, that the Son of Love should be glorified.  Surely I say to you unless a corn of wheat falls and dies it abides alone; but if it dies it brings forth much fruit."

     "Those who love their life shall lose it; those who hate their life in this world shall keep their life eternal."

     "If anyone serves me they must follow me.  Where I am there shall my servant be also.  All who serve Christ will be honored by Love."

     "Now my soul is grieving.  What shall I say?  'Love save me from this hour?'  No, for this cause I came to this hour.  Love, glorify your name."

     Then there came a voice from heaven, saying, "I have glorified Love and will glorify Love again."

     The people that had heard this, said, "It thundered." Others said, "An angel spoke to Jesus."

     Jesus answered and said, "This voice came not because of me, but for your sakes.  Now is the judgment of this world now shall the hate of this world be cast out."

     "When I am lifted up from the earth, I will draw all toward me."

     The people spoke, "We have heard the law that Christ abides forever.  How then do you say, 'The Son of Love must be lifted up?'  Who is this Son of Love?"

     Jesus said to them, "Only a little while longer is Love with you.  Walk while you have the Light, unless hate comes upon you.  For those who walk in hate know not where they are going."

     "While you have Love, believe in Love, that you may be the children of Love."  

     These things spoke Jesus.  Then departing, he hid himself from them.  Jesus had done so many miracles before the people, yet they did not believe in him.

    Things were this way so that the sayings of Esaias, the prophet would manifest; "Love, who has believed our report? To whom has the arm of the Love been revealed?"  

     The people could not believe, because Esaias said again "Love has blinded their eyes and hardened their heart; that they should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their hearts, or be converted, that Christ should heal them."  These things said Esaias when he saw Christ's glory and Christ spoke of Love.

     Nevertheless, among the chief rulers many of them believed in Jesus; but because of the Pharisees they did not confess Jesus.  Lest they be cast out their synagogue.  For they loved the praise of each other more than the praise of Love.

     Jesus cried and said, "Those that believe in me, do not believe in me, but the Love that sent me.  Those that see me see the Love that sent me."

     "I have brought Love into the world, that whosoever believes in me should not abide in hate."

     "If anyone hears my words and believes not, I judge them not.  For I did not come to judge the world, but to save the world.  Those that reject me and do not receive my word, have one that judges them.  The words that I have spoken, the same shall judge them in their last day."

     "For I have not spoken of myself, but of the Love that sent me.  Love gave me the commandment, what I should say and what I should speak."

     "I know that Love's commandment is life everlasting. Whatsoever I speak, therefore, Love has said to me, so it is for Love I speak."

JOHN CHAPTER 13

"THE LAST SUPPER"

Even before the feast of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come and that he would depart out of this world to Love.  He loved his own that were in the world.  He loved them to the end.  As supper ended, hate was already in the heart Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to betray Jesus.  Jesus knowing that Love had given all things unto his hands and that he had come from Love and was going to Love, rose from supper, laid aside his garments, took a towel and girded himself.

     Then Jesus poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples' feet and to wipe them with the towel he wrapped himself with.  Jesus came to Simon Peter and Peter said to him, "Lord, why do you wash my feet?"  Jesus answered and said to him, "What I do you know not now, but you shall know hereafter."  Peter said to Jesus, "You shall never wash my feet."  Jesus answered him, "If I wash you not, you have no part in me."  Peter answered and said, "Wash my feet but also my hands and my head."

     Jesus said to Peter, "He that I wash need only his feet to be clean in every way and you are clean, but not all."  Jesus said "... but not all," for he knew who it was that would betray him.

     After Jesus had washed their feet and had taken his garments, he sat down again and said to them, "Know you what I have done for you?  You call me 'Master' and 'Lord' and you say well, for so I am."

     "If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet you also are to wash each other's feet."

     "For I have given an example that you should do as I have done to you.  Surely, I say to you, the servant is not greater than his Lord; neither is Christ greater than the Love that sent Christ."

     "If you know these things, then happy you are to do them."

     "I speak not to all of you.  I know whom I have chosen but so that the scripture manifest, 'Those that eat bread with me have lifted up their heel against me.'"

     "I tell you before it come, so when it happens, you may believe that I am Christ.  Surely I say to you, those that receive whoever that I send, receives me and those that receive me receive the Love that sent me."

     When Jesus had said these things, he grieved in his spirit and testified, saying, "Surely, I say to you, that one of you shall betray me."  The disciples looked to one another wondering whom Jesus spoke of.

     Leaning against the bosom of Jesus was his disciple whom he loves.  Simon Peter therefore beckoned to him asking who it was Jesus spoke of; he lying on Jesus' breast said to Jesus, "Lord, who is it?"

     Jesus answered, "He it is to who I shall give sop when I have dipped it."  When Jesus had dipped the sop, he gave it to Judas Iscariot and after he ate thereof, hate entered into him.  Then Jesus spoke to Judas saying, "That which you have to do, do quickly."  No man at the table knew for what intent Jesus spoke this to Judas, some of them thought because Judas had the bag, that Jesus had said to Judas, buy those things that we have need of for the feast.

     Judas after having sop went immediately out in the night.  When Judas had left, Jesus said, "Now is the Son of Love glorified and the Love is glorified who sent him." 

     "If Love be glorified in him, Love shall also glorify the Son in itself and manifest it straightway."

     "Children of Love, only a little while longer will I get to be with you.  You shall seek me and as I said to the Jews where I go, you cannot come.  So now I say to you, a new commandment.  I say to you, as I have loved you, that you also must love one another."

     "By this shall all know that you are my disciples, if you have Love one to another."

     Simon Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, where is it you are going?"  Jesus answered Peter, "Where I go, you cannot follow me now; but you shall follow me afterwards."  Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, why can I not follow you now?  I will lay down my life for your sake."  Jesus answered him, "Will you lay your life for my sake?  I say to you, the cock shall not crow, until you have denied me three times."

JOHN CHAPTER 14

 "THE COMFORTER"

"Do not let your heart be troubled.  If you trust in Love trust also in me.  In Love's house are many hearts; if it were not so, I would have told you.  I go to prepare a place for you and if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and take you to be with me; that where I am, there you may also be.  Where Christ goes you know and the way you know."

     Thomas said to Jesus, "Lord, we know not where you go; how can we know the way?"  Jesus said to Thomas, "I am the way, the truth and the Life.  No one comes to Love but by Christ."

     "If you had known Christ, you should have known Love also.  From now on you know Love and have seen Love."

     Philip said to Jesus, "Lord, show us Love and it suffices us."  Jesus replied, "Have I been so long a time with you and yet you have not known me, Philip?  Those that have seen me have seen Love.  How do you say then, show us Love?"

     "Believe you not that I am Love and Love is me?  The words I speak to you I speak not of myself, but of the Love that dwells in me, it does the works."

     "Believe me when I say I am Love and that Love is me or else believe me for testimony of the miracles alone.  Surely I say to you, those who believe in Christ, the works that I do they shall do also and greater works than these shall they do because I go to Love.  Whatsoever you shall ask in my name that I will do, that Love will glorify Love's Children.  If you shall ask anything in my name, Love will do it."

     "If you Love me, keep my commandments."

     "I will pray to Love and Love shall give you another comforter that Love may abide with you forever.  Even the Spirit of the truth whom the world cannot receive, because the world does not see the truth.  The world does not know the truth; but you know the truth, for the truth dwells with you and shall be in you."

     "I will not leave you comfortless.  I will come to you as Love."

     "Still in a little while, the world will see me no more but you will see me.  Because I live, you will live also.  On that day you will know I am in Love and you are in me and I am in you."

     "Those that have my commandments and keep them are the ones that love me.  Those that love me shall be loved by Love and I will love them and will manifest Love to them."

     Judas said to Jesus (not Judas Iscariot), "Lord, how is it you will manifest yourself to us and not the world?"

     Jesus answered and said to him, "If one loves me, they will keep my words and Love will love them.  Love and I will come to them and we will make our abode with them."

     "Those who do not love me will not keep my sayings."

     "The words I am speaking are not mine but the Love that sent me.  These things that I have spoken to you, while still being present with you, are Love."

     "The Comforter, that is the Spirit of Love, whom Love will send in my name, will teach you all things and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said to you."

     "Peace I leave with you.  My peace I give to you; not as the world gives, but as Love gives to you.  Do not let your hearts be troubled, nor let them be afraid."

     "You have heard how I said to you, I go away and come again to you.  If you love me, you would rejoice, because I said I go to Love.  For Love is greater than I."

     "I have told you things before they happen, so when they have happened, you will believe.  From here on out I will not talk to you much, for the hate of this world is coming and hate has no hold on me."

     "These things are happening that the world may know that I love Love; as Love gave me the commandments, even so I do.  Arise, let us go."

JOHN CHAPTER 15

"LOVE ONE ANOTHER"

"Christ is the true vine and Love is the husband man.  Every branch in Love that does not bear fruit, Love takes away and every branch that bears fruit, Love purges it, that it will bring forth more fruit."

     "Abide in Love and Love will abide in you.  As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except that it abides in the vine, you have no abode unless you abide in Love.  Love is the vine.  You are the branches.  Those that abide in Love, Love abide in them.  The same brings forth much good fruit for without Love you can do nothing."

     "If one does not abide in Love, they are a branch cast from the vine and the branch withers and they gather these branches and cast them into the fire and they burn.  If you abide in Love, Love's words will abide in you.  You shall ask what you will and Love shall do it for you."

     "Herein Love glorifies, that you bear much fruit; so shall you be Love's disciples.  As Love has loved me, so have I loved you.  Continue in my Love."

     "If you keep my commandments, you shall abide in my Love.  Even as I have kept Love's commandments and abide in Love's love.  These things I have spoken to you, that your joy will be full."

     "This is my commandment, that you Love one another, as I Love you.  A greater Love no one has than this that one lay down their life for their friends.  You are my friends, if you do whatsoever I ask you."

     "From here on out I do not call you servants; for the servants know not what their Lord does; but I have called you friends; for all the things I have heard of Love I have made known to you.  You have not chosen Love, but Love has chosen you and Love ordains you, which you should go and bring forth fruit and your fruit shall remain, for that whatsoever you shall ask of Love in my name, Love shall give it to you."

     "This I command you, that you Love one another."

     "If the world hates you, you know that it hated me before it hated you.  If you were of the world, the world would Love its own; but because you are not of the world, but Love has chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hates you."

     "Remember the words that I said to you, 'The servant is not greater than his Lord.'  If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you.  If they have kept my sayings they will keep yours also.  Persecute you they will, but they will do it for my sake, because they know not the Love that sent me."

     "If I had not spoken to them, they had not had sin, but now they have no cloak for their sin."

     "Those who hate me hate Love also."

     "If I had not done among them the works that no other has done, they would not have sin; but now have they both seen the works and hated both Love and me.  This happened that the words be fulfilled in their law, 'They hated me without cause.'"

     "When the comforter has come, whom I will send to you from Love, even the spirit of truth, which proceeds from Love it will testify of me.  Now you shall bear witness, because you have been with Love from the beginning." 

JOHN CHAPTER 16

 "TRUTH GLORIFIES LOVE"

"These things I have spoken to you that you should not go astray.  They shall put you out of the synagogues.  Yea, the time comes, that whosoever kills you will think they do Love a service.  These things they will do to you, because they have not known Love, nor me."

     "These things I have told you, so that when the time comes, you may remember I have spoke to you of them.  These things I did not say to you at the beginning, because I was with you."

     "Now I go away to the Love that sent me and none of you ask me 'Where do you go?'  Because I have said these things to you, sorrow has filled your heart."

     "Nevertheless, I tell you the truth; it is for your benefit that I go away.  If I do not go away, the Comforter will not come to you, but if I go, I will send the Spirit of Love to you.  When Love comes, Love will reprove the world of hate, for those who love.  Hate does not believe in me or in Love.  Because I go to Love and you see me no more, the hate of this world now stands to its doom."

     "I have yet many things to say to you but you cannot bear them now.  However, when the Spirit of truth comes it will guide you to the truth, for the truth will speak not of itself but of whatsoever it hears.  That truth it will speak and it will show you things to come.  The truth will glorify me, for Love shall receive mine and shall show Love to you.  All things that Love has are mine.  Therefore said I, that 'Love shall take of mine and show Love to you.'"

     "In a little while, you shall not see me and again in a little while you shall see me, because I go to Love."

     Some of Jesus' disciples murmured amongst themselves "What is it he said to us, 'In a little while you will not see me, then again, in a little while, you shall see me, after I go to Love?'  What is it he said?  We cannot tell what he said."

     Now Jesus knew they desired to ask him and so he said to them, "Do you inquire among yourselves what it is that I said, 'In a little while, you will not see me and then again, in a little while, you shall see me?'"

     "Surely, I say to you that you shall weep and lament and the world shall rejoice.  You shall be sorrowful, but your sorrow will become joy.  When a woman who is in travail has sorrow because her hour comes; as soon as she delivers of the child she does not remember the anguish, for the joy that a child is born into the world."

     "You now, therefore, have sorrow but I will see you again and your heart shall rejoice and your joy no one will take from you.  In these days you shall ask me nothing.  I tell you that whatever you shall ask Love in my name, Love shall give it to you."

     "Up until now you have asked Love for nothing in my name.  Ask and you shall receive, that your joy might be full."

     "These things I say to you in parables; but the time comes when I shall not speak to you in parables, but I shall show you plainly of Love.  In that day you shall ask Love in my name, that I will pray for you.  For Love itself loves you because you have loved me and you have believed that I came out of Love."

     Jesus' disciples said to him, "Now you speak plainly without parables."

     "Now we are sure that you know all things and need not any man to inquire of you.  By this we believe that you have come forth from Love."

     Jesus answered them, "Do you now believe?  Behold, the hour comes, yes and is now come, that you shall be scattered everyone to their family and friends and I shall be left alone.  Yet I will not be alone, because Love is with me."

     "These things I have said to you, so that in me you might have peace.  In the world you shall have tribulation, but be of good cheer, for Love has overcome the world."

JOHN CHAPTER 17

"JESUS PRAYS TO LOVE"

These words spoke Jesus as he lifted up his eyes to heaven, "Love, the hour has come; glorify your Son, that your Son may also glorify Love.  As you have given your Son power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as would receive it."

     "This is life eternal, that they might know you, the true Love and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.  I have glorified Love on earth.  I have finished the work you have given me.  Love, will you now glorify me with your own self with the glory which I had with you before the world existed."

     "I have manifested Love to all those you have given me out of the world.  Yours they are and you have given them to me and they have kept your word.  Now the world knows all the things you have given me are of Love.  For I have given to the world the words that Love has given me and the world has received them and has known surely that I came from Love and they have believed that Love did send me."

     "I pray for the world and all that you have given me for they are yours.  All of mine are yours.  All of yours are mine.  I through them, glorify Love.  Now I am no more in the world, Love.  These in the world need Love, so I come to you Love.  Love, keep through your own name those you have given me, that they may be one, as we are one."

     "While I was with Love in the world, I kept them in your name.  Those that you have given me I have kept and none of them lost, except the son of perdition; so that the scriptures are fulfilled." 

     "Now I come to you Love.  These things I have spoken in the world, that all might have Love's joy fulfilled in themselves."

     "I have given much Love’s word and some in the world have hated them, because they are of Love, even as I am of Love.      "Oh Love, the world has known little, but I have known you and these have known that you have sent me.  I have declared them in your name and I will declare the Love wherewith you have loved me.  May Love be in them and I in them, as I am in Love."

JOHN CHAPTER 18

"JUDAS BETRAYS JESUS"

When Jesus had spoken these words, he went forth with his disciples over the brook to Cedron, where there was a garden into which he entered with his disciples.  Judas also which betrayed him, knew the place.  For Jesus often resorted there with his disciples.

     Then Simon Peter, having a sword, drew it and smote the High Priest's servant, cutting off his right ear.  The servant's name was Malchus.  Jesus commanded Peter, "Put your sword back into the sheath.  Shall I not do the work Love has given me?"

     Then the band of men along with the captain and officers of the Jews, surrounded Jesus and taking him, bound him and lead him away first unto Annas; who was the father-in-law to Caiaphas, the High Priest that same year. 

     Caiaphas was he who had given council to the Jews, saying it was expedient that one man should die for the people.  So Annas sent Jesus bound to the High Priest.

     Simon Peter followed Jesus along with another disciple. This disciple knew the High Priest so he went into the palace with Jesus.  Peter stood at the door without.  The other disciple, which knew the High Priest, went out and spoke to her that kept the door and brought Peter in.  The damsel said to Peter, "Are you not one of this man's disciples?"  Peter said, "I am not."  It was cold and the servants and officers stood around a fire of coals they had made to warm themselves.  Peter joined them, warming himself also.     

     Meanwhile, the High Priest questioned Jesus about his disciples and his doctrine.  Jesus answered him, "I spoke openly to the world.  I even taught in the synagogue and in the temple where the Jews always resort.  In secret I have said nothing.  Why do you ask me?  Ask those who have heard me what I have said to them.  Behold they know what I have said."

     When Jesus had spoken this, one of the officers that stood by struck Jesus with the palm of his hand, saying, "Why do you answer the High Priest in such a way?"  Jesus answered him, "If I have spoken evil, bear witness of the evil but if not, why do you hit me?"

     As Simon Peter stood warming himself, the officers and servants turned to him and asked, "Are you not also one of Jesus' disciples?"  Peter denied it and said, "I am not."  One of the servants of the High Priest, being kinsman to the one whose ear Peter cut off, said, "Did I not see you in the garden with Jesus?"  Peter then denied Jesus again and immediately the cock crowed.

     Then Jesus was lead from Caiaphas to the hall of judgment.  It was still early and those who led Jesus did not enter into the judgment hall, for fear they be defiled; wanting to remain clean that they might eat at the Passover.

     Pilate then went out to them and said, "What accusation do you bring against this man?"  The Priest and Pharisee answered, saying to Pilate, "If he were not a male factor we would not have delivered him up to you."  Then Pilate said to them, "You take him and judge him according to your law."  The Jews then replied, "It is not lawful for us to put any man to death."  This fulfilled the saying that Jesus spoke, signifying what death he should die.

     Pilate entered into the judgment hall again, called Jesus and said to him, "Are you the king of the Jews?"  Jesus answered him, "Do you say this thing of yourself, or did the others tell you of me?"  Pilate answered, "Am I a Jew?  Your own nation and Chief Priest has delivered you to me. What have you done?"  Jesus answered, "My kingdom is not of this world.  If my kingdom were of this world, then my servants would fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews; but now my kingdom is not from here."

     Pilate therefore said to Jesus, "Are you a king?"  Jesus answered, "You say that I am a king.  To this end I was born and for this cause I came into the world, that I may bear witness to the truth.  Everyone that is of the truth hears my voice."

     Pilate said to Jesus, "What is the truth?"  When Pilate said this, he again went out to the Jews and said to them, "I find no fault in him at all.  Still you have a custom, which I should release to you one at Passover.  Do you wish therefore I release to you the king of the Jews?" Then they all cried again, saying, "No, not this man, but Barabas."  

JOHN CHAPTER 19

"JESUS CRUCIFIED"

Then Pilate took Jesus and scourged him.  The soldiers made a crown of thorns, put it on his head and then they put on him a purple robe, saying, "Hail, king of the Jews!"  They hit him with their hands.  Pilate therefore went forth again and said to the Jews, "Behold, I bring him before you again, that you may know I find no fault in him."  Then Jesus came forth wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe.  Pilate said to them, "Behold the man!"

     When the Chief Priest and the officers saw Jesus they cried out, saying, "Crucify him, crucify him."  Pilate said, "You take him and crucify him for I find no fault in him."  The Jews answered Pilate, "We have a law and by our law he ought to die, because he made himself the Son of Love."  When Pilate heard that saying, he was more afraid.  He went again into the judgment hall and said to Jesus, "From where are you?"  Jesus gave him no answer.

     Then said Pilate to Jesus, "Why do you not speak to me?  Do you know I have the power to crucify you?  Also I have the power to release you?"  Jesus answered, "You could have no power at all against me, except it was given to you from Love.  Therefore, the hate that delivered me to you has the greater sin."

     From then on Pilate sought to release Jesus but the Jews cried out, "If you let this man go, you are not Caesar's friend.  Whosoever makes himself a king speaks against Caesar."

     Whenever Pilate heard this saying, he brought forth Jesus and sat down in the judgment seat. 

     It was the preparation for the Passover, about the sixth hour. Pilate said to the Jews, "Behold your king!"

     The Jews cried out, "Away with him, away with him. Crucify him."  Pilate said to them, "Shall I crucify your king?"  The Chief Priests answered, "We have no king but Caesar."

     Then Pilate delivered Jesus to his crucifixion.  They took Jesus and led him away.  Jesus bearing his cross went forth into a place called the place of the skull, where they crucified him and two others with him.  One on either side, Jesus being in the midst.

     Pilate wrote a title and attached it to the cross, the writing thereon saying, "Jesus of Nazareth the King of the Jews."  Many of the Jews read this title for the place of Jesus' crucifixion is close to the city, the title read in Hebrew Greek and Latin.

     The Chief Priest of the Jews spoke to Pilate, "Do not write the King of the Jews, but that Jesus said, 'I am the king of the Jews.'"  Pilate answered, "What I have written, I have written."

     Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took his garments and made four parts, to every soldier a part.  Also they had Jesus' coat without seam, woven from top throughout.  They said among themselves, "Let us not tear it apart, but cast lots for it, to see whose it shall be."  This happened that the scripture be fulfilled that said, "They parted my raiment amongst themselves and for my vesture they did cast lots."  These things the soldiers did.

     Standing by the cross of Jesus was his mother, his mother's sister, Mary the wife of Cleophas and Mary Magdalene.  When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing by, Jesus said to his mother, "Woman behold your son!"  

     Then Jesus said to the disciple, "Behold your mother!"  From that moment the disciple took her into his home.

     After this, Jesus knowing all things to be accomplished and that the scripture be fulfilled, said, "I thirst."  Sitting there was a vessel full of vinegar.  They filled a sponge with the vinegar, put it upon hyssop and put it to his mouth.  When Jesus had received the vinegar he said, "It is finished."  Then bowing his head, Jesus gave up the ghost.

     The Jews, because it was the preparation for the Passover, wished that the bodies did not remain upon the crosses on the Sabbath day.  For this Sabbath day was the Passover.  Pilate asked that their legs be broken and they be taken away.  When the soldiers came to Jesus and saw that he was dead already, they did not break his legs; but one of the soldiers, with a spear, pierced his side and there came out blood and water.  He that saw it bears records and his record is true.  He knows that what he said is true, that you might believe.

     These things transpired that the scripture be fulfilled, "A bone of him not be broken."  Again another scripture said "They shall look on him whom they have pierced."

     After this Joseph of Arimathaea, being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews, asked Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus.  Pilate gave him leave, so  he came and took the body.

     Nicodemus also came, which at first came to Jesus by night.  He brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred pound weight.  Then they took the body of Jesus and wound it in linen clothes with the spices, as the manner of Jews is to bury.

     In the place of Jesus' crucifixion there was a new sepulcher, wherein no one yet lay.  There they laid Jesus because of the Jews preparation day.  For the sepulcher was close at hand.

JOHN CHAPTER 20

 "JESUS' RESURRECTION"

The first day of the week Mary Magdalene came early while it was still dark, to the sepulcher.  Upon arriving she saw removed, the stone that once covered the entrance to the tomb.                                             

     She then ran and came to Simon Peter and to the other disciple whom Jesus loved, saying to them, "They have taken away the Lord, out of the sepulcher and we know not where they have laid him."  Peter went forth to the tomb along with the other disciple.

     They ran both together and the other disciple did outrun Peter and came first to the sepulcher.  He, stooping down and looking in, saw the linen clothes lying, yet he did not go in. Simon Peter then came following him.  He went into the sepulcher and saw the linen clothes lie and the napkin that was about his head not lying with the linen clothes, but wrapped together in a place by itself.

     Then the other disciple went in, which had first come to the tomb.  He saw and believed, for as yet they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again from the dead.  Then the disciples went away again into their own homes.

     Mary stood outside at the sepulcher weeping and as she wept she stooped down, looking into the sepulcher and saw two angels in white sitting.      When she had said this, she turned herself back and saw Jesus standing and knew not that it was he.

     Jesus spoke to Thomas, "Reach here with your fingers and behold my hands.  Give me your hand and thrust it into my side.  Be not faithless, but believe."  Thomas answered and said to Jesus, "My Lord and my Love."  Jesus replied "Thomas, because you have seen me, you believe.  Blessed are they that have not seen and yet believe."

     Truly Jesus did many works in the presence of his disciples that are not in this book.  I give these writings that you might believe that Jesus is Christ, the Son of Love and that in believing you might have everlasting Life through his Love.

JOHN CHAPTER 21

"JESUS ON THE BEACH"

After these things Jesus showed himself again to the disciples at the sea of Tiberias. LUKE CHAPTER 1

     When it was day, Jesus departed and went into the desert.  The people sought him that he should not depart from them.  Jesus said to them, "I must preach the Kingdom of Love to other cities also.  It is for this reason I am sent."  He taught in the synagogues of Galilee.

LUKE CHAPTER 5

"JESUS CHOOSES THE TWELVE"

In time people began to press upon Jesus to hear the word of Love and so he ministered to them.  As it happened one day Jesus stood by the lake Gennesaret.  There he saw the ships standing, the fishermen gone out of them, washing their nets.  Jesus entered into one of the ships, Simon's ship.  Jesus asked Simon if he would thrust him out a little from the shore.

     When Jesus left the shore, he said to Simon, "Launch out into the deep, then let your nets down for the drought."  Simon said to Jesus, "Master, we have toiled all night and have taken nothing.  Nevertheless, at your word we will let down the net."  At this being done, they enclosed a great multitude of fish and their net broke.  Calling to their partners in the other ship, they asked them to come and help.  Their partners came and filled both ships with fish, so full that they began to sink.

    Upon seeing this, Simon Peter fell down before Jesus and said, "Depart from me.  For I am a sinful man, oh Lord."  For he being greatly astonished, together with Simon, at the drought of the fish.  James and John, the sons of Zebedee they were the partners of Simon.  Jesus said to Simon, "Fear not from here on you shall catch men."  When they brought their ships to shore they sacrificed all and followed Jesus.

     When Jesus was in a certain city there was a man stricken with leprosy, who upon seeing Jesus, fell on his face and besought Jesus, saying, "Lord, if it be your will, will you make me clean?"  Jesus put forth his hand and touched him saying, "I have made you clean." 

     Immediately the leprosy departed from him.  Jesus charged him "You tell no one but go and show yourself to the priests."

     Jesus spoke to the man healed of the leprosy saying “Offer for your cleansing, according to what Moses commanded for a testimony to them."  From this so much more there went a fame abroad of Jesus.  Great multitudes came together to hear and be healed by Christ of their infirmities.

     From time to time Jesus withdrew himself into the wilderness and prayed.  It happened, on a certain day, while Jesus was teaching that there were Pharisees and doctors of the law sitting by.  They were out of every town in Galilee Judea and Jerusalem.  The power of Love was present to heal them.

     Some men brought in a bed, with a man that was taken with palsy.  They sought to bring him to lay before Jesus, but could not find a way because of the multitude, so they went up on the housetop and let him down through the ceiling into the midst before Jesus.  When Jesus saw their faith he said to him, "Man, your sins are forgiven."  The Scribes and the Pharisees began to reason, saying, "Who is this which speaks blasphemies?  Who can forgive sin but Love alone?"  

     Jesus perceived their thoughts and answered them, "What is it that you reason in your hearts?  Whether it is easier, to say your sins are forgiven or to say rise up and walk?  This is so you will know the Son of Love has the power on earth to forgive sin."  Then to the sick of palsy Jesus said, "Arise and take up your couch and go into your house."  Immediately he rose up before them and took the couch where he had lain and departed to his house, glorifying Love.  All those present became amazed and began glorifying Love.  Yet they were full of fear and said among themselves, "We have seen strange things this day." 

    After these things Jesus went forth and saw the Publican named Levi, who sat at the receipt of custom.  Jesus said to Levi, "Follow me."  Levi left all, rose up and followed Jesus.  Levi made Jesus a great feast in his house.  There was a great company of Publicans and of others that sat down with them.  

     The Scribes and Pharisees murmured against Jesus' disciples, saying, "Why do you eat and drink with publicans and sinners?" Jesus answering them, said, "They who are whole do not need a physician.  The ones who are sick, they need a physician.  I came not to call the loving, but the un-loving to repentance." They said to Jesus, "Why do the disciples of John fast often and make prayers, likewise the disciples of the Pharisees, but yours eat and drink."  Jesus said to them, "Can we make the children of the bride chamber fast, while the bridegroom is with them?  The days will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them and then they shall fast."

     Jesus spoke another parable to them, "No one puts a piece of a new garment upon an old.  Otherwise, then the new makes a tear and the new does not agree with the old.  No one puts new wine into old bottles; or the new wine will burst the old bottles and be spilled.  The bottles shall perish.  New wine should be put into new bottles and both are preserved.  No one having drank the old wine right away desires new; for when set, the old wine is better."

LUKE CHAPTER 6

"HEALING ON THE SABBATH"

On a certain Sabbath day, Jesus went through the corn fields with his disciples and plucked the ears of corn.  They did eat, rubbing them in their hands.  Certain of the Pharisees said to them, "Why do you do that which is not lawful to do on the Sabbath days."

     Jesus answering them, said, "Have you not read so much as this; what David did, when he was hungered and they that were with him?  How David went into the house of Love and did take and eat the shoe bread.  He gave also to those that were with him.  Is it lawful for the priest alone to eat?  The Son of Love is Lord also of the Sabbath."

     It happened also on another Sabbath that Jesus entered into the synagogue and taught.  There was a man whose right hand withered.  The Scribes and Pharisees watched Jesus, as to whether he would heal on the Sabbath day, so that they might find an accusation against him.

     Jesus knew their thoughts and said to the man that had the withered hand, "Rise up and stand forth in the midst."  Then Jesus said to the Scribes and Pharisees, "I will ask you one thing.  Is it lawful on the Sabbath days to do good, or to do evil?  To save a life or destroy it?"  Jesus looking round about upon them all, said to the man, "Stretch forth your hand."  The man did so.  His hand restored as the other one.  The Scribes and Pharisees became filled with madness.  They communed as to what to do with Jesus.

    It was during those days, that Jesus went out into a mountain to pray, continuing all night in prayer to Love.

     The next day Jesus called to him his disciples.  He then chose twelve of them to be his Apostles.  Simon, whom he called Peter and Andrew his brother, James and John Zebedee, Philip and Bartholomew, Matthew and Thomas, James the son of Alphas and Simon, called Zelotes, Judas the brother of James and Judas Iscariot, which also was the traitor.

     When Jesus came down from the mountain with his disciples he stood in the plain.  There a great multitude of people out of all Judea, Jerusalem, from the sea coast of Tyre and Sidon had gathered to hear Jesus.  They came for healing of their diseases.  Also they came vexed with unclean spirits. Jesus healed them.

     The whole multitude sought to touch Jesus; for the virtue coming out of him healed them all.  Jesus lifted his eyes on his disciples and said, "Blessed be the poor for yours is the Kingdom of Love.  Blessed are you that hunger now, for you shall be filled.  Blessed are you that weep now, for you shall laugh.  Blessed are you, when people shall hate you and separate you from their company and shall reproach you and cast your name for evil for the Son of Love's sake.

     Rejoice yourselves in that day and leap for joy.  Behold, your reward will be great in heaven.  For in a like manner they did to their father the prophets."  

     "Woe to you that are rich, you shall have consolation.  Woe to you that are full, for you shall hunger.  Woe to you who laugh now, for you shall mourn and weep."

     "Woe to you, when all shall speak well of you, for so did the parents to the false prophets.  I say to you that hear love your enemies.  Bring goodness to those who hate you. Bless them that curse you and pray for the ones that spitefully use you.  To those that hit you on the cheek, offer also the other." 

     "To those that take away your cloak, give to them your coat also.  Give to everyone that asks of you and of those that take away your goods, ask for them not again."

     "As you would have done to you, do for others the same.  If you love only ones who love you, what thanks have you?  Sinners also love those who love them.  If you do good only to those that do good to you, what thanks have you?  A sinner does the same.  If you lend to those from whom you hope to receive, what thanks have you?  Sinners also lend to sinners, to receive as much again."

     "Love your enemies and bring goodness.  Lend, hoping for nothing again and your reward shall be great.  You shall be the children of the highest Love.  Love is kind to the ungrateful and to the evil.  Be yourself merciful, as Love also is merciful."

     "Judge not into condemnation but forgive then Love shall forgive you.  Give love and Love will be given to you in good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over.  All shall give onto your bosom.  For with the same measure that you mete the same it shall be measured to you again."

     Jesus spoke a parable to them, "Can the blind lead the blind?  Shall they not both fall into the ditch?  The disciple is not above Love; but everyone that is perfected shall be as Love."

     "Why do you question the hate that is in your friend's eye and you perceive not the hate that is in your own eye?  How can you say to your friend, 'Friend, let me pull out the hate that is in your eye,' when you yourself do not behold the hate that is in your own eye?  You hypocrites cast out first the hate that is in your own eye and then you shall see clearly to pull the hate out of your friend's eye."

     "A good tree does not bring forth corrupt fruit, neither does a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit, but every tree being known by its fruit.  Of thorns we do not gather figs, nor of bramble bush gather grapes.  A good person out of the good treasure of their heart brings forth that which is good.  An evil person out of the evil treasure of their heart brings forth that which is evil.  For of the abundance of the heart their mouth speaks."

     "Why do you call me Lord and do not the things that I say?  Whosoever comes to me and hears my sayings and does them, I will show to you who they are like.  They are like a person that built a house and dug deep and built the foundation on a rock.  When the flood arose, the stream beat vehemently upon the house and could not shake it.  For it was founded upon a rock; but those who hear and do not, is like a person who without a foundation built a house upon the earth.  Against the house the stream did beat vehemently and immediately it fell and the ruin of that house was great."

LUKE CHAPTER 7

"JESUS FINDS FAITH"

When Jesus had ended all his sayings in the audience of the people, he entered into Capernaum.  A certain centurion's servant, who was dear to him, was sick and ready to die.  When he heard of Jesus, he sent to him the elders of the Jews, beseeching Jesus that he would come and heal his servant.  When they came to Jesus, they besought him instantly saying that the centurion was worthy and he should do this.  "For he loves our nation and has built a synagogue."

     Jesus went with them and not far from the house met with some of the centurion's friends, whom he had sent conveying his words to Jesus.  "Lord, do not trouble yourself for I am not worthy that you should enter under my roof neither do I think myself worthy to come to you, but say in a word and my servant will become healed.  I am a man also set under authority, having under me soldiers.  I say to one, 'Go' and he goes and to another, 'Come' and they come.  To my servant I say, 'Do this' and he does it."  When Jesus heard these things, he marveled at the centurion.  Jesus turned himself about and said to the people that followed him, "I say to you, I have not found so great a faith in all Israel."  The people went and returning to the house, found the servant whole that had been sick.  

     The day after Jesus went into a city called Nain.  Many of his disciples went with him, as did others.  Now when Jesus came close to the city, behold, there was a dead man carried out, the only son of his mother.  When Jesus saw her he had compassion on her and said to her, "Weep not." 

     The ones carrying him stood still and Jesus came and touched the bier.  Jesus spoke, "Young man arise."

     He, from being dead sat up and began to speak.  Jesus delivered him to his mother.  There came a fear on the people.  They glorified Love saying, "That great prophet has risen among us.  Love has visited its people."  This rumor of Jesus went forth throughout the entire region round about.

     The disciples of John the Baptist showed John all these things.  John called to him two of his disciples and sent them to Jesus, saying, "Are you he that should come, or should we look for another?"

     When the men found Jesus, they said, "John has sent us to you, saying, 'Are you he that should come?  Or should we look for another?'"  In that same hour Jesus cured many of their infirmities and plagues and evil spirits.  To many that were blind he gave sight.

     Then Jesus spoke to them, saying, "Go your way and tell John what things you have seen and heard.  How that the blind see, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised.  To the poor the gospels are preached.  Blessed are those who are not offended in me."

    When the messengers of John departed, Jesus began to speak to the people concerning John, "What did you go out into the wilderness to see?  A reed shaking in the wind?   What did you go out into the wilderness to see?  A man clothed in soft raiment?  Behold, they that are gorgeously appareled and live delicately, are in kings courts.  What did you go out to see?  A prophet yea, I say to you, much more than a prophet.  This is he of who it is written; 'Behold I send my messenger before your face, that shall prepare your way before Love.'  I say to you, among those that are born of woman there is not a greater prophet than John the Baptist."

     "The ones, who are least in the Kingdom of Love, are greater than John."

     All the people that heard Jesus and the Publicans justified Love and being baptized with the baptism of John.  The Pharisees and lawyers rejected the counsel of Love against themselves, being not baptized of John.

     Jesus spoke, "To what shall I compare the people of this generation?  To what are they like?  They are likening to children sitting in the market place and calling to one another and saying, 'We have piped to you and you have not danced.  We have mourned to you and you have not wept.'"

     "John the Baptist come neither eating bread nor drinking wine, so you say he has a devil.  The Son of Love came eating and drinking.  You say, behold a gluttonous man, a wine bibber, a friend of Publicans and sinners.  Wisdom is justified in all of its children."

     One of the Pharisees desired Jesus that he would eat with him.  Jesus went into the Pharisee's house and sat down to dinner.

     Behold, a woman in the city, who was a sinner, upon hearing that Jesus sat at dinner in the Pharisee's house brought an alabaster box of ointment and knelt at his feet. Behind him weeping, she began to wash Jesus' feet with her tears.  She did wipe them with the hairs of her head and kissed his feet and anointed them with the ointment.         

     When the Pharisee that had bidden Jesus saw it, he spoke within himself saying, "This man, if he were a prophet would have known who and what manner of woman this is who touches him, for she is a sinner."  Jesus answering him, said "Simon, I have somewhat to say to you."  Simon said "Master speak on."  Jesus answered, "There was a certain creditor that had two debtors."

     "The one he owed five hundred pence and the other fifty.  When the debtors had nothing to pay, he frankly forgave them both.  Tell me, therefore, which of them will love him most?"  Simon answered and said, "I suppose that he to whom he forgave the most."  Jesus answered him, "You have rightly judged."

      Jesus turned to the women and said to Simon, "See this woman?  I entered into your house and you gave me no water for my feet.  She has washed my feet with tears and wiped them with the hairs of her head.  You have given me no kiss but this woman since the time I came in has not ceased to kiss my feet.  My head with oil you did not anoint, but this woman has anointed my feet with ointment."

     "I say to you, her sins which are many are forgiven.  For she loves much, but to whom little is forgiven, they are the ones who love little."  Jesus said to her, "Your sins are forgiven."  They that sat at meat with Jesus began to say among themselves, "Who is this that forgives sins also?"

     Jesus said to the woman, "Your faith has saved you.  Go in peace."

LUKE CHAPTER 8

"THE SOWER"

It happened afterward, that Jesus went throughout every city and village, preaching and showing the glad tidings of the Kingdom of Love.  Jesus had with him the twelve Apostles and a certain woman, healed of her evil spirits and infirmities.  Mary called Magdalene, out of who went seven hates and fears and Joanna the wife of Chusa, Herod's steward and Susan and many others, who ministered to Jesus of their substance. 

     Many people, out of every city, gathered together to come to Jesus.  He spoke this parable to them, "A sower went out to sow his seed.  As he sowed some fell by the way side. Those seeds that fell on the rocks are they which, when they hear, receive the Love with joy." 

     "Yet these have no root.  For awhile, they believe, but in time of temptation they fall away."

     "Those seeds that fell among thorns are the ones that when they have heard, go forth and become choked with cares of this world and pleasures of this life; bringing forth no fruit to perfection.  Those seeds that fall on good ground are the ones that, in an honest and good heart, they having heard the word, keep it and they bring forth fruit with patience."  

     "No one when they have lit a candle, covers it or puts it under the bed, but sets it on a candle stick, that they who enter may see the light.  For nothing is secret, neither is anything hidden.  Take heed therefore how you hear.  For whosoever has, to them shall be given and whosoever has not from they shall be taken even that which they seem to have."

      Jesus' mother and his family came to see him, but they could not get to him for the multitude.  Some people told Jesus, "Your mother and family stand without, desiring to see you.  Jesus answered them, "My mother and my family are these that hear the word of Love and do it."

     Now it happened on a certain day that Jesus went into a ship with his disciples.  Jesus said, "Let us go over to the other side of the lake."  They launched the ship.  As they sailed Jesus fell asleep.  There came down a storm of wind on the lake.  The ship became filled with water and all were in jeopardy.

     The disciples being afraid wondered, saying to one another, "What manner of man is this?  He commands the winds and the water and they obey him."

     They arrived at the country of the Gadarenes that is near Galilee.  When Jesus went forth to land he met a certain man out of the city.  This man had hates a long time.  He wore no clothes, neither lived in any house, but lived in the tombs.  When he saw Jesus, he cried out and fell down before him with a loud voice, saying, "What have I to do with you?  Jesus, the Son of the highest Love, I beseech you, do not torment me."  Many had commanded the unclean spirits to come out of the man.  For often the people caught him and bound him with chains and ropes.  He broke the bands and being driven of the hates went into the wilderness.

     Jesus asked the man, saying, "What is your name?"  The man said, "Legion," because many hates did abide in him.  The hates besought Jesus that he would not command them to go into the deep.

     There was a herd of swine feeding on the mountain.  The hates besought Jesus that he would suffer them to enter into them.  Jesus suffered them.  Then when the hates went out of the man, the herd ran violently down a steep place into the lake and choked.  When those that fed the swine saw what had happened, they fled and went and told it to the city and about the country.  

     Those from the city went out to see what happened.  They came to Jesus and found the man, out of whom the hates had departed, sitting at the feet of Jesus.  He was clothed and in his right mind.  They became afraid.  Those who witnessed it told the others by what means, he possessed of hates became healed.

     Then the whole multitude of the country of the Gadarenes and round about besought Jesus to depart from them, because they had become taken with great fear.  So Jesus went up into the ship and returned back again. 

     Now the man out of whom the hates departed besought Jesus that he might be with him but Jesus sent him away saying, "Return to your own house and show what great thing Love has done to you." Falling down before Jesus, she declared to him before all the people for what cause she had touched him and that she immediately became healed.  Jesus came to her and said, "Daughter, be of good comfort, your faith has made you whole.  Now go in peace."

     While Jesus still spoke, there came from Jairus' house one saying to him, "Your daughter is dead, do not trouble the Master."  When Jesus heard this, he answered him, saying "Fear not, believe only and she shall be made whole."

     When Jesus came into the house he allowed no one to go in except Peter, James, John, the father and the mother of the maiden.  All wept and bewailed her, but Jesus said, "Weep not she is not dead, but sleeps."  They laughed towards him to scorn, knowing that she was dead.

LUKE CHAPTER 9 

"A LITTLE LOVE, FEEDS MANY"

Then Jesus called his twelve disciples together and gave them power and authority over hate; also to cure diseases. Jesus sent them to preach the Kingdom of Love and to heal the sick. The disciples departed and went through the towns preaching the gospels and healing all manner of disease.

Others said that one of the old prophets rose again.  Herod said "John, I beheaded; but who is this of whom I hear such things?"  Herod desired to see Jesus.

     The Apostles, when they returned, told Jesus of all they had done.  Jesus took them aside privately and went into a desert place belonging to the city Bethsaida.  The people, when they knew it, followed Jesus.  Jesus received them and spoke to them of the Kingdom of Love.  He healed them that had need of healing.

     When the day had begun to wear away, Jesus' twelve came to him, saying, "Send the multitude away, that they may go into the towns and the country round about, lodging and getting victuals; for we are in a desert place."

     Jesus said to his disciples, "You give them something to eat." Jesus said to his disciples, "Make them sit down in a company, by fifties."  So the Apostles made them all sit down.

     "For what is a person's advantage, if they gain the whole world and lose themselves, or are cast away?  Whosoever shall be ashamed of my words, of them the Son of Love shall be ashamed, when he shall come in his own glory and in his parent's and of the Holy angels." 

     "I tell you of a truth, there are some standing here that shall not taste of death before they see the Kingdom of Love."

     On the next day when they came down from the hill many people met Jesus.  Behold a man from the company came saying, "Master, I beseech you, look upon my son for he is my only child.
A spirit takes him.  He suddenly cries out.  It tears him until he foams at the mouth and it bruises him hard.  It will not depart.  I besought your disciples to cast the hate out and they could not." 

     Jesus answered them, "Oh faithless and perverse generation, how long shall I be with you and suffer you?  Bring your son."

     As the child was approaching this hateful spirit threw him down and tore him.  Jesus calmed the unclean spirit and healed the child.  Then he delivered him again to his father; amazing all at the mighty power of Love.

     Everyone wondered at all the things Jesus did.  He said to his disciples, "Let these sayings sink down into your hearts for the Son of Love shall be delivered into the hands of men."  His disciples did not understand this saying.  Being hidden from them, they perceived it not.  They feared to ask him of the saying.

This Jesus said to them, "Whosoever shall receive this child in my name receives me.  Whosoever receives me, receives the Love that sent me.  For this child is least among you all; the same shall be great."

     John answered and said, "Master, we saw one casting out hateful spirits in your name.  We forbid him, because he did not follow us.  Jesus said to John, "Do not forbid him, for those that are not against us are for us."

     The time came that Jesus become received up He steadfastly set his face to go to Jerusalem, sending messengers before him.  They went and entered into a village of the Samaritans to make preparations for Jesus; but they did not receive him, because Jesus set to go to Jerusalem.

     Jesus' disciples, James and John, upon seeing this, said "Lord, will you allow us that we command fire to come down from heaven and consume them, even as Elias did?"  Jesus turned and scolded them crying, "You do not know what manner of Love you are.  The Son of Love is not come to destroy peoples' lives but to save them." Then they went to another village.

     It happened that as they were going, a certain man said to Jesus, "Lord I will follow wherever you go."  Jesus said to him, "Foxes have holes and birds of the air have nests but the Son of Love has nowhere to lay his head."

     Jesus said to the man, "Follow me."  The man said "Lord, suffer me first to go and bury my father."  Jesus said to him, "Let the dead bury their dead, but go you and preach the Kingdom of Love." 

     Another also said "Lord, I will follow you, but let me first go and bid them farewell, which are at my home."  Jesus said to him, "No one, having put their hand on the plow, which looks back is fit for the Kingdom of Love." 

LUKE CHAPTER 10

"JESUS APPOINTS SEVENTY"

After these things Jesus appointed another seventy.  He sent them two by two before himself into every city and place where he himself would come.  Therefore Jesus said to them "The harvest is truly great, but the laborers are few.  Pray you, therefore, that the Lord of the harvest would send forth laborers into Love's harvest.  Go your ways, behold, I send you as lambs among wolves."

     "Carry neither purse, nor script, nor shoes.  Salute no one by the way.  Into whoever's house you enter, speak first that peace be upon this house.  If children of peace be there your peace shall rest upon them.  If not, it shall return to you again."

     "In the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give, for the laborer is worthy of his hire.  Do not go from house to house.  Into whatsoever city you enter and they receive you, heal the sick that are therein.  Say to them, 'The Kingdom of Love has come close to you.'"

     "Into every city you enter and they receive you not, go your ways out into the streets of the same and say, even the very dust of your city which clings to us, we do wipe it off against you.  Remain confident that the Kingdom of Love has come close to you.  I say to you, it shall be more tolerable in that day for Sodom than for that city."

    "Woe to you, Chorazin!  Woe to you, Bethsaida!  For if the mighty works that I have done in you were done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have a great while ago repented, sitting in sackcloth and ashes.  It shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the judgment, than for you."

     "You, Capernaum, being exalted to heaven, will be thrust down to hell.  Those that hear you, hear me.  Those that despise you, despise me.  Those that despise me, despise the Love that sent me."  The seventy returned again with joy saying, "Lord, all hate is subject to us through your name."  Jesus said to them, "I beheld hate as lightning falling from heaven.  Behold, I give to you power to tread upon the angers and fears of hate and power over all the ones who do not Love.  Nothing shall by any means hurt you.  Do not rejoice that the spirits are subject to you but rather rejoice, because your names are written in heaven."

     In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit and said, "I thank you Love, Lord of heaven and earth.  You have hidden these things from the wise and the prudent, but revealed them to babes.  Even so Love, for so it seemed good in your sight.  All things are delivered to me of Love.  No one knows who the Son is except the Love, or who the Love is except the Son and those whom the Son will reveal to Love."

     Jesus turned himself to his disciples and said privately "Blessed are the eyes that see the things that you see. They stripped him of his raiment and wounded him and departed, leaving him half dead.  By chance there came down a certain priest that way.  When he saw him he passed by on the other side.  Likewise, a Levite when he was in that place came and looked on him and passed by on the other side."


 "A certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came to where the injured man was.  When the Samaritan saw him, he had compassion on him.  He went to him and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine.  The Samaritan laid him on his own beast.  He brought him to an inn and took care of him.  After a couple of days the Samaritan departed.  He took two pence and gave them to the host, saying "Take care of him and whatsoever you spend more, when I come again I will repay you."

     "Which now of the three do you think was a neighbor to him that fell among thieves?"  The lawyer said, "He that showed mercy on him."  Then Jesus said to him, "Go and do yourself likewise."

     Now it happened as they went, Jesus entered into a village and a woman named Martha received him into her house.  She had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet and heard his word.

     Martha, busy with preparation and serving, concerned herself about Mary following Jesus and came to Jesus.  Martha said to him, "Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to serve alone?  Bid her, therefore, that she help me." Jesus answered her, "Martha, Martha, you are careful and troubled about many things; but one thing is needed.  Mary has chosen that good part, not to be taken away from her."  

LUKE CHAPTER 11 

"LOVE'S PRAYER"

It happened Jesus was praying in a certain place and when he had ceased one of his disciples said to him, “Lord teach us to pray as John taught his disciples."  Jesus said to them, "When you pray, say, Our Love which is in heaven hallowed is your name.  Your will be done on earth, as it is in heaven.  Give us day by day our daily needs.  Forgive us our sins, for we also forgive those who have sinned against us.  Lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from all hate and fear."

     Jesus said to them, "Which of you shall have a friend and go to them at midnight?  Then say to them, 'Lend me three loaves.  For a friend of mine in his journey is come to me and I have nothing to set before him.'  The friend within answers and says, 'Trouble me not my children and I are in bed.  I cannot rise and give to you.'"

     "I say to you, he will not rise and give to you because he is your friend, but because of your insistence will he rise and give to you as much as you need.  I say to you ask and it shall be given to you.  Seek and you shall find.  Knock and it shall be opened to you.  For everyone that asks shall receive.  Know this, that those who seek shall find."

     "If a child asks for bread of any of you that is a parent will you give to them a stone?  If that child asks for meat will for meat you give to them a serpent?  If they shall ask for an egg, will you give them a scorpion?  If you then, being evil know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more then shall your heavenly parents, give the Spirit of Love to those who ask?"

     Jesus was casting out a spirit of hate that was dumb.  When the hate had gone out, the dumb could speak.  The people wondered at this thing and some of them said, "Jesus casts out hate through Beelzebub the chief of hates."  Others tempting Jesus, sought of him a sign from heaven.

     Jesus, knowing their thoughts, said to them, "Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation.  A house divided against a house falls."

     "If hate that is death, if hate that is darkness, be divided against itself, how shall hate's kingdom stand.  Yet, you say I cast out hate through Beelzebub.  If I by Beelzebub cast out hate, by whom do your sons cast them out?  Therefore, they shall be your judges."

     "If I with the finger of Love, cast out hate, no doubt the Kingdom of Love comes upon you."

     "When a strong person who is armored keeps their palace, their goods are in peace but when those stronger come upon them, they are overcome.  They take from them all their armor wherein they trusted and they divide their spoils."

     "Those that are not with Love are against Love.  Those that gather not with Love, scatter."

     "When the unclean spirit has gone out of one, they walk through dry places, seeking rest.  Finding none they say, 'I will return to my house from where I came.'  When they return they find it swept and cleaned.  Then the one goes and takes to them seven other spirits more wicked than the one gone out.  They enter in and dwell there and the last state of the person is worse that the first."

     It happened as Jesus spoke these things; a certain woman of the company lifted up her voice and said to Jesus "Blessed is the womb that bore you.  Blessed is the bosom that you have nursed."  Jesus said, "Yea, rather, blessed are those that hear the words of Love and keep them."

     When the people gathered thick together, Jesus began to say, "This is an evil generation they seek a sign and there shall be no sign given, but the sign of Jonas the prophet.  For as Jonas was a sign to the Ninevites, so shall the Son of Love be to this generation.  The queen of the South shall rise up in the judgment with the men of this generation and condemn them. Jesus said to him, "Now do you Pharisees, make clean the outside of the cup and the platter, but your inward part is full of ravening and wickedness?  You fool, did not the one who made that which is without make that which is within also?"                                

     "Rather, give the gifts of such things as you have and behold all things will be clean to you.  Woe to you, Pharisees!  For you tithe mint and rue and all manner of herbs and pass over judgment and the love of Love.  These ought you have done and not leave the other undone.  Woe to you, Pharisees!  For you love the uppermost seats in the synagogues and greetings in the markets.  Woe to you, Scribes and Pharisees you hypocrites!  For you are as graves that appear not and those that walk over them are not aware of them."

     One of the lawyers answered, speaking to Jesus "Master, your sayings do they reproach us also?"  Jesus said "Woe to you also, lawyers!  For you lade people with burdens too grievous to bear and you yourselves touch not one of the burdens with your own fingers.  Woe to you!  For you build the sepulchers for the prophets and your fathers killed them.  Truly you bare witness that you allow the deeds of your fathers, for they indeed killed them and you build their sepulchers."

    "Therefore, also said the wisdom of Love, 'I will send them prophets and apostles and some of them they shall slay and persecute, that the blood of all the prophets that has been shed since the foundation of the world, may be required from this generation.'  From the blood of Abel to the blood of Zachariah, that perished between the alter and the temple.  Surely I say to you, it shall be required of this generation."

     "Woe to you, lawyers!  For you have taken the key of knowledge and you enter not into Love and they who have entered in, you have hindered."

     As Jesus said these things to them, the Scribes and the Pharisees began to urge Jesus vehemently, to provoke him to speak of many things laying wait for him, seeking to catch something out of his mouth that they might accuse Jesus.

LUKE CHAPTER 12

     "I say to you, whosoever shall confess Love before the people.  They shall the Son of Love confess before the angels of Love.  Those that abandon me before the people will be abandoned before the angels of Love.  Whosoever shall speak a word against the Son of Love, it is forgiven them.  To those that blasphemy against the Spirit of Love, they have condemned themselves."

     "When they bring you in to the synagogues and to the magistrates and powers, take you no thought how or what you shall answer or what thing you shall say.  The Spirit of Love shall teach you the same hour what you ought to say."

     One of the company said to Jesus, "Master, speak to my brother, that he divide the inheritance with me."  Jesus said to him, "Man, who made me judge or divider over you?"

     Jesus said to them, "Take heed and beware of what you covet.  For a person's life consists not in the things they possess."

     Jesus spoke a parable to them, saying, "The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully.  He thought within himself, saying, 'What shall I do, because I have no room where to bestow my fruits?'  He said, 'This I will do.  I will pull down my barns and build greater.  There I will bestow all my fruits and my goods.'"

     "'I will say to my soul, Soul, you have many goods laid up for many years.  Take your ease, eat, drink and be merry.'   Love said to him, 'you child, this night your soul be required of you.'  Then who shall have these things, which you have provided?"

     "So this is for all those who lay up treasure for themselves but are not rich towards Love."

     Jesus said to his disciples, "Therefore, I say to you take no thought for your life what you shall eat.  Neither for the body what shall you put on.  The life is more than the meat and the body is more than the raiment."

     "Consider the ravens for they neither sow nor reap; which neither has storehouse nor barn, yet Love feeds them.  How much more are you worth than the fowls?  Which of you can in thought add to their stature one cubit?  If you then be not able to do that which is least, why do you take thought for the rest?  Consider the lilies how they grow, they toil not, they spin not.  Yet I say to you, that Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these."

     "Since Love then so clothes the grass, which is today in the field and tomorrow cast in the oven.  How much more will Love clothe you Oh, you of little faith?"

     "Seek not what you shall eat, or what you shall drink neither be you doubtful of mind.  For all of these things do the nations of the world seek after.  Love knows you have need of these things.  Rather seek the Kingdom of Love and all these things be added to you.  Fear not little flock, for it is Love's good pleasure to give you the Kingdom."

     "Sell that which you have and give gifts.  Provide yourselves bags that carry nothing old.  A treasure in heaven that fails not where no thief approaches, neither moth corrupts.  For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also."

     "Let your loins be girded about and your lights be burning.  Make yourselves like ones that wait for their Lord when he will return from the wedding; that when he comes and knocks, they may open to him immediately."

    "Blessed are those who, when Love comes, shall find them watching.  Surely I say to you, that those shall gird themselves and make them to sit down to meat and Love will come forth and serve them.  If Love shall come in the second watch or the third watch and find them waiting, blessed are those."

    "This know; that if the good man of the house had known what hour the thief would come, he would have watched and not suffered his house be broken through."

     "Be yourselves, therefore ready also; for the Son of Love comes at an hour when you think not."

     Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, speak you this parable to us or to all?"  Jesus said, "Who then is that faithful and wise steward, whose Lord shall make ruler over his household, to give them their portion of meat in due season?  Blessed is that friend, whose Lord when he comes shall find him so doing.  Of a truth I say to you, that he will make him ruler over all that he has."

     "If that friend says in his heart, 'My Lord delays his coming' and begins to beat the menservants and maidens, to eat and drink and to be drunk.  The Lord of the friend will come in a day when he looks not for him, at an hour when he is not aware and will cut him asunder and will appoint him his portion with the unbelievers."

    "That friend, who knew his Lord's will and prepared not themselves, neither did according to his will, will be beaten with many stripes.  Those that knew not Love's will and did commit things worthy of stripes, they be beaten a few stripes.

For to whosoever much is given, of them much is required.  Of those who have committed much, they will ask more."

     "I have come to send fire on earth.  Wishing it already kindled!  I have a baptism to accomplish.  How do I remain straight until all this is accomplished?"

    "Suppose you that I come to give peace on earth?  I tell you, No, but rather division.  From hereon there shall be five in one house divided, three against two and two against three."

    "The father divided against the son and the son against the father.  The mother against the daughter and the daughter against the mother, the mother-in-law against the daughter-in-law and the daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law."

     Jesus said to the people, "When you see a cloud rise out of the west, straight away you say, 'There comes a shower' and so it is.  When you see the south wind blow, you say, 'There will be heat' and it happens."

     "You hypocrites, you discern the face of the sky and of the earth.  How is it that you not discern this time?  Yea why even of yourselves judge you not what is right?"

     "When you go with your adversary to the magistrate, as you are on the way, give diligence that you be forgiven by him.  Otherwise he hails you to the judge and the judge delivers you to the officer and the officer cast you into prison.  I tell you, you shall not depart there until you have paid the very last mite."

LUKE CHAPTER 13      

"JESUS WARNS JERUSALEM"

There were present at that season some who told Jesus of the Galileans, whose blood Pilate mingled with their sacrifices.  Jesus answered them, saying, "Suppose you that these Galileans were sinners above all the Galileans, because they suffered such things?  I tell you no!  Except you change you shall all likewise perish.  Those eighteen, upon whom the tower in Siloam fell and slew them, thinks you that they were sinners above all that dwelt in Jerusalem, I tell you nay! Unless you change, you shall likewise perish."

     Jesus spoke also this parable, "A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard.  He came and sought fruit thereon and found none.  Then he confronted the dresser of his vineyard.  'Behold, these three years I have come seeking fruit on this fig tree and find none.  Cut it down, cumber it to the ground!'  The dresser answered him, 'Lord, let it alone this year also, until I shall dig about it and dung it.  If it bear fruit good; but if not, then after that we shall cut it down.'"

     Jesus was teaching in one of the synagogues on the Sabbath.  Behold, there was a woman that had an infirmity eighteen years.  She was bowed together.  She could in no way lift herself up.  When Jesus saw her he called her to him and said to her, "Woman, you are loosened from your infirmity."  Jesus laid his hands on her and immediately she became whole and straight.  She glorified Love.

     The ruler of the synagogue spoke with indignation because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath day; "There are six days in which people ought to work.  In them therefore, come and be healed, but not on the Sabbath day."

     Jesus then answered him and said, "You hypocrite!  Do not each one of you loosen your oxen or your ass from the stall and then lead them away to the watering?"

     "There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.  When you shall see Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and all the prophets in the Kingdom of Love, you yourselves will be thrust out."

     "They shall come from the East and the West, from the North and the South and shall sit down in the Kingdom of Love.  Behold, they are last that shall be first.  They are first that shall be last."  The same day there came certain of the Pharisees, saying to Jesus, "Get yourself out!  Depart from here for Herod will kill you."  Jesus said to them, "Go and tell that fox, Herod, 'Behold, I cast out hate and do cures today and tomorrow and the third day I shall be perfected.'"

     "Nevertheless, I must walk today and tomorrow and the day following.  For it cannot be that a prophet perishes out of Jerusalem.  Oh Jerusalem, Jerusalem, that kills the prophets and stones those sent to you.  How often would I have gathered your children together?  A hen does gather her brood under her wings and you would not!  Behold, your house be left to you desolate.  Surely I say to you, you shall not see me, until the time comes when you shall say, 'Blessed are those that come in the Spirit of Love.'"

LUKE CHAPTER 14

"JESUS DINES WITH PHARISEES"

 Jesus was being watched carefully when he went to eat bread on the Sabbath day, at the house of one of the Pharisees.  Behold, there was a certain man before Jesus that had the dropsy.  Jesus spoke to lawyers and Pharisees, "Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath day?"  They held their peace.  Jesus took hold of him with the dropsy, healed him and let him go.  Then Jesus said to the Pharisees and lawyers, "Which of you having an ass or an ox that falls into a pit and will not straight away pull it out of the pit on the Sabbath day?" He said to them, "When you are bidden by someone to a wedding feast, sit not in the highest place of honor, for a more honorable one than yourself may be bidden there.  The ones whose guest you are, will come and say to you, give this one your place and you with shame will take the lowest seat."

     "When you are bidden, go and sit down in the lowest place, that when they come to you they may say, 'Friend, go up higher.'  Then shall you have worship in the presence of them that sit at meat with you.  For whosoever exalts themselves be abased.  Those who humble themselves shall be exalted."  Then Jesus spoke to those who had invited him "When you make a dinner or a supper, call not your friends nor your family, nor your kin, nor your rich neighbors unless they also bid you again and recompense be made you."

     "When you make a feast, call the poor, the maimed, the lame and the blind.  Then you shall be blessed." 

    "They cannot recompense, but your reward will be at the resurrection of the just."

     When one of them that sat at meat with Jesus heard these things, he said to him, "Blessed are those who shall eat bread in the Kingdom of Love."  Jesus spoke to him, "A certain man made a great supper and bade many.  He sent his servant at supper time to say to them that were bidden, 'Come for all things are ready now.'"

     "They all in agreement began to make excuse.  The first said to him, 'I have bought a piece of ground and my must needs are to go and see it.  I pray you have me excused.'  Another said, 'I have bought five yokes of oxen and I go to prove them.  I pray you have me excused.'  Another said, 'I have married a wife and therefore I cannot come.'"

    "When the house servant came and told his Lord these things, the master of the house became angry.  He said to his servant, 'Go out quickly into the streets and the lanes of the city and bring here the poor and the maimed and the halt and the blind.'  The servant said, 'Lord, I have done as you have commanded and yet there is room.'  So the Lord said to the servant, 'Go out into the highways and hedges and compel them to come in so that my house may be filled.  For I say to you, that none of those that were bidden shall taste of my supper.'"  

     There were great multitudes traveling with Jesus; he turned and said to them, "If anyone comes to me and hates his father or mother, wife or children, brethren or sisters, yea even their own life also, they cannot be my disciple.  Whosoever does not bear their cross and come after me cannot be my disciple."  

     "Which of you, intending to build a tower, does not sit  down first and count the cost, whether you have enough to finish it?"

     "Unless foolishly, after he has laid the foundation, is not able to finish it.  All that behold it will begin to mock him saying, 'This man began to build and was not able to finish.'"

     "What king going to make war against another king, sits not down first and consults whether he is able with ten thousand, to meet him that comes against him with twenty thousand?  Otherwise, while the other is a great way off, he sends an ambassador and desire conditions of peace."

     "So, likewise, those of you that does not forsake all you have, you cannot be my disciple."

     "Salt is good but if the salt has lost its savor how will it be seasoned?  The salt is not fit for the land, nor yet for the dunghill, but it is cast out.  Those who have ears to hear let them hear."

LUKE CHAPTER 15

"THE PRODIGAL SON"

All the Publicans and sinners were drawn near to hear Jesus.  The Pharisees and Scribes murmured, saying, "This man receives sinners and eats with them."  Jesus spoke this parable, "What man of you, having a hundred sheep, if he looses one of them, does not leave the ninety-nine in the wilderness and go after that which is lost, until he finds it?  When he has found it he lays it on his shoulders, rejoicing.  When he comes home he calls together his friends and neighbors, saying to them, 'Rejoice with me for I have found my sheep that I had lost.'"

     "I say to you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over one sinner that changes.  More than over ninety-nine just persons, which need no change."

     "What woman having ten pieces of silver, if she looses one piece, does not light a candle and sweep the house and seek diligently until she finds it?  When she finds it she calls her friends and her neighbors together, saying, 'Rejoice with me; for I have found the piece that I had lost.'  Likewise, I say to you, there is great joy among the angels of Love over one sinner that changes."

     Jesus said, "A certain man had two sons.  The younger of them said to his father, 'Father, give me the portion of goods that falls to me.'  So his father divided to them his living."

     "Not many days after the younger son gathered all together and took his journey into the far country.  There be wasted his substance with decadent living."

"When the son had spent all, there arose a mighty famine in that land and he began to want."

     "The son went and joined himself to a citizen of that country.  He sent him into his fields to feed swine.  He would gladly have filled his belly with the husks the swine ate; but no one gave to him.  When he came to himself, he said, 'How many hired servants of my father's have bread enough and can share, before I perish with hunger?'"

     "'I will arise and go to my father.  I will say to him Father; I have sinned against heaven and before you.  I am no more worthy to be your son; make me as one of your hired servants.'  The son arose and came to his father.  When he was yet a great way off his father saw him, had compassion on him and ran and hugged his neck and kissed him."

     "The son said to him, 'Father, I have sinned against heaven.  In your sight I am no more worthy to be your son.'  The father said to his servants, 'Bring forth the best robe, put it on him.  Put a ring on his hand and shoes on his feet.  Bring here the fattest calf, kill it.  Let us eat and be merry.  For this my son was dead and is alive again.  He once lost is found.'  They began to be merry."

      "The elder son was in the field and as he came close to the house, he heard music and dancing.  He called to one of the servants and asked him what these things meant."

     "The man said to the elder son, 'Your brother comes and your father has killed the fattest calf, because he has received him safe and sound.'"  

     "He was angry and would not go in.  Crying out to his father, saying, 'Lo, these many years I do serve you, neither transgressed I at any time your commandment.  Yet you never gave me a kid that I might make merry with my friends.'" 

     "'As soon as your son comes that has devoured your living with harlots, you have killed for him the fattest calf.'"

     "The father said to him, 'Son, you are forever with me all that I have is yours.  It is right we should celebrate, make merry and be glad.  For this is your brother who was dead and is alive again; that once lost is now found.'"

LUKE CHAPTER 16

"HELL FIRE"

Jesus spoke to his disciples, "There was a certain rich man who had a steward.  This steward was accused of wasting his master’s goods.  The rich man called to the steward, 'How is it that I hear this of you?  Give an account of your stewardship, for you may no longer be my steward.'"

     "Then the steward said within him, 'What shall I do?  My Lord has taken away my stewardship.  I cannot dig.  To beg I am ashamed.  I know what to do, that when I am out of the stewardship, the people will receive me into their houses.'  So he called every one of his Lord's debtors to him, saying to the first, 'How much do you owe to my Lord?'  He answered 'A hundred measures of oil.'"

     "The steward said to him, 'Take your bill, sit down quickly and write fifty.'  The steward said to another, 'How much do you owe?'  He answered, 'A hundred measures of wheat.'  The steward said to him, 'Take your bill and write four score.'"

     "The Lord commended the unjust steward, because he had done wisely.  For the people of this world more cleverly handle their generation than do the people of light."

     "I say to you, make yourselves friends of the material wealth of the world, that when you fail, they may receive you into everlasting habitations."

     "Those who are faithful in that, which is least, are faithful also in much.  Those who are unjust in the least are also unjust in much."

     "If, therefore, you have not been faithful in dealing with the material world, who will commit to your trust in the true riches?  If you have not been faithful in that which belongs to others, who shall give to you that which is your own?"

     "No one can serve two masters; for either they will hate one and love the other, or else they will hold to one and despise the other.  You cannot serve Love and material wealth."

     The Pharisees, who were covetous, heard all of these things and they ridiculed Jesus.  Jesus said to them, "You are those who would justify yourselves before one another.  Love knows your hearts.  Those things being highly esteemed amongst you are an abomination in the sight of Love."

     "The Law and the Prophets were proclaimed until John the Baptist.  Since that time the Kingdom of Love is preached and everyone presses into it.  It is easier for heaven and earth to pass than one particle of the law to fail."

     "Whosoever puts away their spouse and marries someone else commits adultery.  Whosoever marries the one that put away their spouse also commits adultery."

     "There was a certain wealthy person, clothed in purple and fine linen, which fared sumptuously every day.  Now a certain beggar named Lazarus lay at his gate full of sores desiring to be fed with the crumbs that fell from the rich one's table.  Moreover the dogs came and licked his sores."

     "It happened that the beggar died.  He was carried by the angels into Abraham's bosom.  The rich one also died and they buried him.  In painful fire and torment he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham afar off, with Lazarus in his bosom."

     "The formerly rich one cried, saying, 'Father Abraham have mercy on me.'"  

"'Send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue, for I am tormented in this flame.'"

     "Abraham said, 'Son, remember that you in your first lifetime received your good things, likewise Lazarus evil things. Now he is comforted and you are tormented.  Besides all this between us and you there is a great gulf fixed so that those who would pass from here to you cannot, neither can ones over there pass to us.'"

     "Then he in the fire said, 'I pray, therefore Father, send Lazarus away to my father's house.  For I have five brothers and I wish him to testify to them, so that they will not come into this place of torment.'"

     "Abraham said to the man in torment, 'They have Moses and the Prophets, let them hear them.'  The man cried saying, 'No, Father Abraham!  If Lazarus from the dead goes they will change.'"

     "Abraham answered him, 'If they do not hear Moses and the Prophets, neither will they be persuaded through one who has risen from the dead.'"

LUKE CHAPTER 17

"JESUS SAYS WATCH"

Then Jesus said to the disciples, "It is impossible to stop the offenses from coming.  Woe to those from whom the offenses come!  It is better for them to have a millstone tied around their neck and be cast into the sea than to take into offense the little ones who believe in Love."

     "Take heed to yourselves.  If your friends trespass against you, rebuke them.  If they change, forgive them.  If they trespass against you seven times in a day and seven times come again to you, saying, 'I change,' you shall forgive them."

     The Apostles said to Jesus, "Increase our faith."  Jesus said, "If you have Faith as a grain of a mustard seed, you might say to a sycamore tree, 'Have yourself plucked up by the root, then have yourself planted in the sea' and the tree would obey you."

     "Which of you, having a servant plowing or feeding cattle, will say to them by and by when they come in from the field, go and sit down to food?  Rather, they will say to their servant, prepare where I may have supper, gird yourself and serve me until I have eaten and drank, afterward you shall eat and drink."

     "Do they thank their servant because they did the things commanded of them?  I think not.  So likewise you, when you have done all those things which are commanded of you will say, 'We are unworthy servants.  We have only done that which was our duty to do.'"

     It happened as Jesus went to Jerusalem that he passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee.

     As Jesus entered into a certain village, he met there ten men afflicted with leprosy.  They stood far off, lifting up their heads and crying, "Jesus, Master, have mercy on us."  When Jesus saw them, he said to them, "Go show yourselves to the priests."  It happened as they went that they became cleansed.

     One of the lepers, when he saw he was healed, turned back and with a loud voice, glorified Love.  Falling down on his face at Jesus' feet, the man, who was a Samaritan, gave thanks.  Jesus spoke, "Were there not ten cleansed, where are the nine?  Were the others not found to return and give glory to Love, except this stranger?"

     Jesus said to him, "Rise, go your way your faith has made you whole."

     When the Pharisees demanded of Jesus when the Kingdom of Love should come, Jesus answered them, "The Kingdom of Love comes not with observation, nor here or there.  Behold, the Kingdom of Love is within you."

     Jesus said to the disciples, "The time will come when you shall desire to see one of the days of the Son of Love but you shall not see it.  Some will say to you, see here he is or see there he is.  Do not go after them, nor follow them."

     "For as the lightning that comes out of one part of the heaven and shines to the other part under heaven, so shall also the Son of Love be in his day; but first he must suffer many things and be rejected by this generation."

     "As in the days of Noah, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of Love.  They did eat, they drank, they married wives and they were given in marriage; until the day of the arc, when the flood came and destroyed them all."

     "It was also the same in the days of Lot.  They did eat they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they built.  Yet the same day Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven, destroying them all.  So will it be in the days when the Son of Love becomes revealed.  For in that day, the ones upon the housetop with their belongings in the house let them likewise not turn back.  Remember Lot's wife."

     "Whosoever seeks to save their life shall lose it and whosoever loses their life shall preserve it.  I tell you, in that night there will be two men in bed one will be taken, the other left, two women grinding together, the one taken and the other left, two in the fields, one taken, the other left."

    They replied and said to Jesus, "Where Lord?"  Jesus said to them, "Wherever the body is, there the eagles are gathered together."

LUKE CHAPTER 18      

"JESUS FORETELLS"

Jesus spoke a parable to his disciples to this end that we ought always to pray and not to give up.  He told them "In a city there was a judge who did not fear Love; neither did he have regard for others.  There was also there a widow who continually came to him, saying, 'Avenge me of my adversary.'  The judge put her off for some time, but then said within himself, 'Though I do not fear Love, nor regard others but because this widows persistence disturbs me, I will avenge her because of her continual pleading I grow weary.'"

     "Hear what the unjust judge says.  Shall not Love avenge its own elect, which cry day and night to Love, will they continually be put off?  I tell you that Love will avenge you swiftly.  Nevertheless, when the Son of Love comes, shall Love find faith on earth?"

     Jesus spoke this parable to ones who trusted in their own righteous and despised others, "Two men went up into the temple to pray, one a Pharisee, the other a Publican.  The Pharisee stood and prayed like this, 'Love, I thank you that I am not like the others, extortionist, unjust, adulterers, or even as this Publican.  I fast twice a week.  I give tithes of all I possess.'"

     "The Publican, who was standing way off, would not even lift so much as his eyes towards heaven.  He pounded upon his breast, saying, 'Love, be merciful to me, a sinner.'"

    "I tell you this man went down to the house justified rather than the other.  For every one that exalts themselves abases themselves they that humble themselves become exalted."

     The people brought to Jesus their infants, that he would touch them.  When the disciples saw it they rebuked them.  Jesus called to the disciples and said, "Let the little children come to me, forbid them not.  For such is the Kingdom of Love.  I say to you, whosoever shall not receive the Kingdom of Love as a little child will in no way enter there."

     A certain ruler asked Jesus, "Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?"  Jesus said to him, "Why do you call me good?  None is good, except one, that is, Love.  You know the commandments, do not commit adultery, do not kill do not steal, do not bear false witness, honor your Mother and Father."  The ruler said, "All these I have kept from my youth up." 

    When Jesus heard these things, he said to him, "You lack one thing.  Sell all that you have and distribute it to the poor and you shall have treasure in heaven.  Then come follow me."  When he heard this, he became very sorrowful for he was very rich.  Jesus saw his sorrow and said, "How shall those with riches enter into the Kingdom of Love?  It is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle, than for the rich

to enter into the Kingdom of Love."

      They who heard this said, "Who then can be saved?"  Jesus said, "The things that are impossible with people are possible with Love."

     Peter said, "Lo, we have left all and followed you."  Jesus said to them, "I say to you, there is no one that has left their house, parents, brethren, wife or children for Love's sake, who shall not receive many times more in this present time and in the world to come life everlasting."

     Jesus took to him the twelve, saying, "Behold, we go to Jerusalem, all things written by the prophets concerning the Son of Love must be accomplished."

     "The Son of Love shall be delivered to the gentiles, to be mocked, spitefully entreated and spit on.  They shall scourge him, put him to death and on the third day he shall rise again."  Jesus' disciples did not understand any of these things.

     It happened as Jesus came close to Jericho, a certain blind man sat by the wayside begging.  Hearing the multitude pass by, he asked what it meant.  They told him that Jesus of Nazareth passed by.  The blind man cried, saying, "Jesus, son of David, have mercy on me."  Those going before Jesus rebuked him, that he should hold his peace.  He cried so much the more, "Son of David, have mercy on me!"

     Jesus stood and commanded he be brought to him.  When the man came near Jesus, he asked him, "What shall I do for you?"  The blind said, "Lord, that I may receive my sight."  Jesus said to him, "Receive your sight, your faith has saved you."

     Immediately the blind received his sight and followed Jesus, glorifying Love.  All the people, when they saw it, gave praise to Love.

LUKE CHAPTER 19

"JESUS ON THE COLT"

Jesus entered and passed through Jericho.  There abided there a rich man named Zachaeus, who was chief among the Publicans.  He sought to see this man Jesus, who he was; but he could not for the crowd, for he was little in stature.  Zachaeus ran therefore and climbed up into a sycamore tree to see Jesus.  For Jesus was to pass that way.

     When Jesus came to the place, he looked up and seeing Zachaeus, said to him, "Zachaeus make haste, come down, for today I must abide in your home."  He made haste and came down and received Jesus joyfully.  Zachaeus stood and spoke to Jesus, saying, "Behold and Lord, half of my goods I give to the poor.  If I take anything from anyone by false accusation, I restore it to them four fold."  Jesus said to him, "This day is salvation come to this house, for so much as he is also a son of Abraham.  The Son of Love has come to seek and to save that which is lost."

     As they heard these things Jesus spoke a parable.  For he was close to Jerusalem and the people thought the Kingdom of Love should immediately appear.  Jesus said, "A certain nobleman went into a far country to receive for himself a kingdom and to return.  He called to him ten servants and delivered to them ten pounds, saying, 'Invest this money and put it to work until I return.'  His citizens hated him and they sent a messenger after the Nobleman, saying, 'We will not have this man reign over us.'  However he received the kingdom and upon his return he commanded the servants be called to him, whom he had given the money.  For he wished to know how much everyone had gained by trading."  

     "The first came, saying, 'Lord, your pound has gained ten pounds.'  He said to him, 'You are a good friend because you have been faithful in very little.  I give you authority over ten cities.'  The second came saying, 'Lord, your pound has gained five pounds.'  He said likewise to him, 'Be you also over five cities.'  Another came saying, 'Lord, behold, here is your pound, that I have kept laid up in a napkin.  I feared you because you are an austere man.  You take up that which you lay not down and reap that which you do not sow.'"

     "The Nobleman said to him, 'Out of your mouth I will judge, you wicked servant.  You knew I was an austere man taking up that which I lay not down, reaping what I did not sow.  Why then did you not give the money to a bank, so that upon my return I could receive it with interest?'  He commanded those that stood by, 'Take from him that pound and give it to him that has ten pounds.'"

    "They said to him, 'Lord, he has ten pounds.'  He answered, 'I say to you that to everyone who has, more shall be given; from those who have not, even that which they have shall be taken from them.  My enemies who want not that I should rule over them, bring here, slay them before me.'"

     When Jesus had spoken this, he went on before them traveling up to Jerusalem.  As he came close to Bethapage and Bethany, at the Mount of Olives, he called two of his disciples, saying, "Go into the village before you, upon entering you shall find a colt tied there, whereon yet never has anyone sat.  Lose him and bring him here.  If anyone asks you, 'Why do you lose this colt?' you shall say to them, 'Because the Lord has need of him.'"

     The disciples went their way and found the colt just as Jesus had spoken it to them.  When they were loosening the colt, the owner came, saying, "Why do you loosen my colt?"

     The disciples answered, "The Lord has need of him."  The colt was brought to Jesus and casting their garments thereon, Jesus sat upon the colt.

     As Jesus went, the people spread their clothes along the way.  When he came close to where the road made the descent to the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of disciples began to rejoice and praise Love with a loud voice for all the miracles they had seen.  They sang out, "Blessed is the King that comes in the name of Love.  Peace in heaven and glory in the highest."

     Some of the Pharisees from among the multitude said to Jesus, "Master, rebuke your disciples."  Jesus answered and said to them, "I tell you that, if these should hold their peace the stones themselves would cry out."

    When Jesus came near, he beheld Jerusalem and wept over it, saying, "If you had only known, what would in this your day would bring you peace, but alas, now it is hidden from your eyes."

     "The days shall come upon you, that your enemies shall cast a trench about you, encompass you around, keep you in on every side, lay you even with the ground and your children with you.  They shall not leave in you one stone upon the other because you knew not the time of visitation."

      He went into the temple and began to cast out those that sold their goods, also the ones that bought there.  He scolded them, saying, "My house is a house of prayer, but you have made it a dwelling of thieves!"

     Jesus taught daily in the temple.  The Chief Priests, the Scribes and the rulers of the people sought to destroy Jesus.  Yet they could not find what they might do, for all the people were very attentive to every word Jesus spoke.

LUKE CHAPTER 20

"PRIESTS SEND SPIES"

On one of the days Jesus taught the people in the temple and preached the gospel, the Chief Priests and the Scribes came upon him with the Elders.  They spoke to Jesus saying "Tell us by what authority do you say these things?  Who is it that gives you this authority?"  Jesus answered and said to them, "I will also ask you one thing about the baptism of John the Baptist.  Is it from heaven, or of men?"

     The Pharisees and Scribes reasoned with themselves saying, "If we say from heaven, he will say, why then did you not believe him?  If we say of men all the people will stone us, for they are persuaded that John is a Prophet."  Therefore they answered Jesus saying they could not tell from what baptism John is.  Jesus told the Pharisees, "Neither will I tell you by what authority I do these things."

     Jesus began to speak this parable, "A certain man planted a vineyard, then lent it to the husbandmen and went into a far country for a long time.  At the season he sent a servant to the farmers, that he should receive the fruit of the vineyard.  The husbandmen beat the servant and sent him away empty.  Again the lord sent another servant, they beat him also.  Treating him shamefully and sending him away empty.  Again the lord sent a third, they wounded him also and cast him out."

     "Then said the lord of the vineyard, 'What shall I do?  I will send my beloved son.  Surely they will have reverence for him when they see him.'  When the husbandmen saw him, they reasoned among themselves, saying, 'This is the heir.  Come let us kill him, that the inheritance may be ours.'"

     The husbandmen cast the son out of the vineyard, killing him.  What then, shall the lord of the vineyard do to them?  I tell you he shall come and destroy these farmers and shall give the vineyard to others."  When those around heard it, they said, "Love forbid."

     Jesus beheld them, saying, "What then is the meaning of that which is written, 'The stone that the builders rejected, the same has become the head of the corner?'  Whosoever falls upon the stone shall be broken and on whosoever it falls, they will be crushed."

     The Chief Priests and the Scribes that same hour sought to lay hands on Jesus.  They feared the people, for they perceived that Jesus had spoken this parable against them.  They watched Jesus and sent forth spies, which should feign themselves as just men, that they might take hold of Jesus' words and so that they might deliver Jesus to the power and authority of the governor.

     The spy asked Jesus, "Master, we know that you say and teach nightly, neither are you partial to anyone, but teach the way of Love truly.  Is it lawful for us to give tribute to Caesar, or not?"

     Jesus perceived their craftiness and said to them, "Why do you tempt me?  Show me a penny.  Whose image and superscription has it?"  The spies answered and said "Caesar's."  Jesus replied to them, "Render, therefore, to Caesar the things that are Caesar's.  Give to Love the things that are Love's."  The spies could not take hold of Jesus' words before the people.  They marveled at his answer, they held their peace.  Then Jesus came to certain of the Sadducees, who denied there is any resurrection.  They asked Jesus, "Moses wrote to us, if any man's brother should die

he must take his wife and raise up seed to his brother."

     "There were seven brothers.  The first took a wife and died without children.  The second took her to wife and also died leaving her childless.  The third took her.  In like manner all seven took her and died without seed.  Finally the woman died.  At the resurrection whose wife will she be, since she was wife to all seven on earth?"

     Jesus answered them, "The children of this world marry and are given in marriage.  Those that are accounted worthy to obtain that world, the resurrection, neither marry nor are given in marriage.  Neither can they die any more, for they are equal to the angels.  They are children of Love, being that they are children of the resurrection."

     "Even Moses showed at the bush that the dead arose when he called the Lord, the Love of Abraham, the Love of Isaac, the Love of Jacob.  For Love is not a Love of the dead but of the living.  All live to Love."

     Certain Scribes spoke, saying, "Master, you have said well."  After that they did not ask Jesus any questions at all.  Jesus said to them, "How say they that Christ is David's son?  David himself said in the book of Psalms, 'Love said to my Lord, you sit on my right hand, until I make your enemies your footstool.'  David called him Lord.  How is Christ then his son?"


Then in the audience of all the people, Jesus said to his disciples, "Beware of the Scribes which desire to walk in long robes.  They adore greetings in the market and the highest seats in the synagogue and the chief’s rooms at the feast.  These that devour widows' houses for a show make long prayers.  They shall receive great damnation."

LUKE CHAPTER 21

"THE FALL OF THE TEMPLE"

Jesus looked up and saw the rich men casting their gifts into the treasury.  He saw also a certain poor widow casting in her two mites.  Jesus said, "Of the truth I say to you, that this poor widow has cast in more than all of the rich.  For all these have of their abundance cast into the offers of Love, she of her penny has cast in all the living that she has."

     Some spoke of the temple, how it was adorned with considerable stones and gifts.  Jesus said, "As for those things you behold, the days will come, in which there shall not be left one stone upon another."

     They asked Jesus, saying, "Master, when will these things be?  What sign will there be when these things are to happen?"  Jesus answered, "Take heed that you are not deceived.  Many shall come in my name stating, 'I am Christ.'  The time draws near.  Do not go after them.  When you hear of wars and commotion, do not be terrified.  These things must happen, for the end has not yet come."

    Then Jesus said to them, "Nation shall rise against nation, kingdom against kingdom.  Great earthquakes shall be in various places and famines and pestilence.  Fearful sights and great signs there shall be from heaven."

     "Before all these, they shall lay their hands upon you and persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues and into the prisons.  You will be brought before kings and rulers, all for my name's sake and it shall turn into a testimony."

     "Settle it in your hearts not to meditate before the time you shall answer.  I will give to you knowing words that all your adversaries will not be able to disclaim or resist."

     "You will be betrayed by yours parents and brethren, kinfolk and friends.  Some of you they will put to death."

     "You will become hated by all for my name's sake.  Know that not a hair of your head will perish.  In being steadfast you will find life."

     "In your patience you possess your soul.  When you see Jerusalem encompassed with armies, then know the desolation thereof is close.  Let the ones who are in Judea flee to the mountains; let those that are in the midst of it depart out.  Let the ones that are in the country enter into Jerusalem."

     "These are the days of vengeance, that all things written be fulfilled.  Woe to them that are with child and to them that give suck.  In those days there shall be a great distress in the land and wrath will be upon your people.  They shall fall to the edge of the sword; be led away captive to all nations, until the time of the Gentiles becomes fulfilled."

     "There will be signs in the sun, in the moon and in the stars.  Upon the earth all nations will agonize and become bewildered as to why the sea and the waves are roaring. Hearts failing them for fear of looking after those things that are coming on earth.  Yea, even the powers of the heavens will be shaken."

     "Then they will see the Son of Love coming in a cloud with power and glory.  When these things begin to happen then look up.  Lift up your heads, for your redemption draws near."

     Jesus spoke to them a parable, "Behold the fig tree and all the trees.  They now shoot forth, you see and know yourself that summer is close at hand.  Likewise, when you see these things happen, you know that the Kingdom of Love is at hand."

     "I say to you, this generation will not pass away until all this becomes fulfilled.  Heaven and earth will pass away, but Love's words are forever."

     "Take heed to your heart, unless at any time you become pressed upon with indulgence and drunkenness and cares of this life.  Beware, lest that day comes upon you unexpectedly."

     "As a snare it comes on all those who dwell on the face of the whole earth.  You must watch and pray always, that you may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that will happen, to stand before the Son of Love."

     In the daytime Jesus was seen teaching in the temple. Each night he went out and dwelt in the Mount of Olives.  All the people came out to the temple early in the morning to hear Jesus teach.

LUKE CHAPTER 22

"THE LAST SUPPER"

The feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, being called the Passover.  The Chief Priests and Scribes sought how they might kill Jesus, for they feared the people.  At this time hate and fear entered into Judas, surnamed Iscariot who was one of the twelve Apostles.  

     Judas went his way and communed with the Chief Priests and captains on how he might betray Jesus to them.  They were glad for his betrayal and made an agreement to give Judas money.  Judas promised to deliver Jesus to them and sought opportunity to betray the Lord when the multitudes were absent.                                 

     The day of the Unleavened Bread came, when the Passover sacrifice must be made.  Jesus sent Peter and John saying, "Go prepare for us the Passover that we may eat."  The disciples answered Jesus, "Where will you have us prepare this?"  Jesus told John and Peter, "Behold, when you are entered into the city, there a man will meet you, bearing a pitcher of water.  Follow him to the house where he enters in and there say to the good man of the house, 'The Master asks, where is the guest chambers, where I eat the Passover with my disciples?'  He will show a large upper room which is furnished.  There you are to make things ready."

     John and Peter went and found all as Jesus had told them.  They made preparations for the Passover and when the hour came, Jesus sat down, the twelve Apostles with him.

    Jesus said to them, "I desire to eat this Passover with you before I suffer.  I say to you, I will not eat any more thereof, until things are fulfilled in the Kingdom of Love."

Jesus said to them, "Now, he that has a purse let him take it, likewise his sack.  He that has no sword, let him sell his garment and buy one.  I say to you, that what is written must be accomplished in me, 'He was reckoned among the transgressors.'  Yea, the things concerning me are reaching fulfillment."

     The disciples spoke, "Behold, here are two swords." Jesus replied, "It is enough."  Jesus came out and went as was his custom, to the Mount of Olives.  His disciples followed him.  When he arrived at the place, Jesus said to them, "Pray that you do not enter into temptation."

     He withdrew from them about a stone's throw, kneeled and prayed, saying, "Love, if you be willing, remove this burden from me: nevertheless not my will, but yours, be done."  There appeared an angel to Jesus from heaven, strengthening him.

Immediately, while Simon Peter yet spoke, the cock crowed.

     Jesus turned and looked upon Simon Peter.  Peter remembered the words of Jesus, how he had said to him "Before the cock crows, you will deny me three times."  He went out and wept bitterly.  

     The men that held Jesus mocked him.  They blinded him. They struck him on the face, taunting, "Prophesy, who it is that struck you?"  Many other blasphemous things did they speak against Jesus.  As soon as it was day, the Elders of the people, the Chief Priests and the Scribes came together.  

     They led Jesus to their council, saying, "Are you Christ? Tell us."  Jesus said to them, "If I tell, you will not believe, if I ask you, you will not answer me, nor let me go.  Here after the Son of Love sits on the right hand of the power of Love."  They asked, "Are you the Son of Love?"  Jesus said, "You say that I am." LUKE CHAPTER 23

"SCORNED AND CRUCIFIED"

'This is Love's beloved Son, hear him.'

MARK CHAPTER 1

"LOVE SENDS MESSENGERS"

The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of Love, as written by Isaiah the prophet, "Behold, I send Love's messenger before you, who will prepare your way before Love the voice of one crying in the wilderness, 'Prepare you the way for Love, make straight the path for Love.'"

MARK CHAPTER 2

"SABBATH FOR MANKIND"

Again Jesus entered into Capernaum after some days.  The news spread about that Jesus visited a certain house.  Right away many gathered.  So many that there was inadequate room to receive them, even outside the door.  Jesus preached the word to them.

     Four men came to Jesus, bringing one sick of the palsy.  When they could not get close to Jesus for the crowd, they uncovered the roof where Jesus was and when they had broken it up, they let down the bed wherein the sick of palsy lay.  Jesus, seeing their faith, said to the sick of palsy, "Son, your sins are forgiven you."

     Certain Scribes sitting there reasoned in their hearts "Why does this man speak blasphemies?  For who can forgive sin but Love alone?"

     The disciples of John and of the Pharisees were fasting. Some of the others came to Jesus, asking, "Why do the disciples of John and of the Pharisees fast, but your disciples do not?"

     Jesus told them, "Can the children of the bride chamber fast, while the bridegroom is with them?  As long as they have the bridegroom with them, they cannot fast.  The day will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, then in those days they will fast."

     "No one sews a piece of new cloth in an old garment lest the piece that filled it shrinks and tears away from the old, making the whole worse.  No one puts new wine in old bottles, for the new wine will burst the old bottles.  The wine becomes spilled and the bottles marred.  The new wine must be put into new bottles."

     It happened that Jesus went through a corn field on the Sabbath day and his disciples began as they went, to pluck the ears of corn and eat.  

     The Pharisees said to Jesus, "Behold, why do your disciples do on the Sabbath day what is not lawful?  Jesus said to them, "Have you never read what David did, when he had need; how he hungered, he and the ones that were with him?  He went in to the house of Love, in the days of Abiathar the High Priest and did eat the shew bread that is lawful only for the Priest to eat.  He also gave to those that were with him."  Jesus said to them, "The Sabbath is made for man, not man for the Sabbath.  The Son of Love is Lord of the Sabbath."

MARK CHAPTER 3

"JESUS ORDAINS THE TWELVE"

Jesus entered into the synagogue, where there was a man that had a withered hand.  The Pharisees watched Jesus to see whether he would heal him on the Sabbath day.  For  they sought to accuse Jesus.  Jesus said to the man with the withered hand, "Stand forth!"  Then Jesus spoke to those with accusing hearts, "Is it lawful to do good on the Sabbath day or to do evil?  To save a life or to kill?"      Jesus withdrew himself along with his disciples to the sea.  A great multitude from Galilee followed Jesus from Judea Jerusalem, Idumea and from beyond.  Also a great multitude about Tyre and Sidon, when they heard what great miracles Jesus did, came to Jesus.  Jesus spoke to his disciples instructing that a small ship should wait on him because of the multitude.  In case they should throng him.  Jesus had healed many and those that had plagued pressed on Jesus to touch him.  The hateful spirits upon seeing Jesus fell down before him and cried, saying, "You are the Son of Love." When his family heard of this, they went out to lay hold on Jesus, saying, "He is beside himself."      Then came Jesus' mother and his brothers they standing without, sent someone in to call him.  The multitude sitting about Jesus said, "Behold, your mother, your family seek you."  Jesus answered, "Who are my mother and my brothers?"  Jesus looked around at all those who sat with him and said "Behold, my mother and my brothers are those who do the will of Love."

MARK CHAPTER 4

     "For whoever shall give you a cup of water to drink in my name, because you belong to Christ I say to you, they shall not lose their reward."

     "Those who offend one of these little ones and believes in me, it is better for them a millstone be hanged about their neck and they be cast into the sea."

     "If your hand causes you to hate, cut it off.  It is better for you to enter into life maimed, than having two hands to go into hate, where you shall never be quenched.  Their worm dies not and the fire is not quenched."

     "If your foot causes you to hate, cut it off.  It is better for you to enter halt into life, than having two feet be cast into hate, into the hate that is never quenched, where their worm dies not and the fire still burns.

     If your eye causes you to hate, pluck it out.  It is better for you to enter into the Kingdom of Love with one eye, than having two eyes be cast into hate's fire.  Where their worm dies not and the fire still burns.  Everyone will be salted with fire and every sacrifice will be salted with salt.  If the salt has lost its savor, with what shall you season it?  Have fire in yourselves and have peace with one another."

MARK CHAPTER 10
"JESUS ON DIVORCE"

Jesus departed from that place and came to the coasts of Judea by the river Jordan.  The people again came in crowds to Jesus and according to his custom, he taught them.  The Pharisees came to Jesus, asking him, "Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife?"

     Jesus answered them, "What did Moses command you?"  They said, "Moses suffered to write a bill of divorce, to put her away."  Jesus answered, "For the hardness of your hearts Moses wrote you this bill.  From the beginning of creation Love made them female and male.  For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother and cleave to his wife.  The two shall be one flesh, so they are no more two, but one flesh.  What therefore, Love has put together, let not man put apart."

     In the house Jesus' disciples asked him again of the same matter.  Jesus said to them, "Whosoever shall put away his wife and marry someone else commits adultery against her.  If a woman shall put away her husband and be married to another she commits adultery."

     They brought young children to Jesus, that he should touch them.  Jesus' disciples rebuked those who brought them.  When Jesus saw it he became displeased and said to them "Suffer the little children to come to me, forbid them not.  For of such is the Kingdom of Love."

     "I say to you, whosoever shall not receive the Kingdom of Love as one of these little children, shall not enter therein."  Jesus took them up in his arms, put his hands on them and blessed them.

     When Jesus went forth on his way, there came a man running, who kneeled before him, asking, "Good Master, what shall I do that I may inherit eternal life?"  Jesus said to him "Why do you call me good?  There is none good but the One that is Love.  You know the commandments, do not commit adultery, do not kill, do not steal, do not bare false witness defraud not, honor your mother and father."      They came to Jericho.  As Jesus went out from the city with his disciples and a great number of people, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the highway side begging.  When he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, saying, "You, Son of Love, have mercy on me."

     Many charged him that he should hold his peace, but he cried all the more, "You, Son of Love, have mercy on me."  Jesus stood still and commanded the blind man be called.  They called to him, saying, "Be of good comfort, rise.  Jesus calls you."  He cast away his garment, rose and came to Jesus.

     Jesus answered and said to him, "What is it that you would have me do for you?"  The blind man said to Jesus "Lord, that I may receive my sight."  Jesus said to him, "Go  your way, your faith has made you whole."  Immediately he received his sight and he followed Jesus along the way.

MARK CHAPTER 11

"THE TEMPLE IS FOR PRAYER"

Many people spread their garments on the pathway, while others cut down branches of trees and strew them down also.  The people that went before and the ones that followed, cried, saying, "Blessed in he that comes in Love.  Blessed be the kingdom of our father David, that comes in Love.  Hosanna in the highest."

     Jesus entered into Jerusalem and into the temple.  He looked round about upon all things and seeing that evening time had come, he went out to Bethany with the Twelve.  In the morning when they were coming back from Bethany, Jesus became hungry.  Seeing a fig tree afar off having leaves, Jesus came to see if he might find fruit thereon.  When he reached it, he found nothing but leaves, for the time of figs was not yet.  Jesus said to the tree, "May no one eat fruit of you hereafter forever."  His disciples heard him say this.

     When they came to Jerusalem, Jesus went into the temple.  There he found the temple being used as a market.  Jesus began to cast those out that sold and bought in the temple.  He overthrew the tables of the money changers and the seats of those who sold doves.  Jesus suffered not anyone should carry any vessel of merchandise through the temple.

     As Jesus taught, he said to them, "Is it not written Love's house shall be a house of prayer?  You have made it a house of thieves."

     The Scribes and the Chief Priests heard it and they sought how they might destroy Jesus.  They feared Jesus because all the people had become astonished at his doctrine.  When evening came, Jesus went out of the city.  In the morning as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots.      Jesus answered them, "I will also ask you one question and if you answer me, I will tell you by what authority I do these things.  The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or of men?"

MARK CHAPTER 12

"SCRIBES TEMPT JESUS"

Jesus began to speak to his disciples by parables, "A certain man planted a vineyard and he set a hedge about it.  He dug a place for the wine vat and he built a tower.  Then he lent it out to the husbandmen and went into a far country.  At the season he sent to the husbandmen a servant that he might receive from them of the fruit of the vineyard.      "Again the man sent to them another servant.  At this one they cast stones.  Wounding him in the head, they sent him away shamefully handled.  Again the man sent another and they killed him.  Many others did he send, the husbandmen did beat some and some they killed."

     "Having yet one left to send, his son whom was well beloved.  At last he sent him away also to them, saying, 'They will have reverence for him.'  The husbandmen said among themselves, 'This is the heir.  Come, let us kill him and the inheritance will be ours.'  They took him and they killed him then cast him out of the vineyard."

     "What therefore, shall the Lord of the vineyard do?  He will come and destroy the husbandmen and will give the vineyard to others."

     "Have you not read this scripture, 'The stone that the builders rejected is become the head of the corner.  This is Love's doing and it is marvelous in our eyes?'"

     The Scribes and the Chief Priests sought to lay hold on Jesus, but they feared the people.  They knew he had spoken the parable against them. 

     Still they left Jesus and went their way, sending to him certain Pharisees and Herodians, hoping to catch Jesus in his words.

     When they came to Jesus, they said, "Master, we know that you are true and care for no one over the other, for you regard not the person, but teach the way of Love in truth.  Is it lawful to give tribute to Caesar, or not?  Shall we give or not give?"

     Jesus, knowing their hypocrisy, said to them, "Why do you tempt me?  Bring me a penny, that I may see it."  They brought it and Jesus said to them, "Whose image is this and superscription?"      Then the Sadducees, who believe there is no resurrection came to Jesus.  They asked him, "Master, Moses wrote to us, that if a man's brother dies and leaves no children, the man should take his wife and raise up seed to his brother.  Now there are seven brothers, the first took a wife and died leaving no seed.  The second took her and died, also neither leaving any seed.  The third likewise unto all the seven had her and left no seed.  Last of all she died also.  In the resurrection, therefore, when they shall rise, whose wife shall she be?  For the seven all had her to wife."

     Jesus answered, saying to them, "You do, therefore error because you know not the scriptures, neither do you know the power of Love.  When they shall rise from the dead, they neither marry nor are given in marriage.  They are as angels that are in heaven.  As for the dead, that they rise, have you not read in the book of Moses how in the bush Love spoke to him, saying, 'I am the Love of Abraham, the Love of Isaac and the Love of Jacob?'"  

     "Love is not the Love of the dead, but the Love of the living.  You, therefore, err greatly."

     Jesus called to him his disciples and he said to them. "I say to you, that this poor widow has cast more in, than all the others which have cast into the treasury.  For all of them did cast in of their abundance, but she of her want did cast in all that she had, even all her living."

MARK CHAPTER 13

"THE END TIMES"

As Jesus went out to the temple, one of his disciples said to him, "Master, see what manner of stones are here and what splendid buildings!  Jesus answered him, "See you these great buildings?  There shall not be left one stone upon another, not one that has not been thrown down."     "Take heed to your Love.  They shall deliver you up to the councils and in the synagogues will beat you.  You will be brought before rulers and kings for my sake, for a testimony against them."  

     "The Gospels must first be published among all nations."

     "When they lead you, then deliver you up, take no thought before hand what you shall speak, neither do you premeditate, but speak what be given you in that hour.  For it is not you that will speak, but the Spirit of Love." 

     "Brother shall betray brother to death and the father and the son."

     "The children shall rise up against their parents and shall cause them to be put to death."

     "You shall be hated by all for my name's sake.  Those that endure to the end, the same shall be saved.  When you shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing where it belongs not, (let them that read understand) then let those in Judea flee to the mountains. For in those days shall be affliction such has not been from the beginning of the creation that Love created to this time, neither shall it be again.      "Then if anyone shall say to you, 'Lo, here is Christ'

     "I say to you, this generation shall not pass until all these things be done.  Heaven and earth shall pass away, but Love's words shall not pass away.  That day and that hour no one knows.  No one, no, not even the angels that are in heaven, neither the Son, but only the Love.  Take you heed watch and pray.  For you know not when the time is."

     "The Son of Love is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, giving authority to his servants and to every one their work and commanding the porter to watch.  Watch you therefore, for you know not when the master of the house comes; at evening, or at midnight, or at the cock crowing, or in the morning.  The master may come suddenly and you are found sleeping.  What I say to you, I say to all, 'Watch.'"

MARK CHAPTER 14

"JESUS BETRAYED"

Two days remained before the feast of the Passover and of Unleavened Bread.  The Chief Priests and the Scribes sought how they might take Jesus by craft and put him to death.  They said, "Not on the feast day, though, unless there be an uproar among the people."

     Jesus was in Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper where he sat at meat.  There came to the house a woman having an alabaster box containing ointment of spikenard, very precious.  She broke the box and poured it on Jesus' head.

     There were some that had indignation within themselves saying, "Why was this waste of ointment made?  For it might have been sold for more than three hundred pence, then been given to the poor."  They murmured against her.

     Jesus spoke, "Let her alone.  Why do you trouble her?  She has brought a good work on me, for you have the poor with you always and anytime you will you may do good to them; but me you will have not always.  She has done what she could.  She came beforehand to anoint my body for the burial."

     "I say to you, wherever this gospel is preached through out the whole world, this also will be told what she has done for a memorial to her."

     Judas Iscariot, one of the Twelve, went to the Chief Priests, to betray Jesus to them.  When they heard it, they were glad, promising to give him money.  Judas sought how he might conveniently betray Jesus.

     On the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they killed the Passover lamb, Jesus' disciples asked him, "Where would you have us go and prepare that you may eat the Passover?"

     They came to a place named Gethsemane.  Jesus told his disciples, "Sit here while I go pray."  Jesus took Peter, James and John with him and as they went he became desolate and very heavy in spirit.  Jesus spoke to them, "My soul feels exceedingly sorrowful, close to death.  Tarry you here and keep watch."

     Jesus went forward a little and falling on the ground, he prayed if it were possible, that this hour might pass from him.  Jesus said, "Abba Love, all things are possible to you.  Take this cup from me.  Nevertheless, not what I will but the will of Love be done."

     When Peter thought thereon, he wept bitterly.

MARK CHAPTER 15

"JESUS CRUCIFIED"

Straightway in the morning the Chief Priests held a consultation with the Elders, the Scribes and the whole council. They bound Jesus and carried him away, they delivered him to Pilate.  Pilate asked Jesus, "Are you the king of the Jews?"  Jesus replied, "You say it."  The Chief Priests accused Jesus of many things, but he answered nothing.

What evil has Jesus done?"  They cried out more exceedingly, "Crucify Jesus."  So Pilate, willing to content the people, released Barabus to them and when he had scourged him, he delivered Jesus to be crucified.

     The soldiers led Jesus away into the hall, called the Praetorian and then they called together the whole band.  They clothed Jesus in purple, platted a crown of thorns and put it on his head.  Then they began to salute Jesus, saying "Hail the king of the Jews!"

     They hit Jesus on the head with a reed and they did spit on him, bowing on their knees worshipping him.  After they had mocked Jesus, they took off him the purple robe and then they led him out to be crucified.  Simon, a Cyrenian who passed by coming out of the country, the father of Alexander and Rufus was commanded by the soldiers to bear Jesus' cross.

     Jesus was brought to a place called Golgotha, that being translated, the place of the skull.  They gave Jesus to drink wine mingled with myrrh, but he received it not.  When they had crucified Jesus, they parted his garments, casting lots for them, what every man should take.  It was in the third hour when they crucified Jesus.  The superscription of his accusation written over his head said, "The king of the Jews." With Jesus they crucified two thieves, the one on his right, the other at his left.  Now the scripture was fulfilled which said, "Christ numbered with the transgressors."

     Those passing by railed on Jesus, wagging their heads and saying, "Hey, you that destroys the temple and builds it in three days, save yourself, come down from the cross."

     Likewise, the Chief Priests along with the Scribes mocking among themselves said, "He saved others, himself he cannot save.  Let Christ the king of Israel descend now from the cross, that we may see and believe."  The ones crucified with Jesus reviled him.

     When the sixth hour had come, there was darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour. 

     At the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?"  Being interpreted, "My Love my Love, why have you forsaken me?"  Some of those who stood by, when they heard it, said, "Behold, Jesus calls Elias."

     One ran and filled a sponge full of vinegar, then put it on a reed and gave it to Jesus to drink, saying, "Let him alone now, let us see whether Elias will come to take Jesus down," Jesus cried with a loud voice and gave up the ghost.

     The veil of the temple ripped in two from the top to the bottom and when the centurion that stood over against Jesus saw how Jesus cried out and gave up the ghost, he said "Truly this man was the Son of Love."

     There were also women looking afar off.  Among who was Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James and Joses Salome.  When Jesus had been in Galilee, these women ministered to him.  Many other women that came up with Jesus to Jerusalem were there.

     When the evening had come, being the preparation, that is, the day before the Sabbath, Joseph of Arimathaea came.  He was an honorable counselor, whom also waited for the Kingdom of Love.  He went boldly to Pilate and pleaded for the body of Jesus.  Pilate marvelled that he was already dead and calling to him the centurion, he asked him whether Jesus had been dead long.  When he confirmed it with the centurion, he gave the body to Joseph.

     Joseph bought fine linen, as he took Jesus down and he wrapped him in the linen, then he laid him in a sepulcher hewn out of a rock.  He rolled a stone to the door of the sepulcher.

     Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses beheld where Jesus lay.

MARK CHAPTER 16

     "These signs shall follow those that believe.  In Love they shall cast out hate.  They shall speak with new tongues.  They shall take up serpents and if they drink any deadly thing it shall not harm them.  They shall lay hands on the sick and they shall recover."

     So after the Lord had spoken to them, Jesus became received up to heaven and sat on the right hand of Love.

     Jesus' disciples went forth and preached everywhere.  Love working with them, confirmed the Word with signs following.  Amen.

'Love in the midst of hate.'

MATTHEW CHAPTER 1

"THE GENERATIONS TO JESUS"

The book of the generations of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham.  Abraham had Isaac, Isaac had Jacob, Jacob had Judas and his brethren, Judas had Phares and Zara of Thamar, Phares had Esrom, Esrom had Aram, Aram had Aminadab, Aminadab had Naason, Naason had Salmon, Salmon had Booz of Rachab, Booz had Obed of Ruth  Obed had Jesse, Jesse had David the King had Solomon of her that had been wife of Urias, Solomon had Roboam, Roboam had Abia, Abia had Asa, Asa had Josaphat, Josaphat had Joram, Joram had Ozias, Ozias had Joatham, Joatham had Achaz, Achaz had Amon, Amon had Josias, Josias had Jechonias and his brethren about the time they were carried away to Babylon after they were brought to Babylon.  Jachonias had Salathiel, Salathiel had Zorobel, Zorobel had Abiud, Abiud  had EliaKim, EliaKim had Azor, Azor had Sadoc, Sadoc had Achim, Achim had Eliud, Eliud had Eleazar, Eleazar had Matthon, Matthon had Jacob, Jacob had Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom was born Jesus, who is called Christ.

     All the generations from Abraham to David are fourteen generations, from David until the carrying away into Babylon are fourteen generations, from the carrying away to Christ are fourteen generations.

     Now the birth of Jesus Christ was this way: his mother Mary became espoused to Joseph, yet before they came together, she found she carried a child of the Holy Spirit of Love.  Joseph her husband, being a just man, was not willing to make her a public example. 

     Instead he thought to put her away privately.  While Joseph thought on these things, behold an angel of Love appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not fear taking Mary as your wife. When they came into the house, they saw the young child with Mary his mother.  They fell down and worshipped Jesus.      The wise men became warned in a dream that they should not return to Herod, so they departed to another country by another way. 

     After the wise men departed, behold, an angel of Love appeared to Joseph in a dream, saying, "Arise!  Take the young child and his mother and flee to Egypt.  Stay there until I bring you word.  Herod will seek the young child to destroy him."  Joseph arose and took the infant Jesus and his mother Mary by night; departing into Egypt.      Jesus came from Galilee to Jordan, seeking John to be baptized of him.  John forbid Jesus, saying, "I have need to be baptized of you and you come to me."  Jesus answered him saying, "Suffer it to be now, for it becomes us to fulfill all righteousness."

     Then John suffered Jesus and when he was baptized Jesus went up, straightway out of the water.  Lo, the heavens opened to him and Jesus saw the Spirit of Love descending like a dove, sitting upon him.  Then came a voice from heaven saying, "This is our beloved Son, in whom we are well pleased."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 4

"NO FOOD OR DRINK FOR FORTY DAYS"

Jesus became compelled by the Spirit to go into the wilderness and be tempted by hate.  After fasting forty days when Jesus was sore and hungry, hate came tempting him, "If you are the Son of Love, command these stones be made into bread." MATTHEW CHAPTER 5

"SERMON ON THE MOUNT"

Seeing the multitudes, Jesus went up into the mountain. When he sat, his disciples came to him.  Jesus opened his mouth and taught them, saying, "Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the Kingdom of Love.  Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted.  Blessed are those who are quick to forgive.  They shall inherit the Earth.   Blessed are those who do hunger and thirst after Love, they shall be filled.  Blessed are the merciful.  They shall obtain mercy.  Blessed are the pure in heart.  They shall see Love.  Blessed are the peace makers.  They shall be called the children of Love.  Blessed are those persecuted for Love's sake, theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  Blessed are you, when people revile you, persecute you and speak all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake.  Rejoice!  Be exceedingly glad!  Great is your reward in heaven; for so persecuted them the prophets before you."

     "You are the salt of the Earth.  If the salt has lost its savor, with what will the Earth be salted?  It is, therefore good for nothing, but to be cast out, to be trodden under foot.  You are the Love of the world; a city that is set on a hill cannot hide.  Do we light a candle, then put it under a basket?  We put it on a candle stick.  It gives light to all that are in the house.  Let your Love so shine before all, that they may see your good works and glorify your Love that is in heaven."

     "Think not that I have come to destroy the law, or the prophets.  I have not come to destroy, but to fulfill.  I say to you, until heaven and Earth pass, one jot or one title will in no way pass from the law until all is fulfilled."

     "Whoever therefore breaks one of these least commandments and teaches others to do so, they will be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever lives and teaches Love the same is called great in the kingdom of heaven.  I say to you, that except your Love exceeds the Love of the Scribes and Pharisees, you shall in no case enter into the Kingdom of Love."

     "You have heard it said by the ones of old time, you shall not kill and whoever does kill is in danger of judgment.  I say to you, that whoever is angry with someone without cause is in danger of judgment.  Whoever says to someone, 'Damn you,' be in danger of council; whoever says, 'You fool,' is in danger of hell fire.  Therefore if you bring your gift to the altar and there remember what your friend has against you, leave there your gift before the altar, go your way.  Immediately become reconciled to your friend, then come offer your gift."

     "Agree with your adversary quickly, while you are in the way with them, unless at any time the adversary delivers you to the judge, the judge delivers you to the officer, then you be cast into prison.  I say to you, you in no way will come out until you have paid the uttermost price."

     "You heard of the ones of old time say, 'Do not commit adultery.'  I say to you, whoever looks on someone to lust after, has committed adultery with their heart."

     "If your right eye offends you, pluck it out, cast it from you.  It is profitable for you that one of your eyes should perish and not that your whole body be cast into hate.  If your right hand offends you, cut it off, cast it from you.  For it is profitable for you that one of your members perishes and not the whole body be cast into hate."  

     "It has been said, 'Whoever puts away their spouse, let them give them a writing of divorce.'"

     "I say to you, whoever puts away their spouse especially for the cause of fornication, they commit adultery and whoever marry one being divorced, commits adultery."

     "You have heard it said by the ones of old time, 'You shall not break your word, but perform to Love that which is true.'  I say to you, swear not at all, neither by heaven, it is Love's throne; nor by the Earth, it is Love's footstool; nor by Jerusalem, it is the city of the great King.  Do not swear by your head because you cannot make one hair on your head white or black.  Let your communication be yes or no.  Whatever is more than this comes of hate."

     "You have heard it said, 'An eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth.'  I say to you, that you do not resist hate.  Whoever hits you on your right cheek, turn to them the other also.  If anyone sue you at the law and take away your coat, let them have your cloak too.  Whoever compels you to go a mile, go with them two.  Give to them what they ask you, from the ones who would borrow from you, do not turn them away."

     "You have heard it said, 'Love your neighbor and hate your enemies.'  I say to you, love your enemies, bless them that curse you, be kind to those who hate you.  Pray for the ones that spitefully use you and persecute you, that you may be the children of Love that is in heaven.  For Love makes the sun to shine on the hate and Love sends the rain on the just and on the unjust."

     "If you love them that love you, what rewards have you?  Do not the Publicans do the same?  If you salute your friends only, what do you do more than the others?  Be yourself perfect, even as your Love that is in heaven is perfect."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 6

"SERMON ON THE MOUNT: TWO"

"Take heed that you do not give your gifts before others to be seen of them, otherwise you have no reward from your Love that is in heaven.  Therefore, when you give your gifts do not sound a trumpet before you, as hypocrites do in synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory from others.  I say to you, they have their glory.  When you give your gifts, do not let the right hand know what the left hand is doing, that your gifts may be in secret.  Then the Love that sees in secret, will reward you openly."

     "When you pray do not do as the hypocrites.  They love to pray standing in the synagogues and on the street corners so everyone can see them.  I tell you they have their reward.  Do not be as they are, for your Love knows what things you have need of before you ask it."

    "Pray in this manner, 'Our Love in heaven, hallowed be your name.  Love's kingdom come, Love's will be done on Earth, as it is done in heaven.  Give us today our daily bread.  Forgive us our debts as we forgive our debtors.  Lead us out of our hate and deliver us from our fears.  For Love is the kingdom, the power and the glory, forever, Amen."

     "If you forgive others of their trespasses, your Love will also forgive you; but if you do not forgive others of their trespasses, neither will your Love forgive your trespasses."

     "Moreover when you fast, be not as the hypocrites, with their somber countenance.  They disfigure their faces that they appear to others to fast.  I say to you, they have their reward.  When you fast, anoint your head and wash your face, that you appear not to others that you fast."  

     "Your Love that is in secret, your Love that sees in secret will reward you openly.  Lay not up for yourself treasures on Earth where moth and rust corrupts, where thieves break through and steal.  Store up for you treasures in heaven, where there is no corruption.  For where your treasure is, there your heart abides also."     

     "The Love of the body is in the eye.  If, therefore, your eye be single, the whole body is full of Love, but if your eye sees hate, your whole body is full of hate.  Therefore if the Love in you is hate, how great is that hate?  No one can serve two masters.  You will always end up loving one and hating another or being devoted to one and despising the other.  You cannot serve both Love and hate."

     "I say to you, take no thought for your life what you eat what you drink, or for your body what you put on.  Is not the Love more than the meat, the body more than the raiment?  The fowls of the air, neither do they reap nor gather into barns, yet the same Love feed them.  Are you not much more than the fowls?  Which one of you by taking thought can add one cubit to your stature?  Why do you take thought for raiment?  Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow, they toil not, neither do they spin.  Yet I say to you, not even Solomon in all his glory became arrayed as one of these.  If Love so clothed the field, that today is here and tomorrow becomes cast into the oven, shall Love not so much more clothe you?  Oh, you of little faith!  Take no thought, saying what shall we eat, drink, or with what we be clothed?  Your Love knows you have need of these things.  You seek first Love.  Seek Love's goodness and virtues, for then all things will become manifested unto you.  Take no thought for tomorrow, tomorrow takes form of itself, sufficient for the day are the challenges at hand."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 7

"SERMON ON THE MOUNT: THREE"

"Judge not, lest you bring judgment upon yourself, for you will be judged according to your own judgment.  With the measure you mete, it will be measured to you again."

     "Why behold the hates and fears in another's eye and consider not the consuming hate and fear that is in your own eye?  You hypocrites!  First convert the hate out of your own eye and then you can see clearly to convert the hate out of another's eye."

     "Give not what is holy to the dogs, neither cast your pearls before swine, or they will trample them under their feet then turn and rend you."

     "Ask, it shall be given to you.  Seek and you will find.  Knock for it shall be opened to you.  Everyone that asks shall receive.  Those who seek shall find.  To the ones that knock it shall be opened to them."

     "What one is there of you, who if their children ask for bread, will give them a stone?  If the children ask for meat will give them a serpent?  If you then, who are full of hate and fear, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Love that is in heaven give good things to those who ask."

     "All things whatever you would have others do for you, you do also for them.  This comes from the law and the Prophets."

     "You must enter into the straight gate, for wide is the gate, broad is the way that leads to destruction and many there are that enter it." 

     "Straight is the gate and narrow is the way that leads to life and few there are that find the way."

     "Beware of the false prophets that come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly are ravening wolves.  You know them by their fruits.  Do we gather grapes of thorns, or figs of thistles?"

     "Every good tree brings forth good fruit but a corrupt tree brings forth corrupt fruit.  A good tree cannot bring forth corrupt fruit; neither can a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit.  Every tree that brings forth corrupt fruit is hewn down and cast into the fire.  By their fruits you will know the false prophets."

     "Not every one that says to me, 'Lord,' enters into the Kingdom of Love, but only those who do the will of my Love that is in heaven.  Many will say to me in that day, 'Lord have we not prophesied in your name, in your name cast out hate, in your name done many wonderful works?'  Then I will profess to them, 'I never knew you, depart from me you that do iniquity.'"

     "All those who hear these sayings and abide in them, I will liken to wise people that build their house upon a rock.  The rain descends, the flood comes, the wind blows and beats upon that house and it falls not, for it is founded on a rock."

     "Everyone that hears these sayings of mine and does them not, be likened to a foolish mind, that builds their house on the sand.  The rain descends, the flood comes, the wind blows and beats upon their house and great is the fall of it!"

MATTHEW CHAPTER 8

'"JESUS CALMS THE WIND & SEA"

When Jesus came down from the mountain, great multitudes followed him.  There appeared a leper who worshipped Jesus, saying, "Lord, if you will, you can make me clean."  Jesus put forth his hand and touched him, saying, "I will.  You are cleansed."  Immediately his leprosy became cleansed.  Jesus said to him, "See that you tell no one.  Go your way and show yourself to the priest; offer the gift Moses commanded, for a testimony to them."

     Jesus entered into Capernaum and there came to him a centurion, saying, "Lord, my servant lies at home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented."  Jesus said to him, "I will come heal him."  The centurion answered and said, "Lord, I am not worthy that you come under my roof, but speak the word only and my servant is healed.  I am a man of authority, having soldiers under me.  I say to this one, 'Go,' they go; to another, I say, 'Come,' they come.  To my servant I say, 'Do this' and he does it."

     Then Jesus addressed the centurion, saying, "Be on your way, for as you have believed, so it be done for you."  The centurion's servant healed in the same hour.

     Jesus then came into Peter's house and there he saw Peter's mother-in-law lying, sick of a fever.  Jesus touched her hand and the fever left her.  She then arose and ministered to them.

     When evening arrived, they brought to Jesus many possessed with hate.  Jesus converted the spirits of hate with his Love.  He healed everyone, so it be fulfilled that spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, "He took our infirmities, he bore our sicknesses."

     "Have you come here to torment us before the time?"

     A good way off, a herd of swine was feeding.  So the hate asked Jesus, saying, "If you will cast us out, let us go into the herd of swine."

     Jesus said to the hate, "Go" and when the hate came out it went into the herd of swine.  Behold, the whole herd of swine ran violently down a steep place into the sea, where they perished in the water.

     The ones who kept the swine fled.  They went their ways into the cities, telling everything that had befallen the possessed of hate.  Behold, the whole city came out to meet Jesus and when they saw him, they asked Jesus that he would leave out of their coast.

MATTHEW CHAPTER 9

"LOVE HEALS ALL"

Jesus entered into a ship and passed over, coming into his own city.  Behold, they brought a man to him sick of the palsy.  Jesus seeing their faith said to the sick of palsy, "Son be of good cheer, your sins are forgiven."  Certain of the Scribes said within themselves, "This man blasphemes."

It happened, as Jesus sat at meat in the house, many Publicans and sinners came and sat with Jesus and his disciples.

MATTHEW CHAPTER 10

     This Twelve Jesus sent forth.  He commanded them saying, "Do not go into the Gentiles, or enter into any city of the Samaritans.  Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel."

     "As you go, say, 'The Kingdom of Love is at hand.'  Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, change hate in to Love.  As freely as you have received, give."

     "Provide neither gold, nor silver, nor brass in your purses, nor scrip for your journey, neither two coats, neither shoes, nor yet staves.  The workman is worthy of their meat.  Into whatever towns you enter, inquire who is worthy and there abide until you go on.  When you come into a house salute it.  If the house be worthy, let your peace come upon it; if it is not worthy, let your peace return to you.  Whoever does not receive you nor hear your words, when you depart out of the house or city, shake the dust off your feet.  I say to you, it shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom and Gamora in the Day of Judgment than for that city."

     "I send you forth as Love in the midst of hate.  Be yourselves wise as serpents and harmless as doves."

     "Beware of many, for they will deliver you up to the councils and they will scourge you in their synagogues.  You will be brought before governors and kings for my sake, as a testimony against them and the Gentiles."

     "When they deliver you up, take no thought how or what you will speak.  It will be given you in the same hour what to speak.  It is not you that speaks, but the Spirit of Love speaking in you."

    "Brother shall deliver brother up to death and the father the child.  The children will rise up against their parents and cause them death."

     "You shall be hated of all for my name's sake, yet the ones that endure to the end shall be saved."

     "When they persecute you in this city, flee into another.  I say to you, you will not have gone over the cities of Israel until the Son of Love has come."

     "The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant above their lord.  It is enough for the disciple that they are as their master, the servant as his lord.  If they have called the Master of Love, the Lord of hate, how much more shall they call them of Love's household?"

     "Fear them not.  There is nothing covered that is not revealed or hidden, that will not be known.  I tell you in the midst of hate that you will speak from Love, what you hear in the ear, that you preach upon the housetops.  Fear not those who would kill the body; they are not able to kill the soul, but rather revere Love, which has the power to kill the body and the soul."
     "Two sparrows sell for a farthing.  Not one of those sparrows shall fall on the ground without Love knowing it.  The very hairs of your head are numbered.  Therefore fear not. You are more valuable than many sparrows."

      "Whoever confesses me before the people, them I will confess also before the Love that is in heaven.  Whoever denies my Love before the people, them I will also deny before our Love that is in heaven."

     "Think not that Christ has come to bring peace on Earth.  I came not to bring peace, but a sword.  I have come to set a man at variance against his father, the daughter against her mother, the daughter-in-law with the mother-in-law.  One's adversaries become of their own household."

     "Those who love father more than Love are not worthy of Love.  Those who love son or daughter more than Love are not worthy of Love.  The ones who take not their cross and follow Love are not worthy of Love.  Those who find their life lose it.  They that lose their life for Love's sake shall find life."

     "Those who receive you, receive Love.  Those receiving Love, receive all sent by Love.  The ones who receive a prophet, in the name of a prophet, receive a prophet's reward.  All who receive a person in the name of Love receive a loving person's reward."

     "Whoever shall give drink to even one of these little ones, a cup of cold water in the name of Love, I say to you they in no way shall lose their reward."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 11

"WHO IS ELIJAH"

It happened when Jesus was through enlightening his disciples, he departed to teach and to preach in the cities of Galilee.

     Even in prison John the Baptist heard of Jesus' work and he sent two of his disciples to Jesus, saying, "Are you he that comes, or do we look for another?"  Jesus answered "Go and show John those things that you have heard and seen.  The blind receive their sight, the lame walk, the lepers cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, the poor have the Gospel preached to them.  Blessed are they who are not offended in me."  As they departed, Jesus began to say to the multitudes concerning John, "What did you go out into the wilderness to see?  A reed shaking in the wind?  What did you go out into the wilderness to see?  A man clothed in soft raiment?  Behold, those who wear soft clothing are in kings' houses.  What did you go out to see?  A prophet!  Yes, I say to you, more than a prophet."

     "For this is he, of who foretold, 'Behold, I send my messenger before your face, that shall prepare your way before you.'  I say to you, among those born of woman, has none raised a greater than John the Baptist.  Yet even the least in the Kingdom of Love is greater than he.  From the days of John until now the Kingdom of Love suffers violence; the violent take it by force.  All the prophets and the law prophesied until John.  If you receive it, this is Elijah, who was foretold to come."

     "To what shall I liken this generation?  It is like children sitting among the markets, calling to their fellows, 'we have piped to you and you have not danced, we have mourned to you and you cried not.'"

     "John came neither eating nor drinking, they say, 'He has a hate.'  The Son of Love comes eating and drinking, they say 'Behold a man gluttonous, an inebriate, a friend of Publicans and sinners,' but wisdom is justified by her actions."

     Then Jesus began to unbraid the cities wherein most of his mighty works were done, because they changed not.  "Woe to you, Chorazin!  Woe, to you Bethsaida!  For if the mighty works done in you had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have changed long ago in sackcloth and ashes.  I say to you, it will be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the Day of Judgment, than for you.  You, Capernaum, exalted to heaven then brought down to hell if the mighty works done in you had been done in Sodom, it would have remained until this day.  I say to you that it will be more tolerable for the land of Sodom at the Day of Judgment than for you."

     At that time Jesus answered and said, "I thank you, Oh Love of heaven and Earth, because you have hidden these things from the wise and the prudent and have revealed them to your loving children.  Even so Love, you have done this for your own good pleasure."

     "All things are delivered to me of my Love.  No one knows the Son but the Love; neither does anyone know the Love except the Son and those children he chooses to reveal Love to.  Come to me all you that labor, I will give you rest. Take Love's yoke upon you, learn of Love.  Love is not angered easily; it is meek and lowly in heart.  Here you will find rest in your souls, for Love's yoke is easy and Love's burden is light."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 12

"JESUS ANGERS PHARISEES"

During that time on the Sabbath day, Jesus went through the corn fields.  His disciples hungered, so they began to pluck the ears of corn and to eat.  When the Pharisees saw it, they said to Jesus, "Behold, your disciples do what is not lawful to do upon the Sabbath day."

     "If you will learn what this means, I will have mercy and not sacrifice and you will not condemn the guiltless.  For the Son of Love is lord of even of the Sabbath day."

     When Jesus departed from there, he went into their synagogue.  Behold, there sat a man having a withered hand.  They asked Jesus, saying, "It is lawful to heal on the Sabbath day?"  The Pharisees sought to accuse Jesus.

also blind and dumb.  Jesus healed him inasmuch that the blind and dumb could speak and see.  All the people became amazed, saying "Is this not the son of David?"  When the Pharisees heard it they said, "This fellow casts out hate by Beelzebub the prince of hate."

     Jesus knew their thoughts.  He said to them, "Every kingdom divided against itself comes to desolation.  Every city or house divided against itself does not stand.  If hate casts out hate, hate is divided against itself.  How then shall hate's kingdom stand?  If I by Beelzebub cast out hate, by whom do your children cast out hate?  Therefore, your children are your judges.  If I cast out hate by the Spirit of Love, then the Kingdom of Love comes into you."

     "How can one enter into a strong man's house and spoil his goods, except you first bind the strong man?  Then hate will spoil his house."

     "Those who are not with Love are against Love.  Those that gather not with Love, scatter in hate."

     "I say to you all manner of blasphemy will be forgiven but blasphemy against the Spirit of Love cannot be forgiven.  Whoever speaks a word against the Son of Love, it is forgiven them, but those who speak against Love are not forgiven in this world or in the world to come."

     "Make a tree Love and the fruit will also be Love, or else make the tree hate and the fruit will be the same, for the tree is known by the fruit."  

     "Oh, generation of vipers, how can you be full of hate and speak good things?  For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.  A good person out of good treasure of the heart brings forth good things.  An evil person out of the evil treasures brings forth evil things."

     "I say to you every idle word one speaks is given account thereof in the Day of Judgment.  By your own words are you condemned!"

     Then certain of the Scribes of the Pharisees spoke to Jesus, "Master, we would see a sign for you."  Jesus answered them, "An evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign.  There is no sign given to it but the sign of Jonas.  As Jonas lay three days and three nights in the whale's belly so the Son of Love will be three days and three nights in the heart of the Earth."

     "Men of Nineveh shall rise in judgment with this generation, they shall condemn it.  They changed at the preaching of Jonas.  Behold one greater than Jonas is here.  The Queen of the South shall rise up in judgment with this generation and shall condemn it.  She came from the uttermost parts of the Earth to hear the Wisdom of Solomon.  Behold one greater than Solomon is here."

     "When the hate comes out of one, one walks in dry places, seeking rest and finding none." 

     "Then one says I will return to my house from where I came out.  When they return they find the house empty, swept and garnished, so they go and gather seven other spirits more hateful than themselves and they enter and dwell there in.  The last state of the one healed is worse than the first.  So it is even for this wicked generation."

     While Jesus yet talked to the people, behold his mother and his brothers stood without desiring to speak with him.  Then one said to Jesus, "Your mother and brothers stand without desiring to speak to you."

     Jesus answered, "Who is my mother, who is my brother?"  Jesus stretched forth his hand toward his disciples and said, "My mother and my brothers are whoever does the will of Love that is in heaven; the same is my brother, sister and mother."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 13

"TEACHINGS FROM THE WATER"

The same day Jesus went out of the house and he sat by the seaside.  Great multitudes gathered to him, so he went into a ship and sat while the whole multitude stood on the shore.

     Jesus spoke many things to them in parables, telling them, "A sower went forth to sow.  When he sowed, some seed fell by the wayside; the fowls came and devoured them up.  Some seed fell in stony places where they had not much earth.  Forthwith they sprang up, yet because they had no deepness of earth, when the sun was up they were scorched. Because they had no root, they withered away.  Some seed fell among thorns and the thorns sprung up and choked them. Other seeds fell on good ground and they brought forth fruit. Some brought forth fruit a hundred fold, some sixty, some thirty.  Whoever has ears that hear, let them hear."

     The disciples came and said to Jesus, "Why do you speak to them in parables?"  Jesus answered, "It is given to you to know the mysteries of Love, but to them it is not given."

     "For whoever loves, to them it is given, they shall have more abundance; but whoever loves not, from them all is taken away, even that they believe is theirs."

     "Therefore, I speak to them in parables, so seeing they see not and hearing they hear not, neither do they understand.  In them is fulfilled the prophesy of Esaias, saying, 'By hearing you shall hear and shall not understand; seeing you shall see yet not perceive.  These people's hearts are waxed gross, their ears are dull of hearing, their eyes have closed."

     "If Love is in them they would see with their eyes and hear with their ears, understand with their hearts, be converted to Love and I would heal them."

     "Blessed are your eyes for they see, likewise for your ears for they hear.  I say to you that many prophets and loving people have desired to see those things that you see and have not seen them, to hear those things that you hear and have not heard them.  Hear, therefore, the parable of the sower."

     "When anyone hears the words of Love and understands them not, then comes the hating one and snatches away the words sown in their heart; these are the ones who receive seed by the wayside."

     "Those who receive the seed in stony places, the same are the ones who hear the Word and with joy receive it.  Yet they have no root within themselves.  So the seed endures for a while, then when tribulation or persecution arises because of the word of Love, slowly they become offended."

     "Those who receive the seed among thorns are those who hear the Word, but cares of this world and deceitfulness of riches, chokes the Word and they become unfruitful."

     "Those who receive seed into the good ground are all who hear the Word and understand it, bearing fruit and bringing forth, some hundred fold, some sixty, some thirty."

     Jesus put forth another parable to them, "The Kingdom of Love is liken to a man that sowed good seed in his field.  While he slept his enemy came and sowed tares among the wheat and went away; when the blade sprung up and brought forth fruit, there appeared the tares also."

     "The servant of the householder came and said to him 'Sir, did you not sow good seed in the field?  From where then come the tares?'  He replied, 'An enemy has done this.'"

     "The servant said to him, 'Will you then, that we go and gather them up?'  He answered, 'No, while you gather up the tares, you will root up the wheat with them.  Let both grow together until the harvest.  In the time of the harvest I will say to the reapers; gather you together first the tares, bind them in bundles to burn them, but gather the wheat into my barn.'"

     Jesus put yet another parable to them, "The Kingdom of Love is liken to a mustard seed, that one took and sowed in his field.  It is indeed the least of all seeds, yet when it is grown, it is the greatest among herbs.  It becomes a tree, so that the birds of the air come to lodge in the branches thereof."

     Another parable Jesus spoke to them, "The Kingdom of Love is liken to bread, that a woman took and hid three measures of meal until the whole had risen."

     All these things spoke Jesus to the multitudes in parables and without them he spoke to the disciples, so fulfilling that spoken by the prophet, "I will open my mouth in parables.  I will utter things that have been kept secret from the foundation of the world."

     Jesus sent the multitude away and went into the house. His disciples came to him, saying, "Declare to us the parable of the tares of the field."  Jesus answered, "The one who sowed the good seed is the Son of Love, the field is the world, the good seed are the children of Love, the tares are the children of hate, the harvest is the end of the world, the reapers are the angels."

     "Therefore, the tares are gathered and burned in the fire so shall it be in this world.  The Son of Love shall send forth his angels and they shall gather out of his Love all things that offend and do iniquity, then they are cast into a furnace of fire where there is wailing and gnashing of teeth."

      "Then the loving will shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Love.  Those who have ears to hear let them hear."

     "Again, the Kingdom of Love is liken to treasure hidden in a field.  When someone discovers it they hide it again and in joy thereof, go, sell all that they have and buy that field."

     "Again, the Kingdom of Love is like a merchant man seeking considerable pearls who when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had and bought it."

     "Again, the Kingdom of Love is like a net that is cast into the sea, gathering up all kinds.  When it was full, they drew to shore and sat down, gathering the good into vessels and casting the bad away."

     "So it shall be at the end of the world.  The angels will come forth, sever the wicked from among the just, then cast them into fire, there is wailing and gnashing of teeth."

     Jesus said to them, "Have you understood all these things?"  They answered, "Yea, Lord."

     Then Jesus said, "Every Scribe that is instructed to the Kingdom of Love is liken to a householder that brings out of their treasure things new and old."

     It happened when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed there.  Jesus went into his own country, teaching them in their synagogue.  The people were astonished, saying “Where has this man this wisdom and these mighty works?  Is not he the carpenter's son?  Is not his mother Mary, his brothers, James, Joses, Simon and Judas; his sisters, are they not all with us?  Where then has this man all these things?" MATTHEW CHAPTER 14

     Herod had laid hold on John, bound him and put him in prison for the sake of Herodias, his Brother Philip's wife.  John the Baptist had charged Herod, "It's not lawful for you to have her" and Herod would have him put to death, but he feared the multitude because they considered John a prophet.

     On Herod's birthday, the daughter of Herodias danced before them.  She pleased Herod, so he promised with an oath to give her whatever she asked.  She was beforehand instructed of her mother to say, "Give me here John the Baptist's head in a charger."  The king became sorrowful nevertheless, for the oath's sake and the people that sat with him at dinner, he commanded it be given to her.  Herod sent a guard to behead John the Baptists in the prison, bring his head in a charger and give it to the damsel.  She then brought it to her mother.

     John's disciples came and took his body and buried it. Then they went and told Jesus.  When Jesus heard of it, he departed there by ship into a desert place apart from the others, but when the people heard thereof, they followed him on foot out of the cities.

     Jesus went forth and seeing the great multitude became moved with compassion towards them, so he healed their sick.  

     In the evening Jesus' disciples came, saying, "This is a desert place, the time is now past, send the multitude away that they may go into the villages and buy themselves victuals."  Jesus said to them, "They need not depart.  You give to them meat."  They answered him, "We have but five loaves and two fish."  Jesus said, "Bring them to me."  He commanded the multitude to sit down on the grass.  Then taking the five loaves and the two fish, Jesus looked up to heaven, blessed and broke the bread.  Then he gave the loaves to his disciples to give the multitudes.

     They did all eat to their fill and when the fragments were taken up, there remained twelve baskets full.  Those who had eaten numbered about five thousand men, besides women and children.

     Everyone in the ship came and worshipped Jesus, saying "Of a truth you are the Son of Love."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 15

     Jesus called to the multitudes, "Hear and understand, it is not that which goes into the mouth that harms you, but that which comes out of the mouth; this harms you."

     Jesus' disciples came to him, saying, "Do you know that the Pharisees became offended after they heard that saying?" MATTHEW CHAPTER 16

"WHO IS JESUS"

The Pharisees, along with the Sadducees, came tempting Jesus.  They desired that Jesus would show them a sign from heaven.  Jesus answered, "When it is evening, you say, it will be fair weather for the sky is red.  In the morning, it will be foul weather today, for the sky is red and lowering. There are some standing here that shall not taste of death until they see the Son of Love here in his kingdom."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 17

"JESUS, MOSES AND ELIAS"

After six days Jesus took Peter, James and John his brother, bringing them up into a high mountain apart from the others.  Jesus transfigured before them, his face shining before them as the sun, his raiment white as light.  Behold, there appeared to them Moses and Elias talking with Jesus.

MATTHEW CHAPTER 18

"THE GREATEST IN HEAVEN"

All at the same time the disciples went to Jesus, asking "Who is the greatest in the Kingdom of Love?"  Jesus called a little child to him and sets the child in the midst of them.  Then he said, "I say to you, unless you become converted as little children, you shall not enter into the Kingdom of Love.  Whoever, therefore, humbles themselves as this little child; the same is the greatest in the Kingdom of Love."

     "Whoever receives one such little child in my name receives Love.  Whoever becomes offended by one of these little ones that believe in Love, it is better for them that a millstone be hanged about their neck and they drown in the depth of the sea."

     "Woe to the world because of that which causes mankind to hate!  For it must be that hate comes, but woe to those by which the hate comes through!"

     "Why if your hand or foot offends you, cut them off, cast them from you.  It is better for you to enter into life halt or maimed, rather than have two hands or two feet to be cast into everlasting fire.  If your eye offends you pluck it out, cast it from you.  It is better for you to enter into life with one eye, rather than having two eyes to be cast into hell fire."

     "Take heed you do not despise one of these little ones.  I say to you, that in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Love that is in heaven, for the Son of Love is come to save the lost."

     "What thought do you have about a man who has a hundred sheep, when one of them goes astray?"  

     "Do they not leave the ninety nine, go into the mountains and seek the one which has gone astray?  I say to you when he finds it, there is more rejoicing for that one sheep than for the other ninety-nine that did not go astray."

     "Even so it is the will of Love that is in heaven, that not one of these little ones perishes."

     "Moreover, if someone makes offense against you, go and talk to them of their offense between you two alone.  If they hear you, you have gained a friend.  If they will not hear you, then take with you one or two others, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word is established.  If they neglect to hear then, tell it to the church; if they neglect to hear the church, let them be to you as an uncivilized and stubborn soul."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 19

When Jesus finished these sayings, he left Galilee and came into the coasts of Judea beyond Jordan.  Great multitudes followed him and he healed them.

When the ones came who arrived in the eleventh hour, they received every one a penny.  When the first came, they supposed that they should have received more, yet they and likewise everyone, received a penny."

He answered one of them, 'Friend, I have done you no wrong.  Did not you agree for a penny?  Take what is yours and go your way.  I will give to the last even as to you.      "When the Lord of the vineyard comes, what will he do to these husbandmen?"  The Chief Priests and Scribes replied to Jesus, "He will miserably destroy those wicked men.  He will lend out his vineyard to other husbandmen that shall render him fruit in their season."

     "Those bidden made light of it and they went their ways one to their farm, another to their merchandise.  The remnants took the king’s servants and entreated them spiteful and slay them."

     "When the king heard of this, he was wroth.  He sent forth his armies and destroyed those murderers, burning their city.  Then he said to his servants, 'The wedding is ready, but those bidden were not worthy.'"

     "'Take yourselves therefore, into the highways.  As many as you find, bid them to the marriage.'  So those servants went out into the highways, gathering together as many as they found, both good and bad.  The wedding was then furnished with guests."

     "When the king came in to see the guest, there was a man that did not have on a wedding garment.  The king said to him, 'How come your here, not having a wedding garment?'  The man chose silence.  Then said the king to the servants 'Bind him hand and foot, take him away.  Cast him into the outer darkness, where there is weeping and gnashing of teeth.'  As many are called, few are chosen."

     After this the Pharisees went and took counsel on how they might entangle Jesus in his talk.  They sent out to Jesus their followers, saying, "Master, we know that you are true and teach the ways of Love in truth, neither care you for any person.  You regard not the person, but the Love.  Tell us therefore, what think you, is it lawful to give tribute to Caesar?"

     Jesus perceived their wickedness, said, "Why do you tempt Love, you hypocrites?  Show me the tribute money."  They brought to him a penny.  Jesus said, "Who is this image and superscription?"  They said, "Caesar's."  Jesus told them "Render those things to Caesar that are Caesar's.  Give to Love the things that are Love's."  When they heard these words, they marveled and left Jesus and went their way.

     The same day to Jesus came the Sadducees, saying  "There is no resurrection."  They asked Jesus, "Master Moses said, 'That if a man die, having no children, his brother should marry his wife and raise up seed to his brother.'  Now there were with us seven brothers.  The first, when he had married a wife, deceased and having no children and so left his wife to his brother.  Likewise, the second also and the third to the seventh also, last of all the woman died.  Therefore, in the resurrection whose wife shall she be of the seven, for they all had her?"

     Jesus said to them, "You do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of Love.  In the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as angels of Love in heaven."

     "Concerning the resurrection of the dead, have you not read what Moses heard at the bush spoken by Love, 'I am the Love of Abraham, I am Love of Isaac, I am the Love of Jacob?'  Love is the Love of the living, not the dead."

     When the multitude heard this, they become astonished at Jesus' doctrine.  The Pharisees heard Jesus had put the Sadducees to silence.  As they gathered together, one of them being a lawyer asked Jesus a question tempting him, "Master which is the great commandment?"

     Jesus answered him, "You shall love the Lord your Love with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your mind.  This is the first and great commandment.  The second is liken to it, you shall Love your neighbors as yourself.  On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets."

     While the Pharisees gather together, Jesus asked them "What think you of Christ?  Whose son is he?"  They said to him, "The son of David."  Jesus replied, "How be it then David in spirit, calls Christ, 'Lord,' saying, 'The Lord said to me, sit on my right hand, until I make your enemies your footstool.'  If David then calls Christ, 'Lord,' how then is Christ David's son?"  No one was able to answer Jesus a word. Neither did any one from that day on ask Jesus any more questions.         

MATTHEW CHAPTER 23

"JESUS WARNS US"

Then Jesus spoke to the multitude and to his disciples saying, "The Scribes and Pharisees sit in Moses' seat.  Whatever they bid you do, do not follow after their works. They say one thing and do another.  They bind heavy burdens to grievous to be borne.  They lay them on people's shoulders but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers.  All their works they do to be seen of others.  They make broad their Phylacteries.  They enlarge the borders of their garments.  They love the uppermost rooms at the feast and the chief seats in the synagogues.  They adore greetings in the markets and being called 'Rabbi, Rabbi.'"

     "Do not let yourself be called, 'Rabbi,' Love is your Master, even Christ.  All of you are sisters and brothers.  Call no one parents upon Earth, Love is your parents in heaven.  Neither be called Masters, Love is your Master, even Christ.  They who are the greatest among you become your servants."

     "Whoever exalts them self, abase themselves.  All who humble themselves become exalted.  Woe to you Scribes and Pharisees!  You shut up the Kingdom of Love against me.  You neither go in yourselves, nor suffer you those who are entering.  Woe to you Scribes and Pharisees!  You devour widows' houses.  For a pretense make long prayers.  You therefore, shall receive greater damnation.  Woe to you Scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites!  You compass sea and land to make one proselyte, when made; you make them two fold more the child of hate than Love."

     "Woe to you blind guides that say, 'Whoever swears by the temple, it is nothing.  Whoever shall swear by the gold in the temple, they are a debtor to the gold, or the temple that sanctifies the gold.  Whoever swears by the altar, it is nothing, whoever swears by the gift that is upon it, they are guilty.'  You are blind fools.  Which is greater, the gift, or the altar that sanctifies the gift?  Whoever therefore, swears by the altar, swears by it and all the things thereon.  Whoever swears by the temple, swears by it and those that dwell therein."

     "They that swear by heaven, swear by the throne of Love and them who sit there on.  Woe to you, Scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites!  You pay tithes of mint an anise and cumin.  You have omitted the weightier matters of love judgment, mercy and faith.  These ought you to have done and not leave the other undone."

     "You blind guides that strain at a gnat and swallow a camel.  Woe to you Scribes and Pharisees and hypocrites!  You make clean the outside of the cup and the platter, but within you are full of extortion and excess.  You blind Pharisees cleanse first that which is in the cup and platter that the outside of them may be clean also.  Woe to you Scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites!  You are like whitened sepulchers that indeed appear beautiful outwards, but within are full of dead people's bones and of all uncleanness.  Even so you also outwardly appear righteous to others, but within you are full of hypocrisy and iniquity."

     "Woe to you, Scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites!  You build the tombs of the prophets and garnish the sepulchers of the Loving."  

     "Then you say, 'If we had been in the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in spilling the blood of the prophets.'  Therefore you witness against yourselves saying, 'You are the children of those who killed the prophets.'  Fill you up then the measure of your fathers.  You serpents you generation of vipers!  How can you escape damnation?" 

     "Behold, I send to you prophets and wise men and Scribes.  Some of them you kill and crucify.  Some of them you scourge in your synagogue and persecute from city to city.  Upon you will come all the righteous blood shed upon the Earth, from the loving Abel, to the blood of Zachariah whom you slay between the temple and the altar.  I say to you, all these things shall come upon this generation."  

     "Oh Jerusalem, you that kill the prophets and stone the ones sent to you.  How often I have gathered your children together, even as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings and you would not!"

     "Behold Pharisees and Scribes; your house is left to you desolate.  I say to you, you shall not see me henceforth, until you shall say, blessed are they who come in the name of Love."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 24

"PROPHECY OF DESOLATION"

Jesus went out and departed from the temple.  His disciples went with him to see the buildings of the temple.  Jesus said, "Have you not seen all these things?  I say to you, of this temple, there shall not be here one stone left upon the other, every stone shall be throne down."

     "As Jesus sat upon the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him privately, asking, "Tell us, when all these things shall be?  What shall be the sign of your coming and of the end of the world?"

     Jesus answered, "Take heed that no one deceive you. Many shall come in my name, saying, 'I am Christ,' they shall deceive many.  You shall hear of wars and rumors of wars. See that you be not troubled, for all these things must happen because the end is not yet come."

     "Nation shall rise against nation and kingdom against kingdom.  There shall be famines, pestilence and earthquakes in many places.  All of these are the beginnings of sorrow."

     "Then they shall deliver you up to affliction, they shall kill you.  You shall be hated of all nations for my sake.  Many have turned from Love, they betray one another, they hate one another.  Many false prophets deceive many, because iniquities abound, the Love of many will be waxed cold."

     "When you see the desolation spoken of by Daniel the prophet standing in places it should not.  Whoever reads let them understand.  Then let them in Judea flee into the mountains.  Let them on the housetop not come down to take anything out of the house.  Neither let them who are in the field return back to take their clothes."

     "Woe to them that are with child, to them that gives suck in those days!  Pray you that your flight not be in winter neither on the Sabbath.  Then manifests tribulation such as not since the beginning of the world to this time.  Nor ever shall be.  Unless these days be shortened, there should be no flesh saved.  For the children's sake these days are shortened."

     "If anyone says to you, 'Here is Christ,' or, 'There' believe it not.  There will arise false Christ’s, false prophets and false Love.  They show great signs and wonders, inasmuch that if it were possible, they would deceive Love's children."

     "Behold, I have told you before, if they say to you 'Christ is in the desert,' go not forth, or, 'Christ is in secret chambers,' believe it not.  As the lightening comes out of the East and shines to the West, so is the coming of the Son of Love.  Wherever the carcass is, there will be eagles gathered together."

     "Immediately after the tribulation of those days, the sun will become darkened, the moon shall not give her light and the stars shall fall from heaven.  Even the powers of heaven will be shaken.  Then the Son of Love will appear in heaven.  The tribes of the Earth will mourn, when they see the Son of Love coming in the clouds of heaven with power and glory.  Sending his angels with a sound of a trumpet, they will gather Love's elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other."  

     "Now learn a parable of the fig tree.  When its branch is yet tender and puts forth leaves, you know summer is close.  So likewise, when you see all these things, know that it is near, even at the door.  I say to you, this generation shall not pass, until all these things become fulfilled."

     "Heaven and Earth shall pass away.  Love's words shall not pass away.  That day and hour no one knows.  No, not even the angels of heaven, but Love only."  

     "As in the days of Noah, also is the coming of the Son of Love, as in the days of the flood.  They were before the flood eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage.  Until the day Noah entered into the ark, they knew not what was going on.  Not until the flood came and took them away. So also is the coming of the Son of Love."

     "Then two will be in the field.  The one taken, the other left.  Two women will be grinding at the mill.  The one taken the other left.  Watch therefore, you know not what hour your Love does come.  Know this, that if the good man of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have watched.  He would not have suffered his house broken up.  Be ready.  In an hour you think not, the Son of Love comes.  Who then is a faithful and wise servant whom his Lord has made ruler over his household, to give him meat in do season?  Blessed is the servant, whom their Lord when he comes finds so doing.  I say to you, that he shall make him ruler over all his goods."

     "If the evil servant says in their heart, 'My Lord delays in coming' and they begin to smite their fellow servants, to eat and drink and be drunken.  The Lord of that servant comes in a day when they look not for it.  In an hour they are not aware of.  Their Lord will cut them asunder and appoint them their portion with the hypocrites; where there is weeping and gnashing of teeth."

MATTHEW CHAPTER 25

"THE KINGDOM OF LOVE"

MATTHEW CHAPTER 26

"CRUCIFIXION IS NEAR"

 It happened when Jesus finished all these sayings, he said to his disciples, "You know after two days is the feast of the Passover.  Then Son of Love is betrayed to be crucified."

     The Chief Priests, the Scribes and the Elders of the people assembled together in the palace of the High Priest Caiaphas.  They consulted how they might take Jesus by subtlety, and then kill him.  They said, "Not on the feast day, or there will be uproar among the people."

     When Jesus was in Bethany, in the house of Simon the leper, there came to him a woman having an alabaster box of very precious ointment.  She poured it on his head as he sat at meat.  When the disciples saw it, they had indignation saying, "To what purpose is this waste?  This ointment might have been sold for much and given to the poor."

     When Jesus understood it, he said to them, "Why trouble you the woman?  She brought a good work on me.  You will have the poor always with you, but me you have not always.  That she has poured on my body, she did for my burial.  I say to you, wherever this Gospel is preached in the whole world, there shall also be told what this woman has done as a memorial of her."

     Then one of the twelve, called Judas Iscariot went to the Chief Priests.  He said to them, "What will you give me if I will deliver Jesus to you?"  They made a deal with Judas for thirty pieces of silver.  From that time Judas sought an opportunity to betray Jesus.

     On the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying, "Where will you that we prepare for you to eat the Passover?"  Jesus said, "Go into the city to a certain man.  Say to him, 'The Master says, my time is at hand, I will keep the Passover at your house with my disciples.'"  The disciples did as Jesus appointed them and they prepared for Passover.

     When the evening had come, Jesus sat down with the Twelve.  As they did eat, Jesus said, "I say to you that one of you shall betray Love."  They become exceedingly sorrowful and began every one of them to say to Jesus, "Lord is it I?"

     As they were eating, Jesus took bread.  He blessed it and broke it.  He gave it to the disciples, saying, "Take, eat this is my body."  Jesus took the cup.  He gave thanks and gave it to them, saying, "Drink all of it, this is my blood of the New Testament that I shed for many, for the remission of hate.  I say to you, I will not drink henceforth of the fruit of the vine, until that day when I drink it new with you in Love's kingdom."  When they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.

     Then said Jesus to them, "All of you shall be offended because of me this night.  It is written, 'I will smite the shepherd, the sheep of the flock will be scattered abroad.'  After I have arisen again, I will go before you into Galilee."  Peter answered and said to Jesus, "Though all be offended because of you, yet I will never be offended."

     Jesus replied to Peter, "I say to you that this night before the cock crows, you shall deny me three times."  Peter said to Jesus, "Though I should die with you, yet I will not deny you three times."  Likewise said all of the disciples.

    Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane. He said to the disciples, "Set here while I go and pray."  Jesus took Peter and the two sons of Zebedee.  He began to be sorrowful and very heavy.

     Jesus spoke to them, "My soul is exceedingly sorrowful even to death.  Tarry here and watch me."  Jesus went a little farther, and then he fell on his face and prayed, "Oh my Love, if it is possible, let this cup pass from me.  Nevertheless, not as I will but as Love wills."

     Jesus came to the disciples.  Finding them asleep, Jesus said to Peter, "What, could you not watch one hour?  Watch and pray that you enter not into temptation.  The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak."  Jesus went away again the second time and prayed, "Oh my Love, if this cup may not pass away from me, except I drink it, your will be done."  Jesus came and found them asleep, their eyes were heavy.

     Jesus left them and went away again.  He prayed the third time, saying the same words.  Then he came to his disciples, saying to them, "Sleep on now and take your rest. Behold, the hour is at hand, the Son of Love is betrayed into the hands of sinners.  Rise, let us be going, he is at hand that does betray me."

     While Jesus yet spoke, Judas, one of the Twelve, came. With him was a multitude with swords and staves, sent from the Chief Priests the Elders of the people.  Judas that betrayed Jesus gave them a sign, saying, "Whoever I kiss, the same is he.  Hold him fast."

     Judas came to Jesus and said, "Hail Master," then he kissed him.  Jesus said to Judas, "Friend, why have you come?"  Then the others came, laid hands on Jesus and took him.

     Behold, one with Jesus stretched out his hand and drew his sword.  He struck a servant of the High Priest, cutting off his ear.  Then Jesus said to him, "Put your sword into its place.  All they that take the sword shall die by the sword.  Think you that I cannot pray to my Love and Love should presently give me more than twelve legions of angels, but how then shall the scriptures be fulfilled?  This is what must be."

     In that same hour Jesus said to the multitude, "Have you come out as against a thief with swords and staves to take me?  I sat daily with you teaching in the temple and you laid no hold on me.  All this was done that the scriptures of the prophets be fulfilled."  Then all of the disciples forsook him and fled.

     Those who laid hold on Jesus led him away to Caiaphas the High Priest, where the Scribes and the Elders assembled.  Peter followed Jesus afar off to the palace of the High Priest and went in.  He sat with the servants to see the end.

     The Chief Priests, the Elders and all the council sought false witness against Jesus, to put him to death.  They found none, though many false witnesses came.  At last came two false witnesses, saying, "This fellow said, 'I am able to destroy the temple of Love and to build it in three days.'"  The High Priest arose and said to Jesus, "Answer you nothing?  What is it that these witness against you?"

     Jesus held his peace, the High Priest answered and said to Jesus, "I adjure you by the living Love that you tell us whether you be the Christ, the Son of Love."  

     Jesus said to him, "It is as you have said, nevertheless I say to you, hereafter you shall see the Son of Love sitting on the right hand of power and coming in the clouds with Love."

     The High Priest tore his clothes, saying, "He has spoken blasphemy, what further need have we of witnesses?  Behold now we have heard this blasphemy.  What do you think?"  They answered and said, "He is guilty of death."  They did spit in his face.  They buffeted Jesus with the palms of their hands, saying, "Prophesy to us, you Christ, who is it that smote you?"

     Now Peter sat without in the palace.  A damsel came to him, saying, "You also were with Jesus of Galilee."  Peter denied before them all, saying, "I know not what you say."  When Peter went out into the porch, another maid saw him and said to them that were there, "This fellow was also with Jesus of Nazareth."  Again he denied with an oath, "I do not know the man."  After awhile came to him those who stood by saying to Peter, "Surely you also are one of them your speech betrays you."  Peter began to curse and swear, saying "I know not the man."  Immediately the cock crowed.  Peter remembered the words of Jesus, spoken to him; "Before the cock crows you will deny me three times."  Peter went out and wept bitterly.

MATTHEW CHAPTER 27

"CRUCIFIED"

When the morning came, all the Chief Priests and Elders of the people took counsel against Jesus to put him to death.  When they had bound Jesus, they lead him away, delivering him to Pontes Pilate, the Governor.  Then Judas, that had betrayed Jesus, when he saw Jesus condemned, changed himself.  He brought again the thirty pieces of silver to the Chief Priests and Elders, saying, "I have sinned in that I have betrayed innocent blood."  The Chief Priests said, "What is that to us?  See you to that."  Judas cast down the pieces of silver in the temple and departed.  He then went and hanged himself. 

     The Chief Priests took the silver pieces and said, "It is not lawful to put them into the treasury, because it is the price of blood."  So they took council and bought with the silver the potter's field, to bury strangers in.  That field called the field of blood to this day, thus fulfilling that spoken by Jeremy the prophet, "They took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of him that was valued, who they of the children of Israel did value and gave them for the potter's field, as the Lord appointed me."

     Jesus stood before the Governor.  Pontes Pilate asked Jesus, saying, "Are you the King of the Jews?"  Jesus said to him, "You say so."  When Jesus stood accused by the Chief Priests, he answered nothing.  Then Pilate said to Jesus "Hear you how many things they witness against you?"  Jesus answered Pilate never a word, inasmuch that the Governor marveled greatly.  Now at the feast the Governor was wanting to release to the people a prisoner, whom they would choose.

     They had choice of a notable prisoner called Barabus, or Jesus called Christ.  Pilate knew that for envy the Chief Priests had delivered Jesus.

     When Pilate set down in the judgment seat, his wife sent to him, saying, "Have you nothing to do with that just man, for I have suffered many things this day in a dream because of him.  The Chief Priests and Elders persuaded the multitude that they should ask for Barabus and destroy Jesus.  The Governor answered and said to them, "Whether of the two will you that I release to you?"  They said, "Barabas."  Pilate said to them, "What shall I do with Jesus that is called Christ?"  They all said to him, "Let him be crucified."

     The Governor asked, "Why, what evil has he done?"  They cried out the more, saying, "Let Jesus be crucified."  When Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing, but that rather a riot formed, he took water and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, "I am innocent of the blood of this just person.  See you to it."  Then answered all the people, "His blood be on us and on our children."

     Pilate then released Barabus to them and afterward he had Jesus scourged, delivering him to be crucified.  The soldiers of the Governor took Jesus into the common hall and gathered to Jesus the whole band of soldiers.  They stripped Jesus, putting on him a scarlet robe.  When they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head and placed a reed in his right hand.  They bowed the knee before Jesus and mocked him, saying, "Hail, king of the Jews."  They spit on him.  They took the reed and smote him on the head.  After they had mocked him they took the robe off him, put back on his own raiment and led him away to crucify him.

     The soldiers came out and found a man of Cyrene, Simon by name.  They compelled him to bear Jesus' cross.

     They went to a place called Galgotha, this is to say, a place of the skull.  They gave him vinegar to drink mingled with gall when Jesus had tasted thereof, he would not drink.

     They crucified Jesus and parted his raiment, casting lots for it.  This fulfilled that spoken by the prophet, 'They parted my garments among them.  Upon my vesture they did cast lots.'  Sitting down the soldiers watched over Jesus.  There was placed over his head the written accusation, 'This is the King of the Jews.'

     There were two thieves crucified with Jesus, one on the right hand 

and another on the left.  They that passed by reviled Jesus, wagging their heads, saying, "You that destroys the temple and builds it again in three days, save yourself.  If you are the Son of Love, come down from the cross."  

     Likewise the Chief Priests mocked Jesus with the Scribes and Elders, saying, "He saved others, himself he cannot save.  If he is the king of Israel, let him now come down from the cross and we will believe him.  He trusted in Love.  Let Love deliver him now, if Love will have him, for he said, 'I am the Son of Love.'"  The thieves, also crucified with Jesus, cast the same in mocking and insults.

     Now from the sixth hour to the ninth hour there was darkness over all the land.  In the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, "Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani."  That is to say "My Love, my Love, why have you forsaken me?"  Some of those who stood there, when they heard this, said, "This man called for Elias."  Straightway one of them ran and took a sponge, filled it with vinegar and put it on a reed, giving him to drink.  The rest said, "Let him be.  Let us see whether Elias will come and save him."  Jesus cried again with a loud voice yielding up the ghost.

     Behold, the veil of the temple ripped in two from top to bottom and the earth did quake.  The rocks ripped and graves opened.  Many bodies of the saints that slept arose, they came out of the graves after his resurrection, going into the holy city and appearing to many.  

     When the centurion and those with him watching Jesus saw the earthquake and those things done, they feared greatly saying, "Truly this was the Son of Love."

     Many women were there beholding from off.  They followed Jesus from Galilee, ministering to him.  Among them was Mary the mother of James and Joses and the mother of Zebedee’ s children.  When the evening came there arrived a rich man of Arimathaea, named Joseph.  He also was Jesus' disciple.  Joseph went to Pilate, commanding the body be delivered.  When Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth and laid it in his own new tomb.  This he had hewn out in the rock.  Then he rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulcher and departed.  Mary Magdalene and the other Mary sat over against the sepulcher. 

     Now the next day, that followed was the day of preparation.  The Chief Priests and Pharisees came together to Pilate, saying, "Sir, we remember that the deceiver said while he was yet alive, 'After three days I will arise again.'  We command, therefore, that the sepulcher be made sure until the third day.  Otherwise his disciples could come by night and steal him away.  Then say to the people, 'He is raised from the dead.'  If so the last error shall be worst than the first."

     Pilate said to them, "You have a watch.  Go your way and make it as sure as you can."  So they went and made the sepulcher sure, sealing the stone and setting watch.

MATTHEW CHAPTER 28

"LOVE IS WITH US ALWAYS"

At the end of the Sabbath, just as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week, came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulcher.  

     Behold, there was a great earthquake.  Love's angel descended from heaven, rolled back the stone from the door and sat upon it.  His confidence was like lightning, his raiment white as snow.  In fear, those commanded to watch did shake.  They became as dead men.  The angel answered and said to the women, "Fear not, I know you seek Jesus that was crucified.  He is not here.  He is risen as he said!  Come see the place the Lord lay.  Now go quick and tell his disciples that Jesus is risen from the dead.  Behold, he goes before you into Galilee, there shall you see Jesus.  Lo, I have told you."

     They departed quickly from the sepulcher with fear and great joy.  They did run to bring his disciple's word.  As they went to tell Jesus' disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying "All hail."  The women came and held him by the feet worshipping him.  Then Jesus said to them, "Do not be afraid.  Go tell my brothers to go into Galilee and there they shall see me."

     Now when they were going, behold some of the watch came into the city and showed the Chief Priests all the things done.  They assembled with the Elders and had counsel.  They gave a large amount of money to the soldiers, saying, "Say you, his disciples came by night and stole him away while you slept.  If this comes to the Governor's ear, we will persuade him and secure you."  So they took the money and did as they were instructed.

     This saying is commonly reported among the Jews until this day.

     Then the eleven disciples went away into Galilee, into a mountain where Jesus had appointed them.  When they saw Jesus they worshipped him.  Still some doubted.

     Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, "All power is given to Love in heaven and in Earth.  Go, therefore, teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of Love and of the Son and of the Spirit of Love.  Teach them to observe all things whatever I have commanded you and remember, I am with you always, even to the end of world, Amen."
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
