LUKE CHAPTER 9 

"A LITTLE LOVE, FEEDS MANY"
     Then Jesus called his twelve disciples together and gave them power and authority over hate; also to cure diseases. Jesus sent them to preach the Kingdom of Love and to heal the sick.  He said to them, "Take nothing for your journey, neither staves, nor scrip, neither money; neither have two coats apiece.  Whatever houses you enter into, there abide and then depart. LUKE CHAPTER 10
"JESUS APPOINTS SEVENTY"
     After these things Jesus appointed another seventy.  He sent them two by two before himself into every city and place where he himself would come.  Therefore Jesus said to them "The harvest is truly great, but the laborers are few.  Pray you, therefore, that the Lord of the harvest would send forth laborers into Love's harvest.  Go your ways, behold, I send you as lambs among wolves."

     "Carry neither purse, nor script, nor shoes.  Salute no one by the way.  Into whoever's house you enter, speak first that peace be upon this house.  If children of peace be there your peace shall rest upon them.  If not, it shall return to you again."

     "In the same house remain, eating and drinking such things as they give, for the laborer is worthy of his hire.  Do not go from house to house.  Into whatsoever city you enter and they receive you, heal the sick that are therein.  Say to them, 'The Kingdom of Love has come close to you.'"

     "Into every city you enter and they receive you not, go your ways out into the streets of the same and say, even the very dust of your city which clings to us, we do wipe it off against you.  Remain confident that the Kingdom of Love has come close to you.  I say to you, it shall be more tolerable in that day for Sodom than for that city."

    "Woe to you, Chorazin!  Woe to you, Bethsaida!  For if the mighty works that I have done in you were done in Tyre and Sidon, they would have a great while ago repented, sitting in sackcloth and ashes.  It shall be more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at the judgment, than for you."

     "You, Capernaum, being exalted to heaven, will be thrust down to hell.  Those that hear you, hear me.  Those that despise you, despise me.  Those that despise me, despise the Love that sent me."  The seventy returned again with joy saying, "Lord, all hate is subject to us through your name."  Jesus said to them, "I beheld hate as lightning falling from heaven.  Behold, I give to you power to tread upon the angers and fears of hate and power over all the ones who do not Love.  Nothing shall by any means hurt you.  Do not rejoice that the spirits are subject to you but rather rejoice, because your names are written in heaven."

LUKE CHAPTER 11 

"LOVE'S PRAYER"
    
It happened Jesus was praying in a certain place and when he had ceased one of his disciples said to him, “Lord teach us to pray as John taught his disciples."  Jesus said to them, "When you pray, say, Our Love which is in heaven hallowed is your name.  Your will be done on earth, as it is in heaven.  Give us day by day our daily needs.  Forgive us our sins, for we also forgive those who have sinned against us.  Lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from all hate and fear."

     Jesus said to them, "Which of you shall have a friend and go to them at midnight?  Then say to them, 'Lend me three loaves.  For a friend of mine in his journey is come to me and I have nothing to set before him.'  The friend within answers and says, 'Trouble me not my children and I are in bed.  I cannot rise and give to you.'"

     "I say to you, he will not rise and give to you because he is your friend, but because of your insistence will he rise and give to you as much as you need.  I say to you ask and it shall be given to you.  Seek and you shall find.  Knock and it shall be opened to you.  For everyone that asks shall receive.  Know this, that those who seek shall find."

     "If a child asks for bread of any of you that is a parent will you give to them a stone?  If that child asks for meat

will for meat you give to them a serpent?  If they shall ask for an egg, will you give them a scorpion?  If you then, being evil know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more then shall your heavenly parents, give the Spirit of Love to those who ask?"

     Jesus was casting out a spirit of hate that was dumb.  When the hate had gone out, the dumb could speak.  The people wondered at this thing and some of them said, "Jesus casts out hate through Beelzebub the chief of hates."  Others tempting Jesus, sought of him a sign from heaven.

     Jesus, knowing their thoughts, said to them, "Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation.  A house divided against a house falls."

     "If hate that is death, if hate that is darkness, be divided against itself, how shall hate's kingdom stand.  Yet, you say I cast out hate through Beelzebub.  If I by Beelzebub cast out hate, by whom do your sons cast them out?  Therefore, they shall be your judges."

     "If I with the finger of Love, cast out hate, no doubt the Kingdom of Love comes upon you."

     "When a strong person who is armored keeps their palace, their goods are in peace but when those stronger come upon them, they are overcome.  They take from them all their armor wherein they trusted and they divide their spoils."

     "Those that are not with Love are against Love.  Those that gather not with Love, scatter."

     "When the unclean spirit has gone out of one, they walk through dry places, seeking rest.  Finding none they say, 'I will return to my house from where I came.'  When they return they find it swept and cleaned.  Then the one goes and takes to them seven other spirits more wicked than the one gone out.  They enter in and dwell there and the last state of the person is worse that the first."

     It happened as Jesus spoke these things; a certain woman of the company lifted up her voice and said to Jesus "Blessed is the womb that bore you.  Blessed is the bosom that you have nursed."  Jesus said, "Yea, rather, blessed are those that hear the words of Love and keep them."

     When the people gathered thick together, Jesus began to say, "This is an evil generation they seek a sign and there shall be no sign given, but the sign of Jonas the prophet.  For as Jonas was a sign to the Ninevites, so shall the Son of Love be to this generation.  The queen of the South shall rise up in the judgment with the men of this generation and condemn them.      "The Love of the body is the eye.  Therefore, when your eye is single, your whole body becomes filled with the light of Love.  When your eye is hate, your body is also full of hate."

     "Take heed, therefore, that the Love that is in you, is not hate.  If your whole being therefore, be filled with Love having no part in hate, then the whole shall be full of Love, as when the bright shining of a candle does give you light."

     As Jesus spoke, a Pharisee besought him to dine with him.  When Jesus went in and sat down to dinner, the Pharisee marveled that Jesus had not first washed. 

Jesus said to him, "Now do you Pharisees, make clean the outside of the cup and the platter, but your inward part is full of ravening and wickedness?  You fool, did not the one who made that which is without make that which is within also?"                                

     "Rather, give the gifts of such things as you have and behold all things will be clean to you.  Woe to you, Pharisees!  For you tithe mint and rue and all manner of herbs and pass over judgment and the love of Love.  These ought you have done and not leave the other undone.  Woe to you, Pharisees!  For you love the uppermost seats in the synagogues and greetings in the markets.  Woe to you, Scribes and Pharisees you hypocrites! LUKE CHAPTER 12
"SEEK LOVE"

     "I will forewarn you whom you shall fear.  Fear that which after they have killed you, has the power to cast you into hell.  Yea, I say to you, fear that."

     "Five sparrows sold for two farthings and not one of them forgotten before Love.  Even the very hairs of your head are numbered.  Fear not, therefore, you are of more value than many sparrows."

     "I say to you, whosoever shall confess Love before the people.  They shall the Son of Love confess before the angels of Love.  Those that abandon me before the people will be abandoned before the angels of Love.  Whosoever shall speak a word against the Son of Love, it is forgiven them.  To those that blasphemy against the Spirit of Love, they have condemned themselves."

     "When they bring you in to the synagogues and to the magistrates and powers, take you no thought how or what you shall answer or what thing you shall say.  The Spirit of Love shall teach you the same hour what you ought to say."

     One of the company said to Jesus, "Master, speak to my brother, that he divide the inheritance with me."  Jesus said to him, "Man, who made me judge or divider over you?"

     Jesus said to them, "Take heed and beware of what you covet.  For a person's life consists not in the things they possess."

     Jesus spoke a parable to them, saying, "The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully.  He thought within himself, saying, 'What shall I do, because I have no room where to bestow my fruits?'  He said, 'This I will do.  I will pull down my barns and build greater.  There I will bestow all my fruits and my goods.'"

     "'I will say to my soul, Soul, you have many goods laid up for many years.  Take your ease, eat, drink and be merry.'   Love said to him, 'You child, this night your soul be required of you.'  Then who shall have these things, which you have provided?"

     "So this is for all those who lay up treasure for themselves but are not rich towards Love."

     Jesus said to his disciples, "Therefore, I say to you

take no thought for your life what you shall eat.  Neither for the body what you shall put on.  The life is more than the meat and the body is more than the raiment."

     "Consider the ravens for they neither sow nor reap; which neither has storehouse nor barn, yet Love feeds them.  How much more are you worth than the fowls?  Which of you can in thought add to their stature one cubit?  If you then be not able to do that which is least, why do you take thought for the rest?  Consider the lilies how they grow, they toil not, they spin not.  Yet I say to you, that Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these."

     "Since Love then so clothes the grass, which is today in the field and tomorrow cast in the oven.  How much more will Love clothe you?  Oh, you of little faith?"

     "Seek not what you shall eat, or what you shall drink neither be you doubtful of mind.  For all of these things do the nations of the world seek after.  Love knows you have need of these things.  Rather seek the Kingdom of Love and all these things be added to you.  Fear not little flock, for it is Love's good pleasure to give you the Kingdom."

     "Sell that which you have and give gifts.  Provide yourselves bags that carry nothing old.  A treasure in heaven that fails not.  Where no thief approaches, neither moth corrupts.  For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also."

     "Let your loins be girded about and your lights be burning.  Make yourselves like ones that wait for their Lord when he will return from the wedding; that when he comes and knocks, they may open to him immediately."

    "Blessed are those who, when Love comes, shall find them watching.  Surely I say to you, that those shall gird themselves and make them to sit down to meat and Love will come forth and serve them.  If Love shall come in the second watch or the third watch and find them waiting, blessed are those."

    "This know; that if the good man of the house had known what hour the thief would come, he would have watched and not suffered his house be broken through."

     "Be yourselves, therefore ready also; for the Son of Love comes at an hour when you think not."

     Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, speak you this parable to us or to all?"  Jesus said, "Who then is that faithful and wise steward, whose Lord shall make ruler over his household, to give them their portion of meat in due season?  Blessed is 

that friend, whose Lord when he comes shall find him so doing.  Of a truth I say to you, that he will make him ruler over all that he has."

     "If that friend says in his heart, 'My Lord delays his coming' and begins to beat the menservants and maidens, to eat and drink and to be drunken.  The Lord of the friend will come in a day when he looks not for him, at an hour when he is not aware and will cut him asunder and will appoint him his portion with the unbelievers."

    "That friend, who knew his Lord's will and prepared not themself, neither did according to his will, will be beaten with many stripes.  Those that knew not Love's will and did commit things worthy of stripes, they be beaten a few stripes.

For to whosoever much is given, of them much is required.  Of

those who have committed much, they will ask more."

     "I have come to send fire on earth.  Wishing it already kindled!  I have a baptism to accomplish.  How do I remain straight until all this is accomplished?"

    "Suppose you that I come to give peace on earth?  I tell you, No, but rather division.  From hereon there shall be five in one house divided, three against two and two against three."

    "The father divided against the son and the son against the father.  The mother against the daughter and the daughter against the mother, the mother-in-law against the daughter-in-law and the daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law."

     Jesus said to the people, "When you see a cloud rise out of the west, straight away you say, 'There comes a shower' and so it is.  When you see the south wind blow, you say, 'There will be heat' and it happens."

     "You hypocrites, you discern the face of the sky and of the earth.  How is it that you not discern this time?  Yea

why even of yourselves judge you not what is right?"

     "When you go with your adversary to the magistrate, as you are on the way, give diligence that you be forgiven by him.  Otherwise he hails you to the judge and the judge delivers you to the officer and the officer cast you into prison.  I tell you, you shall not depart there until you have paid the very last mite."
