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Gospel
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Concerning Jesus Christ

'This is Love's beloved Son, hear him.'

MARK CHAPTER 1
"LOVE SENDS MESSENGERS"
     The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of Love, as written by Isaiah the prophet, "Behold, I send Love's messenger before you, who will prepare your way before Love the voice of one crying in the wilderness, 'Prepare you the way for Love, make straight the path for Love.'"

     John the Baptist baptized in the wilderness, in the river Jordan.  He preached a baptism of repentance, for the remission of hate.  There went out to John all who were from the land of Judea and those of Jerusalem.  Confessing their hate and fears, they were baptized in the river by John.

     John, clothed with camel hair and with a girdle of skin about his loins, ate locust and wild honey.  He preached saying, "There comes a mightier one than I, after me.  The latch of his shoes I am not worthy to loosen.  I indeed baptize you with water.  He who comes will baptize with the Spirit of Love."

     It happened in those days that Jesus came from Nazareth in Galilee, to be baptized by John in the river Jordan.  Straight away when he came up out of the water, Jesus saw the heavens open up.  Love, shaped as a dove descended upon him and there came a voice from heaven, saying, "You are Love's beloved Son, in whom we are well pleased."

     Immediately the Spirit of Love drove Jesus into the wilderness.  He stayed in the wilderness forty days, with the wild beast.  Tempted by his own hates and fears.  When Jesus had converted his fears, he was weakened so the   angels came and ministered to Jesus.

     After John became imprisoned, Jesus came to Galilee preaching the gospel of the Kingdom of Love, saying, "The time is fulfilled.  The Kingdom of Love is at hand, repent and believe the gospel."

     As Jesus walked by the sea of Galilee, he beheld Simon and Andrew, his brother, casting a net into the sea, for they were fishermen.

     Jesus said to them, "Come and follow after me.  I will make you fishers of mankind."  Straight away they lay down their nets and they followed Jesus.  When Jesus went a little farther down, he beheld James, the son of Zebedee and his brother John; who were in their ships mending nets.  Jesus called them.  James and John left their father Zebedee in the ship with hired servants and they went after Jesus.

     They went to Capernaum straight away on the Sabbath day.  There Jesus entered into the synagogue to teach.  The people became astonished at Jesus' doctrine; for Jesus taught them as one that had authority, not as the Scribes.

     There in the synagogue was a man possessed with hateful spirits.  They cried out, saying, "Let us alone!  What have we to do with you, you Jesus of Nazareth?  Have you come to destroy us?  We know who you are the Holy one of Love."

     Jesus rebuked the hate, saying, "Hold your peace and come out of him."  When the hateful spirits had torn him, he cried out with a loud voice and the hate came out.

     Everyone became amazed.  They questioned among themselves, saying, "What thing is this?  What new doctrine is this?  With authority Jesus commands the hateful spirits and they do obey him."  Immediately Jesus' fame spread throughout all the region round about Galilee.

     After coming out of the synagogue, they entered into the house of Simon and Andrew, with James and John.  Simon's mother-in-law lay with a fever, so they told Jesus about her.  Jesus came, took her by the hand and he lifted her up. Immediately the fever left her and she ministered to them.  At evening, when the sun set, they brought to Jesus all those being diseased and those possessed with hate.  All the city gathered together at the door.

     Jesus healed those sick of many diseases.  He cast out much hate and suffered it not to speak, because the hate knew Jesus.  In the morning, rising up a great while before dawn Jesus went out and departed into a solitary place.  There Jesus prayed.  Simon and those with Jesus followed him.  When they found him, they said to him, "All seek you."  Jesus replied to them, "Let us go into the nearby towns that I may preach there also.  For that is why I came forth."

     Jesus preached in the synagogues throughout Galilee casting out hate.  There came a leper to Jesus, beseeching him, saying to Jesus, "If you will, you can make me clean."  Jesus became moved with compassion and he put forth his hand, touching the leper and saying to him, "I will.  Be yourself clean."      He, being healed of the leprosy, instead went out and began to publish it much, to blaze abroad the matter, so that Jesus could no more openly enter into the city.  He stayed without in desert places and still the people came to Jesus from every quarter.

MARK CHAPTER 2

"SABBATH FOR MANKIND"
     Again Jesus entered into Capernaum after some days.  The news spread about that Jesus visited a certain house.  Right away many gathered.  So many that there was inadequate room to receive them, even outside the door.  Jesus preached the word to them.

     Four men came to Jesus, bringing one sick of the palsy.  When they could not get close to Jesus for the crowd, they uncovered the roof where Jesus was and when they had broken it up, they let down the bed wherein the sick of palsy lay.  Jesus, seeing their faith, said to the sick of palsy, "Son, your sins are forgiven you."

     Certain Scribes sitting there reasoned in their hearts "Why does this man speak blasphemies?  For who can forgive sin but Love alone?"

     Jesus immediately perceived in his heart that they reasoned within themselves and spoke, "Why reason you these things in your hearts, whether it is easier to say to the sick of palsy, your sins be forgiven you or to say arise, take up your bed and walk?"

     "This is so you know the Children of Love have power on Earth to forgive sin.  Jesus spoke again to the sick of palsy, "Arise!  Take your bed and go your way into your house."

      Immediately the healed man arose, took the bed and went forth before them all.  Everyone was amazed and they glorified Love, saying, "Never have we witnessed anything like this before."

     Jesus went again by the seaside.  All the multitude resorted to him and Jesus taught them.  As Jesus passed by he saw Levi, the son of Alphaeus, sitting at the receipt of custom.  Jesus said to him, "Follow me."  Levi arose and followed Jesus.

     It happened as Jesus was at Levi's house for meat that he sat with many Publicans and sinners; along with his disciples, for there were many who followed him.  When the Scribes and Pharisees saw Jesus with Publicans and sinners they said to Jesus' disciples, "How is it that he eats and drinks with Publicans and sinners?"  When Jesus heard it, he said to them, "They that are whole have no need of a physician, but they that are sick.  I came not to call the Loving, but the ones who do not love, to change."

     The disciples of John and of the Pharisees were fasting. Some of the others came to Jesus, asking, "Why do the disciples of John and of the Pharisees fast, but your disciples do not?"

     Jesus told them, "Can the children of the bride chamber fast, while the bridegroom is with them?  As long as they have the bridegroom with them, they cannot fast.  The day will come when the bridegroom is taken away from them, then in those days they will fast."

     "No one sews a piece of new cloth in an old garment lest the piece that filled it shrinks and tears away from the old, making the whole worse.  No one puts new wine in old bottles, for the new wine will burst the old bottles.  The wine becomes spilled and the bottles marred.  The new wine must be put into new bottles."

     It happened that Jesus went through a corn field on the Sabbath day and his disciples began as they went, to pluck the ears of corn and eat.  

The Pharisees said to Jesus, "Behold, why do your disciples do on the Sabbath day what is not lawful?  Jesus said to them, "Have you never read what David did, when he had need; how he hungered, he and the ones that were with him?  He went in to the house of Love, in the days of Abiathar the High Priest and did eat the shew bread that is lawful only for the Priest to eat.  He also gave to those that were with him."  Jesus said to them, "The Sabbath is made for man, not man for the Sabbath.  The Son of Love is Lord of the Sabbath."

MARK CHAPTER 3

"JESUS ORDAINS THE TWELVE"

     Jesus entered into the synagogue, where there was a man that had a withered hand.  The Pharisees watched Jesus to see whether he would heal him on the Sabbath day.  For  they sought to accuse Jesus.  Jesus said to the man with the withered hand, "Stand forth!"  Then Jesus spoke to those with accusing hearts, "Is it lawful to do good on the Sabbath day or to do evil?  To save a life or to kill?"  They held their peace.

     Jesus looked round about on them and became vexed.  He grieved because of the hardness of their hearts, saying to the man, "Stretch forth your hand."  The man stretched out his withered hand and it became fully restored.  The Pharisees went forth immediately and took counsel with the Herodians against Jesus; to plot how they might destroy him.

     Jesus withdrew himself along with his disciples to the sea.  A great multitude from Galilee followed Jesus from Judea Jerusalem, Idumea and from beyond.  Also a great multitude about Tyre and Sidon, when they heard what great miracles Jesus did, came to Jesus.  Jesus spoke to his disciples instructing that a small ship should wait on him because of the multitude.  In case they should throng him.  Jesus had healed many and those that had plagued pressed on Jesus to touch him.  The hateful spirits upon seeing Jesus fell down before him and cried, saying, "You are the Son of Love."      Jesus went up into a mountain, calling to him whom he would.

Simon, who he surnamed Peter, James the son of Zebedee, John the brother of James, which Jesus surnamed Boanerges, meaning the sons of thunder; Andrew, Philip, Bartholomew, Matthew, Thomas and James the son of Alphaeus, Thaddaeus, Simon the Canaanite and Judas Iscariot, betrayer of Jesus.

When his family heard of this, they went out to lay hold on Jesus, saying, "He is beside himself."      Jesus called them to him, speaking in parables, "How can hate cast out hate?  If a kingdom be divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand.  If a house be divided against itself, that house cannot stand.  If hate rises up against itself and becomes divided, hate cannot stand, thus having an end."

     "No one can enter into a strong one's house and spoil their goods, except they first bind the strong one, then they will spoil their goods."

     "I say to you, all sins and blasphemies are forgiven to the children of Love, but those that blaspheme against the Spirit of Love will never have forgiveness and are in danger of eternal damnation."  This Jesus said because they were saying he had a spirit of hate.

     Then came Jesus' mother and his brothers they standing without, sent someone in to call him.  The multitude sitting about Jesus said, "Behold, your mother, your family seek you."  Jesus answered, "Who are my mother and my brothers?"  Jesus looked around at all those who sat with him and said "Behold, my mother and my brothers are those who do the will of Love."

MARK CHAPTER 4

"SOWER OF THE SEED"
     Jesus again began to teach by the seaside.  There gathered to him such a great multitude that he entered into a ship and he sat in the sea, while the whole multitude gathered along the shore.  Jesus taught them by telling many parables and in his doctrine said, "Behold, there went a man out to sow his seed.  It happened as he sowed, some seed fell by the wayside, the fowls of the air came devouring them up.  Some fell on stony ground where they had little earth immediately springing up because there was no depth of earth. When the sun came out, all became scorched and withered away because there was no root.  Some seed fell among thorns and when the thorns grew up, they choked the seed and it yielded no good fruit."

     "Other seed fell on good ground springing up and increasing, yielding good fruit.  The seed brought forth, some thirty, some sixty, some a hundred fold."  Jesus paused then stated, "Those who have ears to hear, let them hear."

     When Jesus was alone with the Twelve and some others they asked him of the parable.  Jesus said to them, "To you it is given to know the mysteries of the Kingdom of Love, but to those who are without, all things are done in parables so that seeing they may see and not perceive, hearing the may hear and not understand lest at any time they be converted and their hates and fears forgiven them."

     Jesus said to them, "Know you not the meaning of this parable?  How then will you know the meaning of all parables?  The seed of the man is the word of Love."  

"Those along the path are like the seed where the word is sown.  To some when they have heard it, hate comes immediately and takes away the word of Love that was sown in their hearts."

     "The seed that is sown on stony ground, are those who have heard the word of Love and immediately receive it with gladness.  Still they have no root in them, so they endure for a short time.  When affliction or persecution arises for Love's sake, they become offended and fall away."

     "The seeds sown among thorns are those who hear the word of Love, but the cares of the world, the deceitfulness of riches and the lust for other things enter.  Their Love becomes choked in them and is corrupted."

     "The seed sown on good ground, are ones who hear the word of Love, receive it and bring forth fruit, some thirty fold some sixty, some a hundred fold."

     Jesus spoke to them another parable, "Is a candle brought to be put under a bushel, or under the bed?  Is it not to be put out on a stand?  There is nothing hidden, that will not be revealed.  Anything kept in secret will be cast abroad.  If anyone has ears to hear let them hear."

     Again Jesus said to them, "Take heed what you hear and with what measure you meet, for it shall be measured to you even greater.  To you that hear, more shall be given.  For those that have, to them shall be given also.  Woe to those that have not, for from them shall be taken even that which they have."

     Jesus said, "So is the Kingdom of Love.  As if one should cast seed into the ground, then sleep and rise, night and day.  The seed still springs forth and grows up, they know not how."  

"For the Earth brings forth fruit of herself.  First the blade then the ear, after that the full corn in the ear.  When the fruit is brought forth, immediately they put it in the sickle because the harvest is come."

]     Jesus said, "In what way shall we liken the Kingdom of Love?  To what parable shall we compare it?  It is like the grain of mustard seed, when it is sown in the earth, it is less than all the seeds that are in the earth.  Yet when it is sown it grows up and becomes greater than all the herbs.  It shoots forth great branches, so that the fowls of the air may lodge under the shadow of it."

    With many such parables Jesus spoke the word of Love

to everyone as they could hear it.  Without parables Jesus spoke to the Apostles and when they were alone, Jesus expounded on all things to them.  

     The same day when evening came, Jesus said to the disciples, "Let us pass over to the other side."  So after they had sent away the multitude, they went into a ship.  There also went with them other little ships.  A great storm arose and the waves beat into the ship, so that it was now full.

     Jesus lay in the back part of the ship, asleep on a pillow.  The men awoke Jesus saying to him, "Master, care you not that we perish?"  Jesus arose and rebuked the wind saying to the sea, "Peace, be still."  The wind ceased and all around was a great calm.  Jesus said to them, "Why are you so fearful, how is it you have no faith?"

     They feared exceedingly, saying to one another, "What manner of man is this, that even the wind and the sea obey him?"
